Campaign of Education Will Be
Conducted in The Bronx.

The political sensation of the week in The
Bronx was the story published exclusively In
Thursday's Tribune, that Borough President
Haffen would find opposed to him in the bor-
ough convention, which meets on October t*.
I \u25a0 J. McGuire, the Tammany leader of the

.'Utli Assembly District, and the solid delegation
from that district, which would support either
McGuire or ex-Assemblyman John J. Scanlan
fnr the nomination for Borough President. Both
Scanlon and McGuire, when sought by friends
of Haffen, refused to discuss the story in Tha
Tribune, and said it was news to them.

However emphatically Scanlon and McGuire
may deny the announcement that they will op-
pose Haffen in the approaching convention. The
Tribune story was printed on unquestionable
authority, and willbe confirmed by events which

will happen in the present week.
The Haffen machine in The Bronx is aware

that McGuire would have the hearty support of

Charles F. Murphy in his effort to defeat Haffen
for the nomination, as it is becoming too power-
ful to please the head of Tammany Hall, and
Murphy would rejoice to see Haffen checked.

Many Tammany men in The Bronx believe
that Haffen has enjoyed a long tenure of office,
and that he should make way for some other
Tammany man. If. ot M GrUire or Scanlon. then
some compromise candidate.
