HITS TENDERLOIN HARD.

i

‘Captain Dooley Refuses Bail—No
Arrests in Daytime.

No one who looked anvthing llke a policeman
could buy a drink in the Tenderloin vesterday with-
out also purchasing a meal. Other persons, how-
ever, had little difficulty in obtaining all the liquor
they wanted without even ordering sandwiches, so
that the day couid not be called dry.

As a result of the fear inspired in the White
JIdght district by the manifestation of Captain
Dooley’s ircn hand, strangers were submitted to a
much closer serutiny by saloonkeepers and their
bartenders than usual. Plain clothes men swarmed
through the precinct, making desperate efforts to
get evidence against Raines law hotels, but during
the daytime not a single one of them could buy &
drink. The policemen saw the back rooms of sa-
loons filled with men consuming lquor without
food, but they themselves wers folled in every at-
tempt. -

In the small hours of Sunday morning, how-
ever, when it is against the law to sell liquor even
with meals, things were different. Then Captain
Dooley threw such a scare into the Tenderloin
that it gasped with surprise. Between 1 and 4
Sunday morning Dooley made seven excise arrests,
Most of these wore made by uniformed patrolmen,
‘which is s state of affairs the Tenderloin has not
seen in years. The midnight platoon received
orders to burst into every saloon on their posts
and arrest the bartenders whenever they found
men in the back rooms. Nobody was to be spared.

A roundsman and two uniformed patrolmen
durst into the saloon of ex-Police Captain Gannon,
at Sixth-ave. and 29th-st., and arrested the bar-
tender, This was the lasi straw. When it be-
came nolsed abroad that even Gannon had not
Peen spared, all the saloonkeepers closed up in a
Panic until 5 a. m., when those with hotel licenses
‘were legally entitled to sell liquor, provided they
‘also served meals,

What made the Tenderlein gasp more than any-
thing else was the refusal of Captain Dooley to
mccept bail for prisoners arrested for misdemeanors.
Every prisoner locked up in the Tenderloin station
Saturday night and Sunday charged with a mis-
demeanor stayed in a cell until court time, for all
wwould-be bondsmen were refused.

This edict applied not only to professional bonds-
men, but to private persons who desired to bail out
‘friends arrested for intoxication and other mis-
‘demeanors. Wives went to the Tenderloin station
to beg the captain to accept bafl for their back-
‘Eliding husbands; friends of men locked up for
misdemeanors threatened damage suits and de-
jnounced Captain Dooley and his methods. The Czar
©of the Tenderloin was obdurate.

“Everybody who is locked up for a misdemeanor

,stays in jail” was his reply to all threats and
&ppeals.
The first person to be turnad down by Dooley
Jwas & downtown restaurant keeper who came to
ball out G. E. Mellen, of No. 61 Riverside Drive, &
“business man, arrested early Saturday night,
charged with intoxication.

Albany. Oct. 1.—The hearing of a motion for a
reargument of the case of Albert T. Patrick is
on the calendar for the session of the Court of

Appeals which begins to-morrow. It will be re-

membered that after August 7 had been set

for the date of Patrick’s execution for the mur-
der of William Marsh Rice his counsel, David
B. Hill and Edgar J. Kohler, obtained a stay
pending a hearing on a motion for reargument
on the ground that important points had been
overlooked by the majority of the court in af-
firming the judgment for conviction.

The decision on this hearing will either klll
utterly or endow with new life one of the most
remarkable fights ever made by a sentenced
murderer in the annals of the State.

As the foregoing table shows, Patrick has been
in the shadow of the electric chair for five
vears. For three years he has been in the death
house at Sing Sing. During this time he has
labored unceasingiyv to get a new trial. He has
had a manikin in his cell and has conducted
experiments with it, the results of which he
hoped would prove his assertion that the effects
of embalming fluld would be exactly those found
in the body of William Marsh Rice.

At the murder trial the prosecution sought to
prove that tha condition of the organs was due
to chloroform.

Patrick has not only conducted experiments
with chloroform and embalming fluid, but has
delved deep into law books and sent thousands
of pages of notes bearing on his case to his
counsel.

David B. Hill will address the court in Pat-
rick’s behalf. The motion will be opposed by the
District Attorney of New-York or one of his
assistants, probably Mr. Gans. Motions of this
character are not usually allowed to be argued
orally, but it is thought that in view of the cir-
cumstances surrounding the case and the evi-
dent question concerning the guilt of Patrick
the court will strain a point and allow counsel
for both sides to present their case orally.

FEW IDLE WAGE EARNERS |
Department of Labor Bulletin Shows |
Improcement in Trade.

Albany, Oect, 1.—In its last quarterly bulletin, pub-
lished to-day, the State Department of Labor calls
ettention to a marked improvement in trade., which
began in the middle of 194 and has continued al- ‘
most uninterruptedly. The department says that
now there are relatively fewer idle wage earners
in New-York than there were even in 1902, the most
prosperous year of the decade.

Returns to the Bureau of Labor statistics from
trades unions embracing a membership of about
100,000 wage earners in the various occupations
show that the average monthly number of unem-
ployed members was only 151 per 1,600 in the first |
half of 1905, as compared with 202 last year, and
168 in 1902. These figures, however, fail to exhibit
the improvement in the summer of the present
vear, when labor disputes almost ceased to affect
industrial operations.

In the transportation business and the eclothing
irdustry there was much less i{dleness than here-

tcfore, and in building and construction, which
probably employs more men at present than any
othernn New-York industry, the volume of produc-

tion has been unususally large.

In the second quarter of 1905 the Bureau of Med!-
ation and Arbitration recorded 56 new disputes, as |
compared with 43 in the corresponding period of
1803. One-half of the disputes were strikes for
higher wages and resulted in a large majority of
cases (19) in the complete or partial success of the

workmen. Th the number of employees involved
in trade disj s, however, was oniy one-third as
large as it was a yvear ago is mainly due to the

: of the joint agreement system, which

ubstitutes arbitration for industrial werfare.

WILL PROBE PARIS AGENCY

PLAN OF COMMISSIONERS.

One Says Fair Payment Would
Have Bankrupted Companies.

Tt is announcea authoritatively that the Western
insurance commissioners, in their verification of
the assets of the New-York Life, will make a thor-
ough investigation of the company’s Paris bulld-
ing, on the Boulevard des Italiens, and that pre-
liminary negotiations through diplomatic channels
are already under way.

It will he recalled that Charles E. Hughes's ex-
amination on Friday of Edward L. Devlin, superin-
tendent of the company's real estate department,
went to show that the building had cost the com-
pany $2,533,104, and was rated on the company’s
books as worth $1.300,000, the difference having been
chargad off to reduce the property to an earning
basis of 315 per cent.

Refore the Insurance Commissioners departed, one
of their number told a Tribune reporter that he
considered the insurance companies’ deferred divi-
dend system as doomed already.

“Some of the commissioners have already gone
on record i{n favor of an annual accounting,” sald
he, “and any one who can read the eigns of the
times must see that the death knell of the deferred
dividend has been sounded.”
