Barred from Nebraska.
Lincoln, Neb.. Oct - The State Department of

Insurance was to-day asked by Clarence H. Ven-
uer, ex-president of the American Water Company

and formerly owner of the Omaha Water Company,

to inform the New-Tork Ufe Insurance Company
that it could not transact business in this State
until President MeCall and Vice-President Perkins
had been removed. Venner Is a New-York Life
policyholder. Ho has written to Mci"all demanding
that h» resign.

DEMANDS MC.

to Congress, refers to the subject for the first Time
in an American State document, expressing himself
with his characteristic precision and clearness to
the effect that "the business of Insurance vividly
affects the great masses of the people of United
States and is national and net local in its application.
It involves a multitude of transactions among the
people of the different States nnd between Ameri-
can companies nnd foroig:: governments. Iurge
that < 'ongress carefully consider whether the power
of the Bureau oi Corporations cannot be extended
to .-over transactions In insurance."
It is assumed that the federal government might-

exercise undue power over insurance corporations
in the event of party changes and the lowering-
of political morals, and this might possibly be
used to the detriment of pollcyholders and the
companies, but only a political pessimist eotiM
anticipate what would be equivalent t<i a complete
failure of our government in all Its parts. There
is no precedent for this anticipation to bf found
in our political history, for in ih« various matters
committed to federal regulations the results
have, on the whole, been beneficial and met with
the approval of the people. We have the latest
evidence of this in the request to the federal gov-
ernment of a Southern State, strong in its his-
torical antipathies to the extension of the power
of the federal government, to tako charge of Io al
quarantine and health matters for the more effect-
ive elimination of a pestilential disease. The insur-
ance companies place their faith in the federal
government for an impartial administration of In-
surance interests in common with the rest of the
people who believe that our government of Wash-
ington can be trusted to discharge its duties with
fidelity, much as it could in Lincoln's time.

It is also assumed by those who are opposed to
federal regulation of insurance that the subject do<~ ?

not properly fall within the sphere of the general
government, but belongs exclusively to the States,

in view of certain decisions of the United States
Supreme Court to the effect that insurance is not
commerce within the meaning of the commerce
clause of the Constitution, "with the highest pos-
sible respect for the opinions of the court. Ihold
that there is a very material and fundamental
difference between The decisions referred to and the
constitutional aspect of a fei-eral statute regulating
insurance between the States. The Supreme Court
has never passed upon a fr-deral statute regulating
the Insurance business, and it is entirely within
the power of Congress. ;ind implies fio dierespect
for the decisions of the court, to enact such a
stature, leaving the final decision M to its consti-
tutionality to the atiK'isr tribunal which, from the
beginning of our government, has so successfully

stood the test of all our national requirements.

Insurance companies, as corporations, aie

properly subject to State supervision and legislate*
regulation and control, but under our form of gov-

ernment this power of State supervision ion the
part of pome fifty different State and Territorial
governments has i.ecome so much Of a burden «nd

ha* resulted in so many perplexmsr and serious

problems, sometimes threatening tne very existence
of the companies, that relief is sought in a federal
statute whi:h would materially Improve the^situa-
tion and eliminate needless friction and expense.
Such a statute ie demanded upon the highest con-
slderation of publicpolicy, and itIs but proper thai
the companies should urge such a measure hold-
lngr. in this matter, the position of public trustees.
The object I* to do away with needless friction.
needless expense, needless burdens, and to sub-
stitute a more effective system of supervision and
control by the federal government.

State sueprviston has its advantages, and in many
respects the, State departments have proved of

great value in protecting: public interests and in
fostering The development of a business so pre-

eminently entitled to the solicitude of government.

But the" serious condition confronting the com-
panies, which is becoming of increasing importance,

is that supervision by some fifty different States
and Territories is an Intolerable burden and a very
considerable expense to the policy-holders.

All efforts in the direction of uniformity in in-
surance lawe have failed. A code to this effect
was drafted by the first convention of Insurance
commissioners in 1871. but few practical results
have followed the numerous subsequent efforts to
bring harmony into legislation and uniformity Into
methods of supervision. While what has been ac-
complished in this dirsction le. ot course, desirable.
the conditions to-day are nevertheless intolerable
and constitute a burden for which there is no
practical or political necessity.

President Roosevelt, in his last annual message

Pioner Folk, of Tennessee, last evening. "Any com-
pany doing business in my State whose officials

have made these campaign contributions to any

party, or who have contributed •money from Its

funos for any purposes not consistent with proper
use for the policyhoWers, must sop to it that resti-
tution of such money is made to the company."

Another commissioner said:

Speaking for the five commissioners who are en-
gaged In this inquiry, it will not he their policy to
interfere with the Attorney General of the State
of New-York. We shall watch his action, and if
he fails to bring suit for the restitution not only
of political funds, but of any other funds whi'-n
•we believe have been taken improperly from the
policyholder?. we shall ask the Attorney Generals
Of our States to bring such suits against the in-

surance officials for restitution It is extremely
improbable that wo will take the licenses away
from the companies which aro doing business in

our States, because of the improper acts of their
officials, but the companies must purge themselves
of these wrongful acts. The men who have offend-
ed will not be permitted to continue in the man-
agement of the companies if there is any lecal
power which we can bring to bear to put an end
to their administration.

SENATOR DRTDEN TN THE "WORLD'S
WORK."

Senator John F. Dryden, of tCww-Jereey, president

of th« PrudenUal, dlpcuppes -The, Federal Regula-

tion of Insurance." He declare* that it would de-

crease the cost of insurance and Increase the secu-
rity of good companies. He promises to relntroduce

hie bill of last session calling for federal super-

vision of all Insurance companies, drawn, he- says.

In the firm belief that a federal statute resrulatinß-
insurance between the States and eliminating need-

less State supervision would produce, "an increase

in security: a decrease in the cost of insurance;

an Increase in the returns to policyholders; a de-

crease in the burden of taxation; a diminution of

clerical labor, and a consequent decrease in ex-

pense: and the stamping out of fraudulent or
spurious insurance concerns."
