It

will be recalled that testimony of Equitable offi-

cials revealed the fact that "Judge" Hamiltons
expenses were divided between the thre° great

companies, and ifhe received equal sums from

the other two his expenditures for "legislative

work" .'ipn.inst insurance legislation in th" last
five years would aggregate over 92,000,000.

Most striking, however, was the admission
he wrung from the witness regarding the uses

to which the vast legislative funds were put.

In

fact, he admitted that the money was turned

over to "Judge" Hamilton to use in legislative

halls in such a way as "to produce results."

Franklin J. Bischoff at this asylum, and he
certainly has not been here."

Justice Henry Bischoff, the executor, filed his

ing At the time of his death he was a director

of the Union Square Bank and a member of the
rkranz and German societies.

He left a long will,made in ls'.Hi and offered
for probate on March 14. II^C. The will was
witnessed by such well known men as Hermann
Bolte. William J. Becker, H. Adolph Winkopp

and Louis B. Hasbrouck, and there was no con-
test. Justice Henry Bischoff became the ex-
ecutor.

Wife Does XotBelieve Him Insane

BOOM Jl OGK ASPINALL.

Jones is a son of a wealthy lawyer, and from
the days when he attended the Central High

School of Buffalo he was marked for his nerve.
After graduating from the high school Jones
entered a law office and studied law. Shortly

after he was admitted to the bar he sprang into
prominence by posing as a reformer.

His pet hobby was the enforcement of the
Raines law, and in obtaining evidence of vio-
lations of the law he photographed saloons
where the violations were committed. He was
beaten a number of times for this by irate
saloonkeepers and also had his camera smashed,

but he got much free advertising from the news-
papers. He over-reached himself, however,

when he took a photograph of a building that

was owned by "his own father, and his desire to

enforce tbe Raines law abated Immediately.

Jones then turned his attention to Sunday

baseball playing and succeeded in stopping this
Bport on Sundays in Buffalo. In these efforts
he had the support of the Rev. I>r.O. P. Gifford,
pastor of the Delaware Avenue Baptist Church,

one of the weolthiest churches in Buffalo. Jones
seemed to prosper, but suddenly his relations

with Dr. Gifford were severed, and about the
same time he ce.ised all his reform efforts. To
a friend, Jones confided that reforming had
paid and had helped him to build up a big law
practice.

The next hear.l of Jones was the announce-
ment that he had married a wealthy Southern
girl and had bought a gne home in Linwooa-
ave., one of the most fashionable sections of
Buffalo. The lavish'ness with which the house,

was furnished for his bride, the opulence in
which JaQfiS itv d, bis reunue 'if servants and
fine horses made many older Buffalo lawyers
"iivious.

Jones hinted ihat he derived a big income
from a theatre in which he was interested, hut
no one knew where Jon«s got his money until
one day, several big drays were backed up to
his fine house and the place was stripped of all
its contents by the tradespeople, who had never
been paid for the wares. A contractor, who had
built a veranda on the house, and who had
not quite finished the Job, tore down the va-
randa and carted away the material.

Jones then disappeared from Buffalo, and,
excepting those who had special cause to re-
member him, he was soon forgotten. The fact
that he was here was not known in Buffalo, but
that he is a bankrupt is not a surprise to Buf-
falonlans.

Imperial Chancellor, at Baden-Baden, openly
advocating a German-Russian agreement The
prince says:

Great Britain's desire for closer relations with
Russia has brought about the distinct diplo-
matic suggestion thnt <Ireat Britain is ready to
gi\e fuller recognition to Russia's privileged po-
sition in Southern Turkey, notably at Constan-
tinople and along the Bosporus. Russia's ambi-
tions En thaf direction have heretofore encoun-
tered strong opposition in Kngland.

Tli« view in French official quarters Is dls-
\u25a0 favorable to an Anglo-Russian under-

standing. It was one of th* projects of M. IM-
ca_«y;e when ForPigm Minister to have Kins Ed-
ward visit Emperor Nicholas as a means to pro-
mote reconciliation between Russia and Great
Britain. Since the retirement of M. Delcassfi
this project has been In abeyance, but the offi-
cials continue favorable to an Anglo-Russian
agreement.

The various proposed realignments of Euro-
pean powers are divided into three main move-
ments—first. British inclination toward an ar-
cord with Russia.; second, a German-Russian
movement for an alliance offsetting- the Anglo-
Japanese alliance; and, third. Russo- German
overtures *o induce France to join the latter
combinai lon.
