The sccond day's session yvesterday of the conven-
tion of the National Wholesale Druggists’ Associa-
tion was given largely to a dlscussion of questions
directly affecting the trade, particularly the relation
of wholesale dealers to proprietary medicines, the
mail order svstem and interstate traffic. John J.
Carey. of Indianapolis, chairman o tha~committea
on proprietary goods, called the attention of the
body to reports concerning the probability of a re-
ifmpesition of a stamp tax on all proprietary medi-
cines at the next session of Congress.

The rommittee recommended that a resolution be
passéd and placed in the hands of the commitiee
on legislation for immediate action in case such a
measure be introduced in Congress. Mr. (Carey,
speaking of alleged bitter attacks by newspapers
on certain proprietary medicines, said:
robably noticed the bitter at-
tacks which have been made for some time past
by certain newspapers on the p_rr\pnemry medi-
cine industry. The charges have been of a sensa-
tional character and your committe® believes that
it is a gross injustice to many worthy preparations
which have been recognized as valuable remedies
for years to brand all proprietary medicines as
dangerous to the public health and welfare.

MAY TRY T0 INDICT HYDE.

THE COMMITTEE’S FLANS.

Eatradition Possible to Enforce
Attendance as a Witness.

The legislative insurance committee may ask
the grand jury to indict James Hazen Hyde
and issue an extradition warrant for him in
connection with recent Equitable disclosures If
he persists in refusing to enter the State and
to testify before the committes voluntarily and
without conditions.

This was the information which reached The
Tribune vesterday and caused a sensation In
insurance circles last night.

That otherwise Mr. Hyde will exile himself
from New-York State 4nd place himseif in a
position analogous to that occupled by Reginald
C. Vanderbilt in the Canfield case, if he per-
sists in his offer to testify before the legisla-
tive insurance committee only on conditions
which are banned, was the tenor of opinions
gathered hy a Tribune reporter earlier in the
day. The Tribune's informants pointed out that
the legislature is a continuous body, and that
it Mr. Hyde persists in the attitude indicated
by Samuel Untermyer, his counsel, it will not be
sufficlent for him to remain out of this State
until the present legislative committee shall
have adjourned, but that whenever discovered
in this State the legislature can subpcena him
to appear before it this year, next year or, for
that matter, any year.

Mr. Untermyer's statement to Mr. Hughes
holds that the Assembly has no power to direct
an investigation to be held after its adjourn-
ment for the purpose of reporting to a future
legislature, not vet elected. In view of the fact
that the legislature is fully empowered to pass
any measure, resolution, ete., provided only it
does not violate the federal or State constltil_-
tion, Mr. Untermyer's statement is construed as
a virtual declaration that the resolution author-
izing the investigation Is uneconstitutional. An-
other weak point in Mr. T'ntermyer's armor, ft
is argued, is the same fact that the legislature
{s a econtinuous body, however much {ts indi-
vidual units may change.

The situation with regard to Mr. Hyde Is
this: While Mr. Hyde remains ahsent from this
Stata the committee cannot serve him with a
leglislative subpeena. Mr. Hyde, however, ex-
presses himself as willing to appear before the
committee provided that (1) He to have the
privilege of counsel at any hearing, and (2)
That his examination shall exclude the subject
matter of all suits pending against him. As to
the first proviso it is pointed out that it would
violate all precedents, and, as itself creating a
precedent for other witnesses in the same posi-
tion, would needlessly hamper and prolong the
examination. Moreover, from Mr. Hyde's own
point of view, any damaging testimony adduced,
with the benefit of counsel to advise, would have
a far darker aspect than testimony elicited
without the cross-examination.

As to the second proviso, only those who have
followed the course of insurance suits in the
last few months can appreciate how small a
ground for testimony would remain if the sub-
ject matter of all pending suits against Mr.
Hyde were to be eliminated.

According to vesterday's indications the com-
mittee purposes that Mr. Hyde shall testify soon
and without conditions, believes that he will do
s0, reiterates its belief that Mr. Untermyer's

contention is without merit, and refuses to be-
lieve that it is designed for serious considera-

tion.

EXPEL HAZERS.

Faculty Likely to Discipline “Sophs”
Who Rushed “Freshies.”

It was announced at a meeting of the sopho-
more class of Columbia University yesterday that
several sophomores who took part in the rush
in 116th-st. on September 27, contrary to the
rules governing students, and who were par-
ticipants in the hazing of freshmen the next
day, were likely to he disciplined by the uni-
versity authorities. It is said that the guilty
sophomores have been summoned before the
faculty, and that some of them have been told
to pay no tuition fees until the authorities have
time to take action on the case.

A representative of the university sald last
night that the faculty had under consideration
the names of twenty-five students who took
part in the rush. The names were learned from
the office of the superintendent of buildings and
grounds, When tha fight began hats and coats
were thrown aside. Other students picked them
up, and, not knowing to whom they belonged,
turned them in at the superintendent's office,
where tha sophomores called for them.

The fight in which the students engaged was
held in direct disobedience to the rules govern-
ing students. The freshmen were victorious,
but the next day the “sophs™ retaliated by
catching fifteen freshmen and hazing them at a

smoker.

TO RATIFY PEACE TREATY.

BEFORE THE PRESIDENT.

Russia and Japan Resume Diplo-
matic Relations in Washington.

Washington, Oct. 4.—Ratifications of the
treaty of Portsmouth will be exchanged at
Washington between Baron Rosen, the Russian
Ambassador, and Mr, Takahira, the Japanese
Minister, as soon as thesa important documents
are recelved from St. Petersburg and Toklo.
The ratifications will contain the French and
English texts of the treaty. This was decided
at a conference to-day between Baron Rosen
and Mr. Takahira, which began in the Russian
Ambassador's apartments and ended at the
State Department. Mr. Takahira called on
Baron Rosen this morning to find out from him
the usual form of the Russian ratification. In
order that the Minister might inspect a copy
they went to the State Department, where Mr.
Adee, the Third Assistant Secretary, showed
them the ratification of the Russian-American
extradition treaty. Mr. Takahira will Inform
his government fully on the subject so that the
ratifications may conform. The special .plenary
powers to be conferred on the two plenipoten-
tiaries, enabiing them to exchange ratifications,
will be identic in scope.

Returning the courtesy paid him in New-York
by Baron Rosen, who called several times on the
Japanese plenipotentiaries, Mr. Takahira made
his call this morning personal as well as official,
and the two envoys have corresponded frequent-
ly since the treaty was signed.

No arrangements have been made for the cere-
mony of exchanging ratifications, but it proba-
bly will be even more simple than was the sign-
ing of the treaty at Portsmouth. The chief
difference will be the presence of President
Roosevelt, who will be invited by the envoys 1o
witness the exchange. It is probable that the
President will place the White House at the dis-
posal of the envoys on this occasion.

Mr. Takahira expects to leave Washington
atout December 1 for Japan on a six months’
leave of absence, the first he has taken in sev-
eral years. In his absence, Mr. Hicki, first sec-
retary, will he chargé d’affaires. Mr. Takahira
was ill last spring as the result of an attack of
appendicitis the preceding winter, and his par-
ticipation in the peace conference was strongly
against the advice of his physician, who urged
him to take a long rest. Reports have been in
circulation that Mr. Takahira would soon be
transferred to St. Petersburg or some other
Furopean post, in recognition of his successful
tour of duty at Washington. In diplomatic
cireles it is believed that imperial recognition
will take the form of an order returning him to
Washington as Japan's first Ambassador to the
United States.

PEACE TERMS APPROVED.

Japanese Privy Council Passes

T'reaty—Ratification Near.

Tokio, Oct. 4.—The peace treaty passed the
Privy Council to-day. It is said that it will be
ratified at once.

An order abrogating martial law at Saseho,
Nagasaki, Tsushima and Hakodate was passed
by the Privy Council to-day.

Favorable "Answers to Peace Pro-

posal—British Reservation.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 4—The Russian govern-
ment has received a number of replies to the
peace canference Invitations. All of them are
favorable and contain no suggestions regarding

the subjects for discussion. The announcement
of the programme and the date for the meeting
of the conference will be sent out as soon as all
the replies are recelved. The time of the meeting
will be fixed without greater delay than is neces-
sary to permit all the delegates to reach The
Hague.

MR. METCALF OBJECTS.

To Protest' Against Change of Chi-
nese Regulations.

Washington, Oct. 4 —A strong protest will be
made by Secretary Metcalf of the Department
of Commerce and Labor against any modifica-
tion by the State Department of its circular of
June 26, directing the American consuls in
China to inquire personally into the truth of
statements in Chinese certificates before viss-
ing them. The Instructions referred to have be-
come known as ‘‘the President’'s circular,” as it
was issued by his direction, following the hoy-
cott established by China against the lmp(;rt;b
tion of American goods. It was the principal
subject of discussion at yesterday's Cabinet
meeting, which Secretary Metecalf was unable to

The Secretary’'s attention was directed to the
letter of W. W. Rockhill, the American Minister
at Peking, to the State Department, protesting
that the President's circular placed a burden on
the consuls which they found themselves unable
to carry.
