A new hem© for the 23d Regiment. N. G. N. T..
may be built In the near future by tha city in the
Fort Washington Heights section. Several mem-
bers of th© Board of Armory Commissioners, which
comprises Mayor McClellan. Frank A. r>orir.»!.
president of the Department of Taxes and Assess-
ments: Charles V. Fomes. President of the Board
of Aldermen: Brigadier Generals James Mcl>er
and Georg-e Moore Smith, think that the regiments

2rmory, at SBth-st. and Broadway, was for a long

time in an ideal location, but in their opinion It

should now be somewhere In the showing upper

West Side, north of 125th-st.
They beliove. moreover, that a new armory should

be built for the regiment as soon as possible, be-
cause with the money obtained by the sal? of the
pr^s^nt armory site there would be a sum in hanl
not only for a new home for the 22d. but for an-
other re^irr.er.t also. Now is the time, they further
say, to buy armory sites In the Fort Washington
Heights district, or in other similar northern sec-
tions of the city, for, at the present rate of flat-
bouse building in upper New-York, it will not be
longr befo-e it will be impossible to get suitable
armory sites in that part of the city at figures any-

where near present land prices. If, after the sec-
tions were well built up. plans were perfected to

erect an armory in the northern districts for the
22d. or any other regiment, rows after rows o:
comparatively new buildings would probably have
to be torn down to get suitable armory sites.

The sum for which the city would sell the present
site is stated to be $2,500,000. This is the block
bounded by 67th and «Bth sts.. Columbus-aye. ana
Broadway." In the city assessment books the value
of the land is placed at 1750,000. The parcel has a
frontage of 200. feet in Columbus-ay«.. 224.7 feet In
67th-st., 327.9 leet in 65th-st. and 225.9 feet in Broad-
way.

Maryland Democrats Would Dis- j
franchise Many White Men.

Baltimore, Oct. 4.—An adjourned meeting of
the Republican State Convention was held to-
night for the purpose of making a nomination
for Controller, Henry M. McCullcugh, of Cecil
County, being nominated unanimously. Charles
J. Bonaparte, Secretary of the Navy, presided,

and he and George K. Gaither. president of the
second branch of the City Council, were the
principal speakfrs.

Secretary Bcnaparte confined his remarks
chiefly to a consideration of the proposed con-

stitutional amendment, the declared purpose of
which is the disfranchisement of negroes, but

which the Secretary contended will,ifadopted,

Impunity. Now, if this be true. Ido not ask
you. Ineed n.>t ask any Republican, what one
should call or think of men iike these: but Ido
ask whether any sane white man can or willbe-
lieve such men "if they tell him they will respect

his rights. Do we rake the word of one who
thus trinVs with his oath and glories in doingit?

As to this,Question, however, we need take |
nobody'e word; a voter has only to read the
proposed amendment and Judge for himself. He
ought not to doubt after doing so much; but, if

he does, then let him think on what these men

have done and tried to do since they came back

to power in lsX>o, and doubts will trouble him
no more. The colored voters of Maryland were
last year 52,000; the white voters, placed by the
amendment in precisely the same case with the

colored willbe, as nearly as we can judge from

official figures, over G4.000. Does this look like
a measure affecting negroes only. In the city

of Baltimore we have some 18.000 colored
voters. -The Poe amendment groups with them
over 45.000 white voters. The rights of five

white men are endangered to expose those of

two negroes to the same risk; yet we are told

and asked to believe that no white voter need .
concern himself personally as to whether the j
amendment be or be not adopted.
It is said that we shall have on exhibition dur-

ing this campaign at least one Governor of a
Southern State to show us what sort of Gov-
ernor we may expect to have ourselves when
the Poe amendment has become a part of our |
constitution, and how much better in this re- |
spect we shall fare than we do now. It will be
an interesting feature of the campaign, and if
current reports are well founded as to the ona
Governor who is sure to come, Imust own that
Ipersonally think his choice eminently appro-
priate for the cause he willbe here to advocate.
Ihear also that certificates are to be furnished
us by these visiting executives to the effect that
in their respective States few or no while men
have been disfranchised under constitutional
amendments from which the Maryland amend-
ment is said to be copied. In most Southern
States there are no independents and so few
white Republicans that the disfranchisement of
black men accomplishes there Ingreat part what
the ring would accomplish here through the

amendment. Moreover, in those States a grand-

father clause, whatever its inherent injustice or
incompatibility with American institutions, does
in fact cover all but an infinitesimal portion of
the whits population. Thus in Virginia the in-
habitants of foreign birth or foreign parentage

amounted in 1900 to less than o per cent of the
population, and in some other Southern States

the proportion was even smaller; in the city of
Baltimore they then amounted to 38 per cent of
the population.

husband.
Vainly he tried to find the car in the confu-

sion of crossroads, and, becoming lost, got into
a pond. He was nearly drowned, and then near-
ly died from exposure. After many hours he
waylaida farmer milk jobber, and together they

found the car and the nearly famished woman.
One hour after, at daylight, the husband re-
turned. He had walked aii the way to Water-
bury, nearly nine miles, and, finding he could
do nothing for the machine until morning, think-
ing his wife was safe with her brother, had
stayed.

When Mrs. Matterhorn was brought to Water-
bury this morning she was a physical wreck.

night long, she says, night prowlers and

tramps stopped to look over the machine, and,
but for the barking of the dog and the man's
gurb she wore, she is sure she would have been
molested, and she might have met death at the
hands- of some of them. To-day she is very ill
at the home of a friend in Watertown.
