A TROFBLESOME BOER.
Reports of the Boer plot in German South-

west Africa are doubtless much exaggerated.
We are told that the Foreign Office at Berlin so
regards them. There must, for example, bo
exaggeration in the figures given. We cannot
believe there are 15,000 Boers In that country
or anything like that number. The latest exact
statistics at hand are dated January 1. 1903.
That was nearly three years ago, but it waa
some time after the end of the Boer war. Tho
total white poptuation of the country was then
only 4,682, of whom 2.908 were German, 973
Boer and 4">B English. Itseems incredible that
since tliat date 14.000 Boers have migrated
thither. There eertainjy has been no hint, in
either British or German report?, of any such
wholesale heglra, and itis well known that th»
German government has not desired it,and in-
stead of Inviting has been strongly disposed to
discourage It Any euch movement of Boers
would therefore have been noticed, would have
been looked upon with apprehension and dis-
favor and would have been the subject of pub-
lic comment.

But If Andrew De Wet has been indulging in
any plots for joining the Hottentots In an over-
throw of the German government, of which we
seem to be assured on German authority, he must
be thought to vedone a very ungrateful, wicked

yOT A RACE ISSUE.
We have a'ready noted a curious disposition

on the part of newspapers In this state and in
New-England to misconceive the Issue involved
In this year's campaign in Maryland. The Re-
publican party in Maryland has been censured
for making inconsistent admissions in its plat-

form and for giving an illogical turn to Its fight
against the Poe amendment. Because that
amendment is not being denounced simply and
solely as an effort to disfranchise the negro It
has been Intimated that the Maryland Republi-
cans have evaded the real crux of the contro-
Tersy and have practically acquiesced in the
opposition theory that the negro, as such, is not
qualined for the suffrage. "The Springfield Re-
publican," for Instance, in yesterday's Issue de-
scribed the attitude of the party toward the Poe
amendment as an "attitude which virtually
"abandons the negro race Inpolitics and places
*that party almost alongside the Democrat* in
••regarding with Indifference the annulment of
£2js F:ft&?ntii Amendment to th«» Federal Con-
stitution."

A conclusion of this gort can be based only on
mistiiken premises, and "The Republican" un-
covers one such premise when it says in the
same article that "all current discussion In
*<Maryland proceeds upon the avowed assump-
"tion that the so-called Poe amendment Is de-
.oed to annul indirectly the Fifteenth Amend-

"meat to t_he Federal Constitution." But that
is, in fact, far from being the case. The recent

Democratic state convention tried to create the
Impression that the amendment was a bold and
open (tempt to defy tr« Constitution and"iift
tiie burden of brutal negro suffrage" pnt tJ^on
the state* "against Its willand by force." The
Democratic politicians would like to foster such
a -"'belief, however unfounded; but their own
platform— macs of inconsistencies and contra-

dfctSous-admits that the amendment has been
so drawn "as 'o avoid all conflict with the Four-
teenth and Fifteenth amendment*." Andit fur-
ther assert 8 that nothing in the Poe suffrage

scheme "discriminates against any race or

class."
Any one, Indeed, who reads the franchise

amendment will readily se« that it does not

strike at the negro only;it does not set up dis-
criminations based on "race, color or previous

condition of servitude." Its effect is far broader
and more general. Itseeks to create two classes
of electors— the privileged and the unprivileged.

establish certain claims of "ancestry." Into the
other it crowds the ancestorless remnant. But

THE OLD TAMMANY.
IfMayor McClellan and his associates on the

Tammany ticket nominated last night simply

stood on'the Mayor's own record, there would

be ample reason for all citizens Interested in
improving the character of our government to
oppose them. Mr. McClellan has many attrac-

tive personal qualities, and his administration
lias been free from the gross scandals which so
flourished under Van Wyck as To precipitate a

moral revolt, though Mr. McClellan himself was

so little sensitive to that moral issue as to give

Van Wyck and Devcry his public commenda-
tion.

By contrast with the previous Tammany

iregime the present one seems inoffensive to the
average citizen, but no man who reaJly 6tudies
conditions can regard Mr. McClellan as a good
Mayor. Personal honesty and good intentions
are not enough to make a good iiayor. Under
Mr. McClellan tho efficiency of many depart-

ments has declined and "honest graft" has flour-

ished. The parks have been neglected, and in
some instances scandalously misused. The pub-

lic service corporations have been favored at

the expense of the taxpayers at every point

where popular Indignation, as in the case of the
lighting contracts, did not force the Mayor to
overrule his subordinates. Improvements of
great benefit to the city have been held up until
terms were made with favorite contractors.
The police have been allowed to grow both in-
efficient and lawless. The Mayor's promises re-

specting the schools have not been kept. The
very conditions for which he blamed Mayor
Low,and which he was pledged to remedy, still
exist in an acute form. A number of the
Mayor's appointments have been conspicuously
bad, and the whole tone of administration has
been lowered in the last two years.

Mayor McClellan's administration, whether of-
fensive or inoffensive, is not the vital question

before the people. The Tammany candidates
stand as the representatives of a historic organ-

ization and a historic system of bad govern-
ment. No denunciation of the invariable and
irredeemable corruption of Tammany is needed
from anybody outside the Democratic party.

Controller Grout and Mr. Shepard, not to go fur-
ther afield, have branded it in unforgettable
terms. No worker for good government inNew-
York for forty years has failed to realize tho
utter hopelessness of real improvement whilo
that system prevailed. Mayor McClellan is tho
exemplar of that system. He was the apologist
for that system when it was at its worst. Ho
believes in it. He thinks it right that the Mayor
should be responsible to the Murphys, Crokera,
Kellys and Tweeds of the organization, and his
own personal honesty has never diverted him
from the path of political prosperity as a com-
plaisant servant of that organization.

The people of New-York are not voting on
Mr. McClellan as an individual, even with al!
the defects of his administration. They are not
even voting upon him with the handicap of
Tammany. Their issue is not McClellan saddled
with Tammany: nor yet Tammany checked by
McClellan. It is Tammany disguised in McClel-
lan and soon expecting to be freed from Mc-
Clellan. The Mayor is notoriously a candidate
forGovernor. Ifre-elected now, he does not mean
to give the people of this city the service which
he nominally offers to give them. He means to
desert them in a year, ifhe can, and leave them
to the mercy of Tammany. Murphy's real can-
didate for Mayor is the unknown Mr. McGowan.
who has never given the people the slightest
reason to suppose that he would bo anything
hut putty in the hands of the corrupt organiza-
tion which he has long inconspicuously sup-
ported. Mr.Murphy is merely trading on Mayor
McClellan's name, and Mayor McClellan Is
merely using New-York City as au instrument
for the furthering of ulterior ambitions. lie
does not mean to protect citizens who trust him
to save them from Tammany misgovernment
one minute longer than Knits his own purpose.

We observe, too, that a strong movement is

in progress, as noted in an article elsewhere
in to-day's paper, for the creation and devel-
opment of jischool of agriculture and an agri

cultural experiment station on the isthmus. No
wiser step could bf taken. The agricultural
capabilities of Panama are enormous, but they

have been grossly neglected. During the build
ing of the canal, and for all time after the
canal is built, the home market on the Isthmus
for agricultural products willbe very large and
very profitable, while, of course, the opportuni-
ties of export are and will be inviting. In her
fertile uplands and broad savannas Panama
has resources far surpassing the oldtime wealth
c-f the I'earl Islands and tie gold mines of
Veraguas.

EDUCATION Hi PANAMA.
Itis agreeable to see that the Panaman gov

ernment is promptly fulfilling the benevolent
promises which it made soon afrer coming into
existence. Thus, it was said last winter that
steps would he taken to establish ;i national
institution of higher education. Now it is an-
nounced that such an institution, founded ami
maintained by tho government. i« open and
ready for work. This "College and University
of Panama" Is situated in the city of Panama.
Its courses of instruction comprise preparatory,
collegiate :ind post-graduate or professional. It
will wisely pay especial attention to the teach
Ing of English, in recognition of the unrivalled
importance of that language throughout the
world.

Insurance companies which are actually con-
cerned only to serve their pollcyholders have
not, like the railroads, complicated business
interests in rivalry with popular Interests or
prejudices. A strike bill against them cannot
so easily hide its character. A company with
no skeletons In its closet would be almost
invulnerable to such attack. But when Uio
business becomes speculative, when syndicates
share the profits of Insurance fund Investments,
when books are doctored by "wash" sales, when
one illegitimate payment has br-^n made in
fear, then the lobbyist and th«» blackmailer are
masters. Suppose the Stock Exchange had fol-

lowed the example of the insurance companies
last winter when the stock tax was threatened.
Doubtless some brokers thought it a strike, ff
they had put up money to defeat it, whether
they won or lost their millions would have
been at the lobby's command thereafter. As it
was, the bill went through, vet Exchange Beats
are at high water mark, business h;i.s not suf
fered, and the Exchange is In a bftt'-r position

than ever before to ili;lit legislation which
really is of a blackmailing character.

So It might have been with insurance. So It
may be even now. The exposures so far made
have taught the public to be surprised at nr>
revelation of abuses. It is a time for confes-
sion and reform. The companies now iiav an
opportunity to clean house, reorganize their
business on a basis which is beyond criticism,
put themselves in a position to expose any at
Tempt at blackmailing, and lay their transac-
tions before the public in full confidence that
tho character of a strike bill will be evident,
Then they can defy the blackmailers, nnd The
sums now devoted to the mysterious uses of rhr.
legislative agents « an be sav*-d for the widow
and the orphan.

DEFFXCE AGAIXST BLACKMAIL.
Itis probably true, as Mr. McCall said to the

Armstrong committee, that three-fourths of the
bills relating to insurance introduced into state
legislatures are instruments of blackmail. The
enormous sums intrusted to Mr. Hamilton and
others by the insurance companies to defeat
injurious legislation may have been considered
by the managers a necessary expenditure.
Doubtless they did not want to bribe law-
makers to treat them fairly. They would have
preferred to be let alone. They were not to
blame, they might say. ifthe people elected cor-
rupt lawmakers; they had vast interests in
trust, and Iftho people were incapable of secur-
ing honest government for the insurance com-
panies to deal with, then the Insurance compa-
nies must perforce face actual conditions and
protect themselves as best they could
It is a plausible argument, and we are not

disposed to call the person an abandoned
wretch who makes it. Probably some men of
excellent intentions honestly believe that they
are doing their duty in following such a pro-
gramme.. Indeed, if in a moment of weakness
they have embarked upon It, it may appear al-
most impossible to stop. They are in the hands
of the blackmailers, and every strike billbought
off is axi invitation for a new extortion under
penalty of exposure. If the first misstep had
never been made, however, the Insurance com-
panies could have safely defied strike bills.
Their business is one which, if properly con-
ducted, has little to fear from lawmakers. Of
course, if they wish license for speculative in-
vestment and for activities not clearly inci-
dent to conservative insurance, they are sub-
ject to attack. But a company with a clean
record need have no fear. A bill interfering
with sound business would only need to be
openly denounced and explained, and it would
almost surely fail. If by chance it went
through and proved harmful it would be
quickly repealed at the demand of the policy-

holders.
