In the first
place, It {8 a matter of vital importance to these
fllustrious risks.” on personal as well as dynastic
grounds, that their own countrymen should have
no definite data as to the exact condition of their
health and physique. And then, too, the experience
of the past has taught most of the members of
the reigning houses of Europe the wisdum of in-
wvesting their y abroad, than at home.
where it is liable to confiscation in the event of
any GQynastic change or upset. And insurance,
after all, is nothing more or less than an invest-
ment of money put by for g rainy day.

The late King of Hanover had the major portion
of his colossal private fortune sequestered bY
Prussia after the latter's annexation of his king-
dom at the close of the war of 1868, and It was not
until a few years ago that his son, the present
Duke of Cumberiand, was placed once more in
possession thereof by Emperor Wiillam.

The late ex-King of Naples and his widow,
Queen Marie, who survives him, were deprived of
their private fortune after the overthrow of their
throne and the fall of the fortress of Gaeta. in the
defence of which Queen Marie won such lasting
fame as its heroine, and they were reduced to
such want that, until the death of the Queen's
mother, Duchess Ludovica of Bavaria, they were
obliged to have frequent recourse to Attenborough.
the leading pawnbroker in London, who time and
again assumed an avuncular charge of their plate
and of the Queen's jewels. In recent years the
Queen's resources have been considerably in-
creased through the Intervention of the Kalser,
who induced the Itallan government to fulfil its
pecuniary obligations to the ex-Queen not only
with, regard to the present and to the future, but
also to the nast, under the terms of the treaty
negotiated some tix and forty years ago between
Bavaria and the kingdom of Naples for her mar-
riage to the then Crown Prince of Naples. and by
which the .ieapclitan government bovrnd f{tself to
pay large annuities to the royal brids, as Crown

%

. Princess, as Queen and as widow of the King.

When the kingdom of Italy took possession of the
kingdom of Naples it ipso facto assumed the lat-
ter's pecuniary and treaty obligations, and that is
how it happens that the ex-Queen of Naples now
receives a civil list from the Italian treasury.
Wearly the whole of the wealth of King Louis
Philippe and of the house of Orleans—at any rate.
that part of their fortune which had remained in
France after the revolution of 1843—wsas confis-
cated by his government immediately after Na-
poleon ITI became emperor, Lady Burdett-Coutts
saving the palace and domain of Chantilly from
this fate by effecting a timely purchase thereof
from its owner, the Duc 4’Aumale. who after the
fall of the Napoleonic empire, bought it back from
her for the same price which she had pald for it.

Many other analogous cases could be given, but
these will serve to explain why the late Alexander
1II of Russ!a, as well as his father, Alexander II.
kept such immense sums in cash and bonds at the
Bank of England. and why Queen Ieabella of Spain,
2 very wealthy woman, has the greater part of her
private fortune invested in England, as was shown
conclusively during the course of the war between
America and Spain, when one of her agents, who
had been in London In connection with her In-
terests there, was robbed of his confidential papers
on his way back to Madrid by an agent of the
Carliste, who afterward proceeded .to make public
the information contained therein, for the purpose
of injuring her in the eves of the people of the land
of her adoption.

SBome time ago lawsulte in the State of New-Jer-
sey brought to light in court the names of the for-
elgn stockholders of an American Industrial con-
cern, showing that large blocks of the stock were
held by foreign rovalties and foreign statesmen.
Also T recall printing in these letters a list of the
holdings of the Czar and of other European rulers
in American ralilroads.

WHY THEY MUST INVEST ABROAD.

Thers is still another reason why these anointed
of the Lord prefer to invest their money abroad
rather than at home. It they have the mis-
fortune to embark any part of their fortune In
domestic enterprises, they at once expose them-
selves to scurrilous charges by malcontents and
anti-dynasts of subordinating the policy and the
interests of the nation to those of the concerns
in which they happen to be stockholders. Emperor
Willlam, who is very patriotic in his investments,
and in & somewhat lesser degree, his uncle, King
Edwzard, have been the object of no end of totally
unjustified sbuse precisely In this connection.
When a year or so back Emperor Willlam de-
tached one of the officers of his household to as-
sume & seat on the directorate of the Hamburg-
American Line, for the purpose of representing his
personal Interests In the company, he was de-
nounced with so much vigor that one would almost
have thought that he had committed some terribis
ecrime against his country In investing his spare
cash in Its commercial enterprises, and the re-
sult is that to-day, whenever the German govern-
ment takes action abroad for the protection and
furtherance of German interests in foreign coun-
tries, the guestion is Invariably raised, most ma-
liciously, whether or not the Emperor is financially
concerned in the matter, and whether any part of
his private fortune is at steke.

This explanation may be somewhat lengthy, but
it is necessary to give it in order to show just
what are the causes which almost compel foreign
sovereigne and royal personages to invest their
money abrosd, rether than at home.

With regard to their American insurances, these
are naturally effected with a good deal of secrecy,
for fear of Inviting the wrath of the native in-
surance concerns. On the other hand, if the sov-
ereign were to take out policles in any one or
several of the domestic insurance associations all
their pative :'‘vals would raise an outcry. So great
s the caution which the eccupants of thrones have
to observe that they are prevented from showing
any kind of favor whatsoever to the American com-
panles which may happen to have accepted them
as risks, as some of the biggest of the American
{nsurance companies now under investigation have
found to their disappointed amazement and to

A SOUTHERN EDITOR HERE.

Major Davis, of “The New-Orleans Pic-
ayune,” on a Vacation Tour.

Major Thomas Edward Davis, who has been
identified with “The New-Orleans Picayune” since
1879, and who has been the editor of the paper for
the last seventeen years, arrived in the city a few
days ago, and Is staying at the Hotel Victoria. He
is accompanied bv Mrs. Davis, who is best known
in literature as Mary Evelyn Moore. Their home
in Royal-st., New-Orleans, has at all times in over
twenty years been thrown open to literary folks
from the North visiting New-Orleans. Before re-
turning South they will visit Boston. Major Davis
said yesterday that he was simply indulging in a
little vacation trip and was in New-York for the
first time since 1873. The fact that “The Picayune”
was the only paper published in English in New-
Orleans that survived the Civil War is a matter
of pride with its editor, who recalled the other in-
teresting fact in its history—that 1t was founded
by the joint energies of a clever New-Englander
(a New-Hampshire man) and a North Carolinian
of business capacity. “Not everybody knows,™
said Major Dayvis, “that '‘The Picayune' derived
its name from the Spanish coin bearing that desig-
nation, which had a vaiue 6% cents. That
was the price of the paper from the date of its
founding in 1337 for more than a2 dozen Yyears.
The picayune was demonetized, and the nickel of
the present dav became the small coin of our cur-
rency and the price of the paper. I had occasion
to review this phase of ‘Picayune’ history when
Bryan became a candidate for the Presidency and
the champion of rotten currency. [ insisted that
the Democratic farts always stood for sound
money. but that is now an old story, for no one
now believes in any other kind.”

Concerning the yellow fever situation, Major

vis sald: “Compared with the epidemic of 1878,
that of the present year has not been a deeply
serious matter. On the day I left New-Orleans
there were three deaths from fever, while on the
corrsponding day in 1878 there were sixty-three,
which was about the average dally mortality for
September that year. The maximum number of
deaths for any day in September this year was
thirteen, nst a death roll of ninety-three for a
single dﬂ{x n September, 1878."

Upon the fruits of the legislative insurance in- |
vestigation Major Davis said: “‘Our people were
eurprised and shocked by the revelations of ex-
travagance and reckless handling of the funds in-
trusted to the three big companles. That contri-
butions had been made for campaign purposes was
not, however, fairly to be considered news, as the
disclesures along that line had been discounted by’
the popular belief. Of course, I do not favor fed-
eral supervision, but, with the fund of information
now aveailable, the State legisiatures should be able
to pass some remedial laws.”
