Girl Gardeners Happy Over Result of Appeal

in The Tribune.
The girls of Public School No. 85 gave a. little

cake and candy sale last week, to raise money
to defray the expenses of their beloved garden.

A garden, they have found, to their sorrow, la
an expensive luxury, always calling- out for seeds
and bulbs and fertilizers and a man to do
thing's that girl surder.ers can't. So lest spring
they conceived the idea of givinga cake sale, which
was so successful that the sum of 520. enough to

keep the garden going during the. summer, was
raised. At th« recent sale the proceeds were $13,

which will ': •\u25a0 sufficient to purchase a number of
bulbs, supply needed fertilizers and pay for the
covering up of things for the winter.

This garden is the one which was reported a
few weeks ago to be suffering for hoptoads, and,
as the result of an appeal published In The Trib-
une, twenty-four hoptoads ar.i one tr^etoad are
now disporting thems'dves therein. Most of the
hoptoads arrived in one box. and great was the ex-
citement at No. 96 when it was opened.

"There were baby hoptoads and mother hop-
tcads. and the babi«s were perched on the backs
of their mothers, with their little front legs
clasped tightly roun.l the bodies of their mothers
Just behind the front legs. They couldn't clasp
their mothers' necks, because toads haven't any
necks, but Just behind the front lees the body is
narrow enough for the babies' legs to encircle.
We put the toads In the garden just as we received
them, and th« mothers hopped off with the little
ones on their backs." .

Another result of th" appeal was a plir> of Ivy
from Washington's Headquarters, in Newburg.

The original vine grows on the east side of the
headquarters building, near Martha Washington's
morning room and the general council chamber
used by the Father of His Country. The vine was
