Washington Dispute About Roman

Numerals caches New-York.
It was written In the stars that October j-hould

be a month of trouble Gustavo Meyer. in* Ilobo-
ken astrologer, foretold it. October 4 and 8 would
be the worst days, he said. He did not know
whether the trouble would take the form of a bomb,
a big wind or a ton of coal Yesterday was the
Bth, and a blook of granite did It. [1 was down in
Washington, ai d it had an inscription on it.
"MDCCCCV," and the question is whether that is
the way the old Romans would have written IMB,
or should it be "MCMV"?

The burning problem struck New-York yesterday.
An Inquisitive Wash!ngtonia;i went up to tho new
office building of the House of Representatives a
while ago, and saw that Carrere & Hastings, the
architects, had used the longer way of writing the
date. He Immediately called for an investigation
by Congress. Why was r.nt the date written
"MCMV,"he a3ked, or. better yet. "'1905"? Did not
the architects know that the Romans always used
the subtractive method? What did those New-
York fellows mean, anyway, by coming over to
Washington and trying to tell how to inscribe a
date? How about IV,IX.XIX,XI.. XC!

In the face of this, CarreTe & Hastings could orly
fail back on Yale, Harvard. Columbia rind the
French Institute. Mr. CarreTe said that when the
question arose in regard to the Xew-York Public
Library, it was referred to Columbia University,
and Columbia decided in favor of the longer form.
The date on the Public Library is written
Mix1. •'\u25a0• ir. But still Washington talked and
talked, and yesterday, the insurance investigation
and the Republican mayoralty nomination being
temporarily off duty, New-York had a shy at this
stirring problem.

Miss Eloise Bre<»s». daughter of the lat« Lawrence
WiUiam Breese. of New-York. whose mother, a
Miss Parsons of Columbus. Ohio, is now the wife
Of Henry Vincent Higgins. of England, is likelyto
constitute a notable :«idltlon to the number of
American born duchesses of Great Britain. For <-h»
is enraged to Lord Wiiloughby of Eresby. and the
latter** father, the enormously -wealthy Earl of
Ancaster. is likelyshortly to have th« ancient duke-
dom of Ancaster, held by his maternal ancestors,
