Another anecdote commemorates an

The St. Petersburg of those days could boast of
an amateur string- quartet party which had not its
equal in any other capital. The 'cellist »a? Count
W'ielhorskt, the owner of a line mansion with a
concert room, who asked me to be his guest. He
introduced me to a tall aristocrat, who questioned
me on my knowledge and preferences in the do-
main of chamber music. When Ireplied that my
taste was. of course, only in a state of develop-
ment, but that my present ideal was Beethoven's
quartet No. 13 in B flat, dedicated to Prince Galit-
zin. my interlocutor drew himself up ar.<i proudly
exclaimed. "Monsieur, e'est moi!" His infantine
name, he said, had been prefixed to the said mas-
terpiece as a compliment to his father, with whom
Beethoven was on intimate t^rmF. The prince pro-
ceeded to present me to the first violin. General
lyvoff (the author of the Russian national hymn
and director cX tie Imperial Chapel, rated by
BabumanTi not as a mere amateur, but as a high
class virtuoso); also to on* M. I,enz. who, he said.
had published a book called "Beethoven f-t ses trois
Styles," which every m^loman* ought to study.
This gentleman's enthusiastic, yet accurately ana-
lytical, talk delighted me. and when he said, more
than once, in "nforring his arguments. "Achetez
mon Uvre." Idecided to follow bis injunction. I
wish the book stood on my reduced shelves now, by
the side of Stendhal's notable monograph on Ros-
sini.

Books made up of essays previously scattered
In periodicals or printed as introductions to
editions of old masters rarely have the excuse
for existing which Mr. W. P. Ker can claim for

[his "Essays on Mediaeval Literature" (the Mac-
nail'.an Company). He knows his subject, and f<>r
ellhis abundant learning he knows how to write
;about itinnatural human fashion. The little vol-
jnme before us is concern --vi with themes in them-

| 'selves alluring. He speaks of Dante and Chau-c er, of Boccaccio and Froissart, and whatever
his subject he is almost as entertaining as he is
'instructive. The chapter on the similies of
'Dante contains some delightfulfruits of research
ilnto the question of their relation to classical
'and early European literature. We wish we
'could quote at length from the paper on Boc-
caccio. Mr.Ker goes to the root of the matter.

[especially Inhis exposition of the triumph of in-
stinct over mere scholarship in th* great Italian.

"The talent of Boccaccio.

he says, "for finding
,©ut new kinds of literature and making the most
.of them, is like the instinct of a man of business
•tor profitable openings. The works of Boccaccio,
'other than the "Decameron." are full of all kinds
•of faults, from pompous rhetoric to The opposite
extreme of mere flatness and negligence; but
jlxothing impairs his skill in discovering the lines
;oh which he is going to proceed, the ease and
security with which h» takes up his point of

;vlew
t decides on his method and s^ts to work.

Th- execution may be scamped, may b» trivial
|In one place and emphatic in another, without
pood reason, but it seldom does much to spoil
the good effect of the first design." It Is a good
saying of Mr.Ker's. appropos of Boccaccio's dis-
coveries and inventions in literary form and his
neglect of theory- that "he has no criticism in
him, but he does more than the work of criticism
by the examples he, sets." The author Is equally
readable on Chaucer and Gower. and we appre-
ciate his note at the back of the book on the
late Gaston Paris, but the major performance in
this collection of essays Is the long study of
Frolssart. which he originally published as an
Introduction to the edition of the "Chronicles™
In the Tudor Translations This is a solid, out-
standing piece of work, scholarly and not with-
out some fervor. We commend it to all those
readers who care for sound and inspiriting guid-

ance In the study of one of th" great things in
literature.
