An Interview with E. B. Proudfit
Manager of The Aeolian Company's Orchesrrclle Department

(Continued from Tuoday)

"The class of people who buy

the Orchcsrrelle," continued Mr.
Proudfit, "affords an interesting
study of human nature, as well as

of art-conditions in this country.

We realized from the start that the

Orchestrelle would not appeal to

every one, as, forexample, the piano
does'. It appeals to those who look
for something higher in music than

the mere titiliation of the ear. I
can't conceive any one being very

profoundly moved by the Orches-

trellc whose musical tastes are com-

pletelv satisfied by the tum-te-tum

school at music, or whose greatest

musical aspiration is to be able to

perform on such an instrument as

the banjo, for example."

"You then look to the profes-
sional musician, or the person who
has made something of a study of
music, for appreciation ot the Or-

chestrelle ?

««I didn't say that —on the con-
trary, the Orchestrelle confers its

greatest boon upon the person whose

musical education has been ne-

glected, so to speak, but, ncverthe-
less, has an ardent desire to know
something of the world's great ma 3-

terpieces. We have found that our

like to take even their pleasures a

little thoughtfully. They find it a
fascinating°study to sit down at the
Orchestrclle and see how much

A .avcra-
b!e movement in Wdl Street does
not give him more pleasure. He

feels that while he is entertaining

himseir and his friend*, he ss learn-
ing something that is north while,
and he is right. The modern man

of affairs is impatient under the
bonds ofpleasure that nave :,o greater
significance than time wasted.

Home Orchestra' —as we call it.
What the orchestras of Theodore
Thomas and Anton Seicl used to

present on a grand scale, the Or-
chestreile reproduces in miniature.
Itis not an instrument for large halls,"
but is voiced for the music-room of
a private dwelling—

the apartment
of limited size. It is wholly
out the thunderous diapasons of the
great pipe-organ, and occupies but
little more space than a piano."

Fellow Citizens: It is related of Rufns f'hoate
that on one occasion he went to the opera with his
daughter, and as he passed into the building he
paid to her: "Now, my dear, you must interpret to
me the libretto, lest Idilate with the wrong emo-
tion." 1 fancy that many of our follow citizens
feel somewhat in that way as to the present cam-
paign.

The misfortune is that so many different fights
are X"i"X""

at once. An electorate can seldom pass
upon more than one subject at a time. .My purpose
to-night is to try to show why the city ticket
nominated by the Republicans and headed by Mr.
ivins ou«ht to receive the vote not only of every
Republican, but also of every citizen who is not
satisfied that the Tammany type, of government
should be placidly accepted by New-York as the
h< i^ht of Its civic attainment.

It appears that no fr.uu-mse. other
than the franchise to be a corporation, has been
granted to the Consolidated Gas Company, and it

would seem that several of the grants to the con-
stituent companies have expired, or will soon ex-
pire."

MANY FRANCHISES EXPIRED.
i As an illustration of this (ho committee cites the

fact thai ilu- grant to the New-York Gas Ught
Company expired years ago, having been granted
in IKS tor thirty year-; also tiiat of the Manhattan
Company, which way granted In 1848 for twenty
years, as well as that of the Metropolitan ( om-
pany. which was granted In 1858 For thirty years:
Now 1 may say. that IfIam elected Mayor. Iwill
Insist, with the aid of the courts and the formali-
ties of justice, without evasion, subterfuge or delay.
In remedying the great wrong of permitting these
companies to operate under franchises that have

expired by their very terms.
The case of the Marl,m (!as Light Company la

different, for Its charter, granted in r.I.S.V>, contains
no limitation of iinn-. but here the case is not dif-
ficult to an administration guided by honest pur-
pose and determined to secure the city in its rights,
for at that time the City reserved the rlgnt:
'•to purchase nt any time from said company all
materials, pipes, fixtures, buildings and all and
singular the real and personal property owned by

said company, by paying to the «aid company tne
cost of tho same and I'1 per cent over the cost.

Now the rights Of this company are very easily

determinant. The committee reports to the legM-
'

••it Is the duty of the municipal officers to take
proper steps to prevent an unauthorized encroach-
ment, and the matter Is now under consideration
of the- Corporation Counsel. Sufficient facts appear,
however, to make it doubtful whether the Consoli-
dated Cap Company lias any rights in the streets
of considerable value."

What we should all be pleased to learn from
Mayor McOleilan Is precisely why nothing h:if< been
heard from the Corporation Counsel, and why he
himself has done nothing, his attention having been
culled BO emphatic*, ly to all these points as to con-
stitute a glaring case of a deliberate omission of
duty on hip part. He has done nothing in the past,

MONOPOLY LAWS BROKEN.
The laws nt this State are even more stringent

than those of the United States with regard to

combinations in restraint of trade. The decision
of the Supreme Court of the United States in th"

Northern Securities case is so familiar to you as
not to require discussion at my hands at this time,

even iftime permitted. The principle of th- decision
was that an organisation for th« sole purpose o!

acquiring the ownership of competing raUroaas,

aad thus putting an end to their competition by

regulation Of rates, was in violation of the law.
Row It was for precisely such a purpose that

the Consolidated Gas Light Company was or-
Sjanised. and the worst feature of It is that lie
purpose of the Consolidated Gas Light Company

«*s designedly to evade the very clear provisions

of the charters of the corporations which were
consolidated or acquired. The full measure or
the wrongdoing can only be realized by reference
in detail to the provisions of some of the char-

ters. The original grants to these companies were
made upon the condition that there should neve.
be any consolidation or transfer of t&e Jrancinsex
But nevertheless, through th- intermediation or
the Consolidated Gas Light Company these abso-
lute provisions of the original charters have been
completely defeated. Take the charter of the
Mutual company to begin with. Article 6 rtf the
act of incorporation says "In case th., directors
of said corporation: hereby created shall consoli-
date with or transfer the ffancH*s hereby grant-

ed to any of the gas ConpAPiea ot the UtJ of

New-York, the directors so voting for such con
soUdatio.-j or transfer shai: be deemed guilty of
•. misdeirearor." This provision has been com-
plei<-;7 dis.egard*!. although by no means legally
evadei thro-Ji-'- the operations of the. Consolidated
Gas Company. The" point is this: 1 hat the latter
company has* deliberately set itself up as the me-
dium for the disregard and nullification of the
provisions of the law of l$S6. ,
In the same way. the charter of the Standard

Gas Light Company provides that "said company
shall i.ot consolidate or in any way unite with any
other gas company in said city, or in any way pool
Its earnings ir receipts with any oilier company or
organization organized for the distribution or tl c
sale of illuminatinggas." and this company is con-
trolled by the Consolidated Gas Company, which
owns nine-tenths of its stock, in etter disregard of
the provisions of the charter, and In such manner
as to create 1 pool infinitely worse than was
dreamed of by the lawmakers at the time of the
enact meniof the law. in 1886.

Again, 'ion ie of the ordinance of December
23, 1876. provides that "the Equitable Gas Light
Company, Its successor or successors, shall not
make or enter into or with any other company or
companies, etc.. and in the event of their so
doing this agreement shall ipso facto become null
and void

" Nevertheless, this company fell into the
consolidation Of what is known as the New-Am-
sterdam company, together with the old New-Am-
sterdam company and the New-York and East
River company. In flagrant violation of the law.
and the New-Amsterdam company, in turn, is now
controlled by the Consolidated company. New-
York City is thus, in cynical defiance of law, in
the l--:j.of what is in reality the cruellest and prob-
ably the most Irresponsible monopoly in America,
save only the Standard Oil Company.

IPf-rk definite ends, and 1have tried to make them
clear to you.
