Paris, Oct. 21.—Good fellowshipbetween France
and England this week is at high water mark. Dr.
Paul Brousse. president of the Municipal Council,
whose functions Justify the picturesque attribu-
tion to him of the title of Lord Mayor of Paris,
and his colleagues write home expressing enthu-
siastic satisfaction with their reception in Lon-
don. Dr. Brousse declares that the present entente
municlpale between Paris and London brings
the two peoples into closer friendship than he
erer thought possible. He finds that his pre-
vious ideas of En&lshmen are radically changed,
and says the inhabitants of London are just as
warm hearted and as expansive as the Parisians.
Andre LeFevre, an influential municipal coun-
cillor, writes home stating that his present visit
oontrasts strangely with tne one he made six

heroes is not timely since the use of cremation
has suggested great economy of space In future

burials. Moreover, there is no Immediate risk
of overcrowding the space beneath the floor,

since there is hardly anybody in art, letters or

politics of equal pre-eminence with Sir Henry

Xrvlno- In bio <rw-n profession wlUi as v «.::\u25a0: a

claim for honors of sepulture, yet the proposal

is renewed with precipitate haste for the erec-

tion of a new chapel with enlarged accommo-
dations for the burial of greatness and th» cele-
bration of its virtues by statuary and wall
brasses. "The Times" even suggests the re-

moval of the Westminster school into the coun-
try and the construction of a national hall of
heroes on the site, but this will not be wel-
comed by the dean and the chapter, who have
a costly plan of their own for the enlargement

of the Abbey. The present condition of Eng-

lish cathedrals does not warrant expenditures

so rash as these. Money is needed for a new

series of works tor the preservation of Peter-

borough Cathedral, where the evidences of

mediaeval jerry building on a large scale have

been disclosed. Winchester has also been

found Ina worse condition than first supposed,

and the coat of putting it in proper condition

will be £20.000, not £5.000.

The Nelson Monument was never before so
artistically decorated, and tributes have come
fromevery quarter of the empire, and the con-
certß In Albert Hall, the memorial service at
Ft. Paul's and other demonstrations planned by
the Navy League have not lacked popular sup-
port and unwonted heartlnes. Yet, vast as have
been the crowds in honor of Nelson's victory
and loud as was the blare of trumpets under
the Corinthian column, nothing has been done
to excite French susceptibilities. Indeed, the

heartiest cheers heard on Trafalgar Day fol-
lowed the hoisting of the Union Jack and the
French trl-color and the playing of the "Marseil-
laise." "Whatever may be the summary of the
impressions of the French visitors, there must
be the unanimous conviction that London is as
po'ite as Paris, since Trafalgar has not been
f.aunted in their faces, but cordially converted
into a new bond of amity, as though Vllleneuve
and Nelson were allies, not enemies.

PAGEANT IN HONOR OF IRVINO.
Sir Henry Irving's funeral has been an equal-

ly vivid proof with the Nelson celebration of
the triumph of unique personality over death.
The passage of the actor's ashes through the
streets after nightfall excited almost reverent
homage from throngs of working people, and
the service at the abbey was like the burial
of a monarch who was beloved by bis subjects.

The assemblage within the abbey was larger

and more representative than at the Gladstone
funeral, and the service ordered with even more
dljmltyand simplicity. No pageant at the old
Lyceum was ever staced so splendidly as this
burial service and more glorious music has
never been heard in the abbey save at corona-
tions and juoilees. Never was the vast con-

course of spectators more profoundly affected
than when Sir Henry Irving's ashes were taken
to their own place beside Garrick's, in the
Poets' Corner, yet bo complete and satisfactory

was the ending of his great career that not one

among the host of mourning friends could have
wished to call him back. The appearance of Sir
Henry Irving's wife, with his sons and grand-
children, behind the bier was the only surprise

at the stately function. Few among the epecta-

tators had ever seen her, but every one knew
instinctively who the tail, sharp featured lady,
with gray hair, must be. There has never been

a larger gathering of actors, painters and men

of letters than was witnessed at the abbey.

In this respect the best tradition of Qarrick**
burial was honored.

TRAFALGAR CENTENARY.

Excuse by Russian Authorities for
Interference withStudent Meetings.

St. Petersburg Oct. 21.—0n account of con-

tinued meetings at universities, with steadily

increasing attendance, especially of workmen

and other non-students, which are not only

devoted to the anti-government propaganda, but

also plaoe those present in grave danger incase

of fire or panic. Emperor Nicholas summoned

a special conference of the Ministers to discuss

the right of assembly, with special reference to

university meetings. The conference declared

that the promulgation of a new statute imme-

diately governing the right of assembly was

imperative^ necessary, and recommended the

putting of halls outside the universities at the

disposition of the students for meetings, and

the closure of the universities unless public

meetings within their precincts are discontin-

ued.
The last meeting at the St. Petersburg Uni-

versity was attended by thirteen thousand per-

sons of whom only a small portion were stu-

dents completely fillingall the available rooms

and blocking the aisles and corridors. The

university council Issued a statement declaring

that it cannot be responsible for the conse-

quences of such meetings, pointing out that the

Inadequacy of exits would cause a frightful

catastrophe in case of fire or a panic, which

could easily be started in case of police inter-

ference or even a rumor of such interference.
The socialistic workmen have resolved to con-

tinue their tactics of political obstruction, and
declare from time to time strikes of two or three
days. Under the law they cannot be dismissed,

and therefore the employes of the big Obukoff
steel works and th« workmen of several other
factories who did not strike early in the week
have begun such a strike and have issued mani-
festos demanding the right of assembly, uni-
versal suffrage In the elections to the National
Assembly and freedom of the press.

FEARFCL OF PANIC.

Nelson's old flagship, the Victory, still, lying

inPortsmouth Harbor, was decked from stem to

stern with bunting, and thousands of electric
lights were strung everywhere for the night

illumination of the old battleship. It was pro-
posed to illuminate the Nelson Monument, In
Trafalgar Square here, but fearing a tremen-
dous crush of people, with accompanying acci-
dents, the authorities forbade it.

In London the day's celebration began with
the hoisting of national Hags on the Nelson

Column. Immense crowds assembled, and when
Nelson's famous signal, 'England expects this
day that every man shall do his duty," was un-
furled a mighty cheer went up. The day was
cold and threatening, but this did not deter the
people from coming out to take part in the
nation's holiday. Trafalgar Square, which was
elaborately decorated, was naturally the centre

to which all converged, and much interest was
manifested in the thousands of wreaths from

the colonies, provinces and various cities of the
empire, which were piled in Immense masses at

the base of the Nelson Column. Among the
Iloral tributes occupying the more prominent
positions was a wreath inscribed:

•To the memory of the gallant dead of France
and Spain who lost their lives In the great con-
flict."

The column itself was covered with laurel
streamers stretching from Uie top of the statue

to the base. .
The boys of the Naval Brigade arrived from

Portsmouth in the morning, and after saluting

the column by presenting arms placed on It a
wreath from Admiral Togo.

Largely attended services were held simul-
taneously In St. Paul's Cathedral, where Nelson
is buried, and In other churches.

The Navy League took charge of the celebra-
tions In the afternoon, and besides the services
at Trafalgar Square similar ceremonies were
held simultaneously under the league's pusplc-s
throughout the country, consisting of special
prayers and the singing of Kipling's "Reces-
sional" and the national anthem. InTrafalgar
Square the national anthem was played by

massed bands, while the crowds which filled
every corner of the big space joined In the sing-
