Mayor Assents to Public Morality Ordinance
Against Suggestive Posters.

Mayor McClellan has approved the "publlo

morality" ordinance fathered In the Board of
Aldermen by "Ldttle Tim" Sullivan. The ordinance
seeks to regulate bill posting and other advertis-
ing of a suggestl\-e character. It says:

No person shall post, etc.. any placard, post«r,
bill or picture of any phow, exhibition theatrical
or other performance In or on any building or
upon any public place in the city of New- York
which shall be of lewd indecent. Immoral, im-
modest, vulgar or suggestive character, calculated
to debauch tho public or shock the sense of de-

cency or propriety.

Tho penalty for violation of the ordinance is

fixed at "not less than $10 nor more than $» fine.

or by imprisonment in the City Prison, or both,

such imprisonment not to exceed ten days. 1

WOMAN ATTACKS TAMMANY"GRAFT.''

Later Declares Municipal Ownership
Means Higher Taxes.

Mayor McClellan spoke last evening1 at the Car-
melite School fair, at No. 320 East 29th-at.; tho fair
of St. Rose of Lima, 165th-st. and Amsterdam-ave.,

and at the Manhattan Casino, 137th-st. and 7th-ave.
At the fairs the Mayor's talk was free from politi-
cal reference. An admission fee was charged and
the attendance, perhaps for That reason, was small.

At the Manhattan Casino Mr. McClellan said in
part:

At the present rate of taxation, and the limits ofthe law, there is only so much money to spend. We
have apportioned this money during my administra-
tion to the most necessary and useful improve-
ments—for the absolute necessities as we under-
Btood them.

No one willgive you more or can give you more
for the same amount of money. Any pledge orproposition to do so is a fiilse promise and is abso-lute demagoguery.

Municipal ownership cannot produce somethingfor nothing. You cannot get power without heat.
Ifyou want steazn you must burn coal; if you burn
coal you must pay for It m this world of ours.
Itfollows from this that ifyou want more of any-
thing you must raise and pay more money to get it.
More money in this metropolis, as in every city
government, means a higher tax rate. A hfgher
tax rate means that you must pay more rent. If
you get more from the city government than you
get to-day, you will pay more rent.
It seems to me that the rent limit has about been

reached. We cannot go further without danger.
The necessities of life are already too high. Mustwe pay more for bread or for meat or for coal?
It's all very well to say that these necessities are

controlled by trusts and that trusts should be de-
stroyed. /This is not a time for the exploitation
of academic Questions or of theories. Wo are in
the hard grind of practical questions. If the city
expends any money the tax rat<; goes ud. If the
tax rate goes up rents rise, and all th-T dealers in
the necessities of life and all the men ip. the mar-
kets must raise their prices to meet the emergency

The speaker spoke from, a truck in front of the
Whits Star Line pier to an audlenca of more than
five hundred men.
Mr. Hearst was introduced by a boss stevedore

named Kelly.
Part of Mr.Hearst's speech follows:
My friends, for myself, Ihave tried to help you

faithfully in Congress. Iha\'e introduced a bill
which will give the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion power to prevent those railroad discrimina-
tions which are exercised against the trade and
commerce of this city. My friends, the bill that I
Introduced, Iintroduced one year before the ad-
ministration bill was introduced, and the adminis-
tration bill takes almost every clause and every
word of my bill.

But a man as Mayor could do much more for
you than a3 Congressman. In tho minority party
In Congress all you can do Is work and worn for
the bills which you think are right and then, when
vou convince the majority that those bills are
right, the-y take them away from you—but Ido not
care who gets the credit as long as the people get
the benefit.
Iam in favor of the plan of the people to attract

trade and commerce to this city, and aa Mayor I
will do everything In my power to attract trade
and commerce to this city to benefit the men who
are dependent on that trade and commerce: and,
as Ihave said, my friends that Is you, ItIs1, it is
all of us.

In conclusion, Iwant to say also that my atti-
tude as Mayor willnot be a defiant one; Iwill not
eay that 1 do not care for clamor from without or
within the party, that It will not make me follow
a different course. Iregard clamor as the voice
of the people. Iwant to hear the people's voice, I
want to do what the people want.
Ido not want to do what Murphy wants, or what

McCarren wants, or what Sergeant Cram wants, or
what Ryan wants, or what any of those public
plunderers want. Iwant to do what you want,

and ifIam elected Iwilltry to do what you want

to the best of my abi'lty.

When he finished his address he Jumped to the
ground and started to make his way to his car-
riage, which had drawn up In llth-st. His feet
had hardly touched the ground when he was sur-
rounded by the workingmen, who slapped him on
the back, elbowed one another to shake hands
with him, and who cheered his slow progress to

his carriage.
