Gocs to Panama City to See Presi¬
dent Amador.Plans for Return.
Colon, Nov. 2..The United States crulser

Columbia, from Norfolk, Va., October 28, wlth
Secretary Taft and hls party on board, arrived
here thls morning. The public buildings, the
offices of the Panama Railroad and other estab-
lishments were fiying- flags in honor of the
double event, the second anniversary of the
establishment of the republic of Panama, and
the arrival of Secretary Taft.

Secretary Taft landed at 9:30 a. m. and re¬

ceived a salute of seventeen guns from two
automatic pieces mounted on a railroad car

facing the Panama Railroad buildings, brought
here from Panama for the purpose.
The Secretary said he was in good health and

that all on board the Columbia were well. They
had a pleasant voyage. Shortly after landlng
the Seoretary and hle party started for Panama
by special train to pay their respeets to Presi¬
dent Amador. Secretary Taft expects to sall
from Colon on November 7, the Columbia stop-
plng at Guantanamo, Cuba, to coal, and arrlvlng
at Hampton Roads in the afternoon of Novem¬
ber 14.

ROUGH RIDER IN CELL.

Philip K. Sweet Charged with Con¬
spiracy by Fricnd's Wife.

Charged with conspiring to blacken a woman's
good name, Edward B. Schmalholtz. a butcher.
and Philip K. Sweet, a former patrolman and
Rough Rider, and once chief of detectives in
Manlla. were locked up in the Tenderloin sta¬

tion last night Their arrests followed a suit for
divorc3 brought against hls wife by Schmal¬
holtz and an aflidavit sworn to by Mrs. Schmal¬
holtz. The arrest was made on warrants issued
by Magistrate Waole, in the Tombs court, by a

detective from the District Attorney's offlce and
the Tender'oin station.
Schmalholtz has been separated from his wife

for some time. She lived with her son and
daughter at No. 206 West 83d-st. Last spring,
it is alleged, Schmalholtz desired to get a

divorce, that he might marry another woman.

About this time Schmalholtz's friend Sweet be-
carne acquainted with Mrs. Schmalholtz, it is
alleged, under the alias of Philip K. Stone, a

captain in the United States army.
After following Mrs. Schmalholtz to the

Adirondacks and later to Aibany, Sweet, it is
alleged, induced Mrs. Schmalholtz to go to a
hotel after an accident, Mrs. Schmalholtz said
that Sweet sent her two children out of tlie
room on some pretext. and a few minutes later
Schmalholtz and some friends forced their way
in. accusing her of infldelity. Her husband, sho
says, affected not to know Sweet and threat¬
ened his life vigorously.

Schmalholtz at once instituted a suit for dl-
vorce, but Mrs. Schmalholtz's counsel, suspect-
ing collusion. laid the case before the District
Attorney's offlce, and the arrest of Sweet and
her husband fol'owed.
Sweet was formerly a polireman in this city.
In 1S99 he was chief of the detective bureau

in Manila. He was accused of complicity in
smuggling Chinamen and opium into the island.
and went to Hong Kong, afterward returnlng
to the United States. He served with the Rough
Riders in the Cuban campaign, and now has a

prlvate d.teetlve agency in the St. James Build¬
ing. No. 1,133 Broadway.
