He said yesterday that he ls the son of Dr.

PJchard Coutant, of Tarrytown, who is John D.

jtockefeller's physiclar in that place. He has

been restrained from giving his evidence hereto-

fore by the fear of the resultant notoriety.
He V-S __irted five- years ago. A year ago

he became estranged from his wife and left her.

He has been living at No. 671 Xorth Broad-st..

Philadelphla- On the evening of October 27,
ihe r.ight of Mrs. Todd's death, he went for a

vaik in Fairmount Fark.
'When I came to the railroad," he explained.

"I found a bench above the cut through which
the tracks run. I sat down and lighted a cigar.
goon I heard wheels on the opposite side of the
cut. The foliage prevented me from seeing the

rarriage, but I heard its door opened and shuL

A few seconds later two men came through the
bush's and climbed down the embankment to
the tracks. They carried a heavy bundle be¬
tween them. At the time it did not occur to me
that the bundle mlght# be a human body, but
now I am convinced th'at it was."
In support of Coutant's statement is the fact

that the Philadelphia police have arrested
Patrlrk O'Hara. a cabman, whose wife had told
officers that Mrs. Todd was murdered in his
cab on the night of October 27. To assist in
procurlng further information regarding the
aileged murder, Mr. Tousey yesterday sent out
circulars offering $1,000 reward for evidence.

In Mr. Xott's abser.ee Assistant District At¬
torney M. A. Smyth examined Miss Fannie
Knight. the friand of Mrs. Todd. who accom¬

panied her from the Vcn Hoffman to Jersey City
on her way to her death. and also Miss Jennie
M. Paine., Mrs. Todd's former companion. and
Mrs. Julia Howe. Mrs. Todd's stepdaughter.
An affidavit was received from Mrs. George W.
JToe. of Brick Church. X. J.. an intlmate friend
»-t the de-au woman. She said in her sworn

statement that Mrs. Todd had told her posl-
lively of a will that she had executed in 1903. in
which she gave nothing to Ingersoll Docwood,
but gave her grandson, Milton Berolzheim. $50
a year and Mrs. Tousey the remainder of her
property, with the exceptlon of a few minor
J"<-guests.
Coroner Thomas Dugan and Detective Gal-

lagher, of Philadelphia, were in town yesterday
work._ on the Todd case. They visited Cor-
.i;er Seholer. the District Atlorney's offlce, the

¦\ on Hoffman and the office of George Gordon
Hastings, Mrs. Tousey's lawyer. They said that
they had lmportant ciews, as yet not made
public.
Mr. Hastings said that their presence signl-

lied that the evidence was focusing and that
di'flnite action wuuld be taken to-morrow.
The detectives of the railroad company have

found an engine without a cow-catcher on a
s'detrack. On the engine are blood stains,
pieces of fiesh and cloth similar to the
goods In Mrs. Todd's dress worn at the
time of her death. Th© stains are on the
lower parts of the engine, signifying that the
woman couW not have been standing when
struck.
Mrs. Tousey will sail for Ameriea Xovember

25 on the Kaiser Wiihelm der Grosse.
Coroner Scholei announced last night that he

was through with the Todd case. He accom¬
panied Coroner Dugan. of Philadelphia, to the
District Atlorney's offlce and introduced him
to Assistant District Attorney Xott and the
officiais and lawyers who have been interested
in the case since Mrs. Todd's body waa found.
t'oroner Scholer said he believed that, aa Mrs.
Todd h_d met her d-eath in Philadelphia, that
phaae of it was, thereforft. out of the Jurlsdlc-
tion of Xew-York. The Philadelphla authori-
tks. he thought. would have the responslbillty
of deciding whether Mrs. Todd was murdered or
met her death accidentally.
Philadelphia. Xov. 9..Philadelphla detectives

¦who were apprised to-day of the story told ln
Xew-Tork by Rlchard B. Coutant. to the effect
that on the night Mrs. Todd's body was found
on the railroad track he saw two men place a
heavy objeet on the tracks where Mrs. Todd's
lody iay. and that he believed the objeet to
have been the remains of the aged woman, said
to-night that they did not place much reliance
in his story. The detectives would not make
public their reasons for doubting the Informa¬
tion he gave.

MORTGAGE TAX LAW GOOD

Justice Giegerich Hand* Down De-
ciMon Affirming Constitutionality.
Justice Giegerich, In the Pupreme Court, yes-

tefday handed down a der-ision holding that
the Mortgage Tax Law iP constitutional. The
decision was rendered on an application by Mi-
chael H. Eisman for a peremptory writ of man-

damus to compel Register Ronner to record a

mortgage wlthout payment of the tax imposed
by the law.
Eisman contended that the law violates tha

constitution-of the State, inasmuch as it had
not, on its passage by the legislatur?, the as-

sent of two-thirus of the members of each
house, which is requisite for the passage of

every bill approprlatlng the public moneys or

property for localor privat.e purposes. In Sec-
tion 307 of the act lt is provlded that half of
the net amount coilee.ted in the countiea em-

braced in New-York City shall be transmitted
to the State Treasurer, and the nther half paid
to the credit of the city of New-York to r*-

duce the taxation. This section, Eisman a*-

serted. rendered the consent of two-thlrds of the
members of the Senate and Assembly neces¬

sary.
An objection that the act violates the con-

stitution in denying the equal protection of the

law to the hoiders of mortgages recorded after

July 1, 1905, is, Justice Giegerich holds. not

well taken. T'pon this point he says:

It is true that the law bears unequally. in the
sense that it applies to morigages recorded after
the date mentioned and not to those previously
recorded; but such an inequality of operation
ls more or less lncident to any tax law, and is
not the form of evil to which the constitutional
amendment referred to applies.
After citing several decisions of the Supreme

Court of the TJnlted States upholding the tax-

ing powers of the soverelgn States,

it was insolvent, I find that Mr. Kilburn acted in
gcod falth and with the intentlon of protectlng from
loss those who were concerned in the soundness
of the bank.
