TH_ ORD rONTRnVERSY.
I am perf-cUy aware thai tlicre are many peo¬

ple ln this count ry who are firmly convineed
that Mrs. l-txherbert had a son hy her third
and last marriage with George of England, and
that the boy was brought to this country and
reared by George James Ord. a naval construc-

tor. t*. hose patronymic the lad is stated to have
assumed br his son. Ile grew up under the
n_me of James Ord. and has qulte a large num¬

ber of deFccndants, some thirty or forty in num¬
ber. among the most notal.lo being Judge Pa-
cifi'ti-' Ord. a prominent Caiifornia jurist.
While many piausible arguments are put for¬

ward in npport of _his story, and there is a

considerabie quantity of' evidence of a circum-
.Ur.tlal character in Its favor. yet it is neces¬

sary to point out that it is of an essentially
Americ--ii character. and no pcrap of testimony
has ever been found in Ki:_l;ir.d that can be
e.onstrued _*. corroborativ.-. On the contrary.
both Lsrd Sftourton. who was one of the rela-
lives atid executors of Mrs. Fitzherbert, and her
r-lnsest confidant. is on record as having pledgcd
hlmself in the most solemn manner to the ef¬
fect that there had been no issue, male or fe-
nia!<\ io ihe union of King George and Mrs.
Fitzherbert. hls asscrtions being confirmed by
the great Puke of W.Uington, who was tlie
other confidant of King George and Mrs. Eitz-
herbert in the matter relating to their marriage.

1 would llkewise observe that Charles Greville
and other contemporaries and associates of Mrs.
Fitzherbert and of G<-orpe IV, while discussing
freely the reiations b- tween them in their
Bmnoirs and <'orresprmdeii.ee, make no mention
whatever of the existence or of the birth of any
.uch child. lt is difficult to believe that a son
could have been born without their knowing
thereof, and it is equally positive that If they
had learned of any such thing they would have
placed it on record. George had so many ene-
i-ies, political and otherwisc, anxious to harm
him, that some inkling of the existence of a
son by Mrs. Fitzherbert could never have been
kept secret. ;tnd they would certainly have
tna-» capiul thereof; whereas. lt was not until
.everal years after the accession of Queen Vic¬
toria to the throne that an Englishman.not
tn American.put forward the pretension to
being a son of the King and of Mrs. Fitzherbert,
"*~hich led to the declarations by Lord Stourton
and the Duke of Wellingion above referred to,
»nd to the production of proof that tne claimant
*«"as rb Irnpostor.

lt may be added that neither Mrs. Fitzher-
bm nor King George in their testamentary dip-
posillons and in their correspondence ever re-
f»*-red to ar.y child of theirs: and even if there
bad been a son, he could have had no claim
»n the estate of his mother or of hls father,
b*.n_ in the eyes cf Engiish law illegitlmate,
«wlng to the invahdity of his parents' marriage.

lf King Edward were in any way descended
from King George fV, it is probable that no peiv
rmssion wouhl ever have been given by the
Crown to reveal the contents of the package of
docunients at Couttss, whi.-h has juet been
°PeT-e_. and which has now deflnitely estab-
ufihed. once and for all time. the existence of
Gwge's marriage to Mrs. Fitzherbert. l.y means
°f the marriage certificate and the testimony of
'.J* wltnesses, also a letter of King George
¦'-faiowledglng the marriage, and a will made
by him bequeathing certain property to Mrs.

In the majority of instances mich aa thie the

fortune is a myth. In tliis case, however, It Ii
a reality. For the property comprises Twfml
Oastle, in Northumberland; Handcross House,
Queens Park, Sussex. and other pleces of real
estate ln Middlesex and Surrey, besides a large
amount of government bondp, all of which.that
is to say, the lands, the houses and the bonds.
nre held by the Court of Chancery j.waiting the
establishment of the rights of the lawful claim-
ant. Moreover, there cannot be any invocation
of the statute of limitations. For in October,
1893, Mrs. Biaice. who is now tn New-York, ob-
tained an order from the Hlgh Court of Chan¬
cery. marked with the legal phrase "Let right
be done," which means that, although no mat¬
ter how long a period may elapse before the nec¬

essary evidence is produced, the action of the
statute of limitations in the case will be sus-

pended.
The fortune was originally the property of

General Blake, who while a young lieutenant
married at a village in the neighborhood of Dub-
Hn Miss Helen Sheridan, daughter of the local
schoolmaster. The girl was only seventeen
years old at the time, and *.t seems that a year
or so afterward he sent her to a fashionable
boarding school In London and had her educa¬
tion completed there at his expense. Their mar-

rie_ life after that was a very happy one. He
died in February, 1850, leavlng his entire for¬
tune to his widow and, so far as was known,
without isaue. Mrs. Blake, who llved ln vvarla
Terrace, Kensington, survived him until Decem¬
ber 23, 1875, when she died lntestate.
The government, as usual ln cases where peo¬

ple of wealth die intestate and where there is
no claim presented on the demise, took charge of
the estate, which amounted at the time to about
$1,500,000, and contented ILself with a brief ad¬
vertisement for relatives of "Helen Blake, de¬
ceased, of No. 4 Earie Terrace, Kensington," no

mention being made of the fact that she was of
Irish birth or that her husband had been Gen¬
eral Robert Dudley Blake, of the army. Owing
to this it was not untll several years later that
claimants to her estate came forward. Most of
the claims have been disinissed by the courts as

more or less fictitious, and there are only three
who now remain, namely, the Mrs. Blake, who
arrlved here last week; a certain James Doyle,
of New-York, and a Miss Brennan, of England.
All three claim the fortune as next of kin.
One of the petitions disinissed was that of

an elderly man, who claimed to be a son of
General and Mrs. Blake and to have been born
in Ireiand a few weeks after their marriage.
This pretension was dismlssed by tho courts on

the presentation of conclusive evidence that the

entry of his birth in tho parish register of the

village where General and Mrs. Blake were

married, and where Mrs. Blake's father had been
schoolmaster, was fictitious, the page of the book
showing that the origlnal names had been erased
with a knife or some sharp instrument and that
those of the claimant and of his alleged parenta
had been written in in place thereof.

AN APPEAL FROM THE CZAR.
I understand the Czar haa approached tha

United States government with a view to ascer-

taining whether it would not be possible for the
latter to take some measures for preventing the

printing here and the export to Russia of ag-

gressively anarchlst and revolutlonary publica¬
tions. It is possible that if he had contented
himself with asking tbat some measures should
be adopted to prevent the printing and export
of llterature inciting to outrage and murder of
an anarchlst character, measures might have

been adopted to comply with his request, since
It ia obvlously a felony to conspire and initiate
here a crime to be perpetrated abroad. The
mention In the demand, however. of "revolu¬
tlonary and seditious" literature serves to put
a political eomplexion upon the affair, and this
being the case the United States government,
like that of England, does not see how if. can

interfere or comply with the wishes of the
Czar.

Other guests were Prince Alexander, Waiter and
Lady Susan Townley and Mrs. Law-rence Town-
fend. Then he left this city for Rhlnebeck in a

special train over the New-York Cer.i.ral, whero
he will visit Mrs. John Jacob Astor at Ferncliff
until to-morrow morning. He will return to
town then and pay an afternoon visit to the
horse show "to get a look at some of the horses."
At night he will be the guest of honor at a din¬
ner to be given by Mrs. William Astor. Early
on Saturday morning his squadron will sail.

CHDKCII CONFERENCE ON.
PLAN TO D1VIDE LABOR.

Delegates from, Many Denomina-
tions Meet in Carnegie Hall.

The Interchurch Conference on Federation held
its "get together" meeting in Carnegie Hall last
night, and will begin the business sesstons this
morning at 9:30 o'clock ln the same place. The
conference represents twenty-eight religious bodies,
havlng seventeen million communicants. There are
five hundred delegates and three hundred alter-
nates, and tliese, with their wives and friends,
made an audience of about fifteen hundred per¬
sons to> Ilsten to tlie opening addresses last night.
President Roosevelt had been invlted to be pres¬

ent at the conference and become Ita honorary
chairman. He was unable to be present, but he
sent the following letter to the chairman of the
committee on arrangements, whlch ellclted much
applause when lt was read to tho delegates:
My .Dear Dr. Roberts: I have your letter. In¬

deed, 1 remember very well the call of your delega-
tion upon me and our talk upon tho proposed meet¬
ing 01 the Interchurch Conference on Federatlon.

I have tlie very highest sympathy with tlie move¬
ment; for instance,. I feel that Indirectly in addl-
tion to the great good lt will do here. It ls per¬
fectly poesibhi that the movement may have a very
considerable effect in the Clfistlanizlng of Japan,
whlch I feel to be retarded by the divlslons among
ourselves and by the fallure to recognize the fact
that the Christian Church in Japan must. ot
course, assume essentlally a Japanese national
form.
So, you see, I have a very real Interest ln what

you are doing, and only wish it were in my power
to attend the meeting, as you request, but I re-
gret to say that it ls out of the uuestion for me
to do so.

I am genuinely sorry to have to wrlte to you
thus. THEODORE ROOSEVELT.
Preparation for the conference have been going

on for more than three years. and lt is hoped by
its promoters that it will result ln a perrnanent
organization which will do away with much of the
w.-_3te of Christian effort now due to the competl-
tlon among churches. It meets ln response to a

call sent out by the National Federatlon of
Churches and Christian Organizations, after Its
annual meeting la 1P02. Tlie object is not to de-
vlse measures for the federatlon of the Protestant
churches, but to conslder the conditions that pre-
vail and to admlt of the exchange of vlews between
the different bodies of Chrlstians.
Among those on the platform last night were tho

Rev. Dr. Joachim Elmendorf, the Rev. Dr. J. B.
Remensnyder. Bishop Fowler, resident Bishop of
the Methodist Episcopal Church, the Rev. Dr.
Charles L. Thompsan, Blsbop Burgess, of the
Protestant Episcopal Diocese of Long Island; the
Rev. Dr. vV. H. Roberts, the Rev. Dr. Frank Mason
North, the Rev. Dfr. John Calvert, the Dev.
Dr. Kerr Boyce Tupper, J. Cleveland Cady and
Martln W. Llttleton, Borough President of Brook¬
lyn.
In the absence of Mayor McClellan In New-Jer-

sey, Mr. Llttleton welcomed the delegates for the

city. J. Cleveland Cady waa the chairman for

the evening. After an organ prelude there was an

invocatlon by the Rev. Dr. Elmendorf, the singing
of a hymn by the delegates and a prayer by Bishop
Fowler. Mr. Cady then made an address.
Tho letter from the President was read on the

concluslon of Mr. Cady's speech. and Mr. Llttleton
then made his address of welcome. He dellvered a

patriatic speech, with several humoxous quips,
whlch brought hearty applause from his audience.
Minlsters and public officers, he informed hla liear-

ers, much to their surprise, both work for nothing.
He then proceeded to explatn that public officers
get Just enough salary to corrupt a weak man and
to humillate a strong one, while minlsters are

"constantly turnlng to that part of the Bible that

says sornething about the substanee of things
hoped for and the evidence of things unseen."
Mr. Llttleton wa3 followed by the Rev. Dr.

Charles I*. Thompson, secretary of the Board of
Home Mlssions of the Presbyterlan Church. Dr.

Robert S. MacArthur was also to speak, but he
was not present, and after Dr. Thompson's ad¬
dress the meeting closed with the singing of a

hvrni and the benediction by Bishop Burgess.
'The only serious criticism of the conference has

come because of the exclusiou of the Unitarlans.
Tbe governtng body of that chnn h, supposing
that it had been intended to invite lt to take
part appointed delegates. but they tvere Informed
that the conference was Intended to include only
evangelical churches. The executlv« committee of
the conference was unanimous in making the de-
ei«=ion which was on the ground that many other
de-omlnatlons would not consent toa conference
in whlch Unltarians took part. It is thought
possible that the question may be brought up
before the c.nference.

CARNEGIE FUND MEETING.

Corporators Assemble at Giver's
House and Organhe.

The corporators of the Carnegie Foundation,
whlch will control the §10.0u0.0Q0 gift of An¬
drew Carnegie for the benefit of aged or inca-

pacitated college professors, met yesterday for

the tirst time at the 5th-ave. home of the donor
of the fund. The meeting was for the purposo
of organization, and all of the twenty-five
corporators, excepting Dr. William R. Harper,
president of Chicago University, were present.
Mr. Carnegie, who called the meeting to order,
had received a letter from Dr. Harper ln which
the Chicago educator expressed his regret at

being absent, and tendered the hopeful assur-

ance that he would be present at future meet¬
ings. The trustees, who are chiefly college presi-
dents, convened at 10 o'clock in the morning
and the time until 5 «'clock in the afternoon, In-

terrupted only by luncheon with Mr. Carnegie,
was occupied by informal eonferences, followed
bv a formal meeting, at whlch plans for the
work to be admlnlstered were discussed along
general lines.
The offlce of th© Foundation will be ln New-

Tork City, and the annual meetings will be held
on the thlrd "Wednesday of each November.
President Eliot, of Harvard University, was

elected president of the Board of Directors;
President Harper, of the University of Chicago,
vlce-president; President Thwing, of "Western
Reserve University, Cleveland, Ohio, was chosen
secretary, and T. Morrls Carnegie, a nephew of
Andrew Carnegie, was made treasurer. Execu¬
tive mattera will be entrusted to a committee
of which Dr. Henry S. Pritchett, president of
the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, was

elected president. President Eliot will be an

ex offlcio member of the executive committee.
Other members of the executive committee are

Presidents Butler. of Columbia University; Wil-
son, of Princeton; Provost Harrlson, of the Uni¬
versity of Pennsylvania; Humphreys, of Stevens
Institute. and Frank A. Vanderlip. vice-presi-
d<nt of the City Bank, and Robert. A. Franks.
Mr. Carnegie's financial secretary.
President Nicholas Murray Butler, of Columbia

University. speaklng for the others at the meet¬
ing, said the various matters requlring consid-
eration would be taken up immediately by the
president and executive committee, and their
conclusiona and euggestions would be submitted
at an adjourned meeting of the corporators,
to be heic* in New-York in midwlnter.

THE DRAMA.
MR. MANTELL AS MACBETH.

Garden Theatre,
The flrst requisite for a good performance of

"Macbeth" is the lmaglnative perception of spir-
itual things,.tho nature to feel and the power to
convey the eense of being haunted and of being led
or impelled by evll incarnations of tho splritual
world. These lncarnatibns are typifled in the three
Weird Sisters, and Macbeth and his wife are,.in
the obvious intenticn of the poet,.governed by
those unseen powers. They have, Indeed. the seeda
of evil ln themselves,.as all persons have, whom
the agencles of sin endeavor to capture and de¬
stroy. The next requisite ls the capacity to under¬
stand that this tragedy Is a pootical fabric, reared
upon the basis of preternatural truth; daaling wlth
eplrits; treating of the relaticn between the world
of fact, as understood by human belngs, and tiie
greater, unknown world of splritual llfe with which
it is environed. "Macbeth" is not a vulgar me'.o-
drania, made to depict the atrocious deeds and sub-
sequent punishment of mere prosaic murders. The
third requisite ls that of professional equipment,
which comprehends the ability to impcrsonate, to
speak blank verse correctly, and in all ways to
create tho effect of petfect llluslon. Macbeth is
the most lmaglnative and e'ssentially the most po¬
etic character in Shakespeare. Judged by his deeds
he is an infernal villaln. Judged with reference fo

the controlling forces that cause his deeds he ls the
most woful and pitiablo of human beings.
Both Macbeth and Lady Macbeth suffer horrl-
bly, and each ln a different way ls driven
to ruin and death by the lnexorable power of re-

morse. The lllumlnatlve moment for observers of
the acting of these two great parts is the moment
when Macbeth and hls wife are left alone together
after the banquet. No situation more pltlful can

be found in all Shakespeare, becauso from the

agony of that situation there is no relief, even in
death. The crime agalnst the soul cannot be ex-

piated, and. ln the nature of things, the retrlbu-
tion must be eternal. Most of the players who
undertake to act "Macbeth" have not even a re-

mote idea that lt possesses any other sig-
nificance than that of a common blood and
th under p'lay. Macbeth halts at no crime for
the accomplishment of his purpose, but he ia
continually avenged upon himself through the
excess of hls poetlo sensibllity. Another
man would suffer through consclence. Macbeth
suffers through imaglnation. That was Henry
Irvlng's -rosition. Macbeth at the outset is an

heroic soldler, "Bellona's brldegroom," "worthy
Macbeth." i!ut the forces of evil that besiege the
world are enabled to obtain possession of him.
Both Macbeth and hls wife are dominated by evll.
Both are wlcked, but the man ls weaker ln his
wickedness than the woman, because prescient,
lmaglnative and even tender, and therefore he la
the more ruthless and bloody. Remorse and fear,
rcacting on a courageous nature, drivo it Into an

insano fury. and that is mostly the condition of
Macbeth. The pathos of the tragedy arises from
the utter inability of those doomed creatures to

escape their terrible destlny of evil. Their loneli-
noss upon tne barren eminence of sin to which

they have mounted almost breaks the heart to
witness. When Macbeth and his Queen are acted
in the spirit here indicated the tragedy ls made no

less signlflcant to the heart than impressive to

the Imaglnation. That great actress, Charlotte
Cushman, declared that Macbeth ls the great-
grandfather of all the Bowery rufnans; but that is

a mistake. He loses all grandeur and all Interest

when he ls presented ln that gulse.
Mr. Man tell apprehends the play as a melodrama,

and, In even the terrible scene of the murder, which
should dlffuse silent horror and oppress an au-

dience with awe, he plays it wlth muslc! And at the
end of that scene he makes a silly tableau of ap¬

parent preparatlon for a sword dance. In bia de¬
livery of tho text there are niany errors, many
words mlsplaced, and still more of words that are

marred by wrong ernphasis. There was not a par-
ticle of poetry in the representation, and there

seenis not to be a particle of lt in the man. Not
ono of the poetic speeches ("Had I but died";
"Now o'er the one-half world": "Come. seeling
night"; "Sloues have been known," etc.) was

spoken .so as to thrill any hearer. The tremendous
effects that are ln the Banquet were never once

liberated. There was one burst of noise.the usual

resort of the old stager-at "Take thy face hence."
It would be pleasant to praise Mr. Mantell: lt
ls pleasant to praise anybody; but there is no oppor¬
tunity of doing so in preaence of such a Macbeth

as this. It touches the hlgh-watcr mark of re-

spectable medlocrity. and that ls all. In "Macbeth"
as also in "Hamlet" the language ls so perfect
that you cannot change even the slightest word tn

many passages without destroying the dramatic

meaning and effect. An old actor ought to

be letter perfect. The play ltself.-the situa-

tions, the language, the preternatural element,.
moves the audience, interests them and holtls them

in suspensc The actors do nothing for it that ia

worth doing. The Lady Macbeth said she was

"bold " yet she could not stand restraint. and nev.-r

left off bleating. ln a thln, high, querulous voice, tlll,
ln the sleep scene, she began to whine: the words

there are to be spoken ln a clear, thrilling, horrld,
agonized whisper. Strange, when players have the

opportunity to deal with these great subjects, that

they will not take the trouble to think, to feel, to

understand, and to rise to the height of such splen¬
did posslbllltiesl w« w»
