When a sufficiently

large organization to Influence the Hindoo im-

igination has been formed a bill raising the

legal age of marriage to sixteen years will be

prepared, and friends of the movement in India

will be asked to present it to the Indian govern-

mer."
"There is." says Mrs. Wallace. **a strong

oentiment in India in favor of the abolition of

child marriage. Many men of high position and

p-eat influence have their eyes fully opened to

the great evils resulting from this practice. but

lt ls so interwoven with the customs and re-

llglon of the country and with its oaste system
tha* they feel themselves powerless to effect

any reform. But they think that if the move¬

ment came from outside the country and was

baeked up by a sufficiently large number of

persons to show the natives how the world

regar.s child marriage. sornething might be

done. Ln that caee they stand ready to give all
the ass-stance in their power. The British gov¬
ernment is also favorable, but in a case like

this. lnvolvlng native customa, its policy is to

let the natives take the lnitiative."
Ur*. Wallace gave an address on the horrors

ef child marriage, in the parlors of the Flrst
Preebrterian Church yesterday afternoon, with
Urs. Hossiter Johnson ln the chair.

"It ls impossible to teC the truth about child
marriage," she said. "I dare not tell you half I

know, and I have been told by. Hindoo men that
I did not know half myeelf. We call Africa the
dark continent. but the darknese of Africa ls

nothing to that of India The Hindoos are a

great race. Thay have forgotten more than we

ever knew. but they have fallen from their high
estate. and it is this very custom of allowing
men to marry little girls somet_n.es not over

Mx years of age which according to some au¬

thorities has so degraded them. These "unions
are not mere betrothals. as many people think,
but are actual marriages. The child wives be¬
come methers at eleven, twelve and thirteen,
and this premature strain upon their imrnature
Etttle bodies often results in death.
"The position ot women in India was, in

anrient times, a high one. But to-day its treat-
mem oi women is without parallel on the face
of the earth. In every other Oriental country
there are some mitlgating circumstances ln the
.lavery of women. In India there are none.

Tbe Mahometan may divorce his wife, for a

whiin. but she takes her dowry with her when
she goes. The Hindoo child wife who faile to
please her husband is ca?t forth pennlless,
di.graced and outcaat to walk the streets and

.. the prey of every man who cares to ap-
proaeh her. Somettmes the husband bltes off
her nose before' he discards her. and women
po mutilated ar_ often seen ln the streets. The
husband ls never blamed for this. Only she
is blamed."
Mrs. Wallace's Interest in and knowledge of

this subject is due to the fact of her meeting
on her way to India some years ago three
Farsec men. The Parsees, who constitute a
very small community in India, do net be¬
lieve in child marriage, but cannot take any
action against it, because of their alien posi-

These men said .to Mrs. Wallace and her
. ompanion, Mrs. J. __. Holmes. that lf they
would Investigate this subject with a view to
'I'F'-mlnating the knowledge thus galned in
America and Europe they would make the

-unities. From this grew the Indo-
Akm rican Woman's Restoration I-eague, which
was organlzed ln I_os Angeles ln lf*OC.

THE THANKSGIVING TVTATtKET.

Turkey and Other Foods Cheaper This Yeax
Than Last.

Although Thanksgiving ls 'nearly two weeks ott,
many housewives have already engaged their
turkcys for that feast day. rogardless of price.
But this ia not so reckless a proceedlng aa would
at flrst appear. for the predictlons aro that this
year turkey prices are to be reasonable. The
best turkeys sold by the most exclusive dealers
in the city are only 27 cents a pound now, and
win be no hlgher, it is said, this season. Laat
November they were from three to four cents
h'.g-her. Besides being plentiful, turkeys are in an-
usually flne conditlon.
Those who prefer duck cr ehicken for their

Thanksgiving dinner will flnd the best I>ong
Island Peking duck at 25 centa a pound, and fln.-
Philadelphia chickens for roastlng, from 26 to 28
rents a pound. Game, partrldge and grouse may
be had during the rest of the season at $3 60 a

pair: quail. at $5 a doien; squab. from d to 16 a
dozen, and pigeons, from $1 50 to C a dozen.

PIGEON PIE.

A most delk-ious dish, and one that many faml-
lies of Herklmer County place on their Thanks¬
giving table is pigeon ple. served wlth salad.
Following are the dlrectlons for making it:

Take as many pigeons as are required. pluck,
slnge and draw them. and lard the breasts with
tin> little strios of larding pork. Put in a deep,
broad kcttle over the flre some slioes of fat
salt pork. and let them try to a crisp. For six
pigeons after the pork has fried out. add two large
onions. slicea. and iet them Iry a nice brown, keep-
ing the kettle eovered. When thoroughly done. re-

move the onions and scraps of pork wlth a skim-
mer, then put ln the pigeons. wiih their giblets;
cover the kettle and lei the birds brown thoroughly
ln the fat. turning them frequently. so that they
will brown on all sides. After this. pour in enough
bolling water to reach to the depth of one inch.
Cover the kettle and let the hlrds simmer gently
until tender. Then pour ln enough rich cream to
half cover the pigeons, and let them cook in this
for twenty minutes. Then carefully lift out each
bird separately. and lay all in a deep earthen
baking dish. Thicken the gravy In the kettle with
flour dissolved In cream. I_et It boil up once. and
then pour it over the pigeons in the dish. (.over
the whole wlth a rich pie crust. stand in a mod¬
erate oven and let it bake until the crust is a nice
brown This ple should be baked the day before
Thanksgiving. as lt is much better cold than hot,
especially when served as an entrfie.

CRANBBRRIES AND FISH GOOD.

Of course. B Thanksgiving dinner would be no

eort of a dinner without fresh bojled or baked

codfish to precede the turkey. and this year cod

can be bought alive in the markets at 15 cents a

pound. In fact. all sorts of sea foods are plentiful
nnd rather cheap on aecount of the fine autumn

weather.
