show in a body early in the afternoon. There
was a cheer in their honor, and the band struck

up "Army Blue."

THE LAST AFTERNOON.

Women, Riders and Drivers and
West Point Cadets Features.

With championships and challenge cup classes
liberally sprinkled through the programme the
last day of the Horse Show yesterday was zne

ot oartlcular interest to horsemen. From any
point about the ringside one could overhear

spirited discussion of horse points. sarcasms

over the mistakes and lack of judgment of
riders and drivers and criticism of the judges.
The afternoon programme opened with a ring

full of pairs. The teams of three old horse show

rivals. Eben D. Jordan, who exhibited Lord

Burleigh and Lord Belfast, a team that added
to his blue ribbon collection of the 1904 show;
James Hobart Moore, of Chicago. and W. R.

Snyder, were left for the final decisionl. The blue
ribbon went to Mr. Snyder's pair, Wilpin Belle
and Wilpin Beauty, who were wonderfully well
matched bay mares. Mr. Moore's Harold H.
and Lord Roberts received the red ribbon and
Mr. Jordan's Boston team had to be content

with third place.
Road rigs were the second class of the after¬

noon, and for. a quarter of an hour the tanbark
court resembled the Speedway on a bright after¬
noon. The horses were full of speed and there
were several brushes. The judges finally picked
Auditor B., owned and driven by A. B. Maclay,
for flrst place. The entries of E. T. Siotesbury
won second and third. They were Gertrude A.,
driven by Q. W. Webb, and Preferred, driven

by S. T. Harbison.
Tha lady's single horse victoria class resulted

in a clean cut victory for Reginald C. Vander-
bllt's Doctor Selwonk, a chestnut gelding
behind which Mrs. Vanderbilt likes to be driven.

Polly Prim took the red ribbon for Alfred G.
Vanderbilt, and William H. Moore's Foraker
the yellow.
The class for cavalry horses or horses suitable

for that service was particularly appropriate In

view pf the presence of almost the entire flrst

class from the United States Military Academy
at West Point. One of the judges was Colonel
Robert Howze, of the academy. William H.

Moore's Achilles, ridden by E. Anthony. took the

blue; St, Bluff, exhifclted by W. A. McGibbon
and ridden by P. Prescott, got the red. One of
the most exciting classes of the afternoon fol¬
lowed when cavalry horses were ridden by
members of State and fegeral military organiza-
tions in full uniform. Men and horses were put
through a number of the movements laid down
ln the school of the trooper, lncluding sabre

practice.
Grand Marshal, of the Piedmont Stock Farm,

was in no humor to show the crowd his polnts,
and he kicked about so that his rider could not

mount. Achilles, the blue ribbon winner in the

previous event, evldently thought that, they
were asking too much of him ln enterlng the

ring a second time, and he gave his rider, Will¬
iam R. Wallace, of the lst Company, Signai
Service, plenty to do. Another of the riders
did not seem able to hold to his sabre and his
horse at the same time, and got the gate. The
class resulted in a victory for Squadron C, of

Brooklyn, James R. Harbison. of Troop 5, giving
a most excellent ejrjblbition of riding on Gretta,
exhibited by Mrs. Charles F. Hubbs. It was

the only horse that did not shy at the post whlch
held the wooden block used in sabre practice.
Harbison won the silver cup cffered for the best

rider. L. D. Fremont, of Squadron A, landed

Jubilant. of the Piedmont Stock Farm, in sec¬

ond place. while the third went to Achilles.
The championship in the roadster clasBes

(pairs) brought out tEO closely matched pairs.
The judges, after send ing them about the ring
many times. decided that the blue should go to

E. T. Stotesbury's entry, Preferred and Referred,
which won the blue ribbon in the roadster class
on Monday. They were driven by George Webb.
The red coats of the hunting fleld dashed ln

just as the thousand electric lights over the

ring were turned on. Teams of three horses

.were entered by the Cameron Run Hunt, the

Brandywine Hounds and the Harkaway Hunt.
The horses were shown by masters of hounds
or members of the hunt in regulation uniform.
The trlals were across box hurdles and over

an imitation stone fence topped with sod. The
interest of the spectators centred in the team

of the Cameron Run Hunt, in which Miss Mer-
ion Hathaway had a mount. Her hof_e,
Onerlos, was so full of ginger that at times the
onlookers held their breaths for fear of acci¬
dent, She handled him in magnificent fashion
until the last jump, when he took down one of
the fences. Cygnet and Fleurette, the other
horses of the Cameron Hunt, ridden by L. G.
Young and Sidney Holloway, master, performed
well and there was no surprlse when the judges
gave them the blue ribbon. The Brandywine
Hounds, represented by Victor Mather, A. W.

Baker and Gilbert Mather, on Wild Flower,
Vengeance and Mavourneen. took the red ribbon.
The National Horse Show challenge cup, val-

ued at 5500, was warmly contested for. It

was won last year by Eben D. Jordait, of Bos¬

ton, with Lord Burleigh and Lord Belfast. If
his team had got flrst place again this year the

cup would heve become his property. He pinned
his faith in Hildred and Plymouth Champion.
but ln vain. The horses were driven by owners

to demi-mall or Btanhope phaetons.
James Hoi-art Moore carried off the cup with

Burlingham and Burilngame. The second rib¬

bon was awarded to James F. Carlisle, whose

entries were Eloquence and Revemie.

It being the last day of the show. there were

no jumplng prelimlnaries to while away the

early mornins hours. when the horse show is

really what its name implies. The boxes and
the seats just behind them were well sprinkled
with bright eyed, wide awake children in charge
of sleepy maids or drowsy grooms. lt was the
morning of mornings for them. for the Shet¬
lands were to have their final lnnlngs. The reg-
istered Shetlands, which do not rise above forty-
eight inches, began prancing around the ring,
drawing fancy wlcker basket carts of various
shapes. Miss Elizabeth Hawley was the proud
winner of the first blue of the day for the ex¬

hibition of Master Alfred De Witt Hawley's
little black stallion Ellers'.le of Pittsford. Master
Hawley drove a brown stallion, Aberdeen of
Pittsford, the property of Mrs. E. F. Hawley. in
the same contest and took the red ribbon. Mrs.
Hawley's Bressay. also brown and also of Pitts¬
ford, was thlrd.
The pony class, under twelve hands, gave an¬

other blue to Mrs. John Gerken, the wlnner be¬
ing a bay mare, Towthorpe Nelly. Mrs. Charles
Wilmot's Tiddley Wlnks and H. P. Whltneys
General took second and thlrd.

Teddy. by the way. is named
for a man ii: Washington, by one of his enthusi-
astic supporters, formerly of Italy.

We heard
just such a recltal as we have heard to-night, and
I, of course, was swept away. "Can I, I said to
myself. "do such a thing as this? Can I hope to do
such work in the world."

Mr. Carnegie's face spoke volumes, and hls
hearers waited once agaln ln stifllng silence for the
syllables to come. ¦.-

"I hope," he said. "others here to-night will be
converted in the same manner."
There was a long, united slgh. and Mr. Carnegie

continued:
No heritage is so valuable as to Ise born in pov-

erty and compelled to labor at an early age. Abol-
ish poverty! A-oiish wealth, rather! Thank God,
that ihe pcor are to b*=- always wlth us, for lt is on f
them that the foundaiici-s of our democracy rest.

Mr. Carnegie gathered hls coattail3 ln his hands
and seemed about to sit down. But he hesltated
and stralghtened hlmself again. "But, in conclu-
sion," he said, "I want to say." He paused. "I
have to say." Once more he waited thoughtfully.
And then he made hls prophecy.
