Veteran Golfer Beats F. Oden Horst-
man by 6 and S.Other Results.

tournament has been decided. and once again the
n____Qf Walter J. Travis. of Garden City. heads
the list. ln the ftnai round on the links of the
Country Club of Atlantic City to-day Travis de¬
feated F. Oden Horst-aan. of Philadelphia, by 6
up and 5 to play.
The one slded nature of tht score was not be¬

had not Travis falled to put out on the ninth green
after getting nlcely home ln 3. Horstman's seo-

ond shot found the bunker. . and. after wasUng
two strokes ln the haxard. he plcked up. Travis
did not bother to put out
A large gallery followed the flnallsta. golfera be¬

ing there from many distant polnts. Horstman's
friends. and they were numerous. "rooted" for him.
but he never had a ehance, The flrst hole went to

Practically the only mistakes Travis made were a

Come Xe.rt icith Fine Records.

Wlth another competitive golflng season all but
over, it ls possible to give the prominent amateura
a rating for 1906. In endeavcring to property
classlfy the leaders lt ls essential to note especially
the achlevements over so-called standard courses.

as well aa the quality of the fields in which the
successes wore attalned. The winnlng of a eham-

plonship does not necessarily imply that the Utie
holder ls tha best golfer. A case tn polnt was tha
win of Louis N. James ln the natlonal tournament
at Olenvlew ln 1902.
This year. however. there can be no reasonable

excuse for not plactng H. Chandler Egan at the
head of tha liot- Ha la as deservlng of the place as

was Waiter J. Travia in prevlous years. While

dwelling on the champion lt will be interesting to

glance at hls record. During the last year he

played ln elghteen matches, won seventeen and
lost one. Hls trip abroad ln the spring and the
commencement of a business caxeer in the early
fall comblned to make this season considerably
shorter than that of 1903.
In a way history has repeated itself with H.

Chandler Egan. in that the stratn of three lmpor¬
tant touraamenta.Onwentsia, the Western chajn-

tlonshlp and the national champlonshlp.following
!ln rapid successlon. made hlm a loser at Exmoor,
where ln 19W Bruce Smith defeated him on the

twenty-flrst green. while this year Egan finished 3
down to E. E. Giles. The champion showed hls
class immediately afterward by winnlng a one-club
competitlon. doing the Exmoor course in 79. using*
a mldiron.
Egan's form permits only of praise. He drlves

a long bail and plays hls irons beautifully, his re-

coveries from trouble marktng the most brllilant
part of his game. There are those who claim
that Egan's wild driving at times would cause hla
downfall on many of the famous llnks abroad. but
that's another story. aa there is no telllng what he
m'.ght do on the classic course. of Great Britain
when put to the test. Let it sufBce that he has
won almost everything ln which he took part thla
year.a worthy record for a champion.
