The first printing press ln the English colo¬
nies of America was set up ln Cambridge, Mass.,
by Stephen Daye, In 1639, and for more than a

generation it remained without a riva!. A his¬
tory of this American pioneer in the "art pre¬
servative of all arts" has been prepared by
Robert F. Roden, and will be published this
month by Dodd, Mead & Co., under the title
"The Cambridge Press. 1639-1G92: A Biblio¬
graphical Account of the First Printing Press
Established in English America, Together with
a List of the Issues of the Pi ess." Mr. Roden
has been several years prosecuting his re¬
searches and gathering the material for the
work, which he illustrates with facsimile re¬

productions of the title pages of some of the
rarest books printed on the press, a few of
**"-_ic". have never before been reproduced. The
volume is the second of the series of "Famous
Presses." the first of which was "Horace Wal-
Pole ar.d the Strawberry Hill Press.1757-17S9."

to know something of the way of what to do
and where one wants to go. The title is almost
a misnomer, for while the sportsman "loves to

The disowned niece of the

Empress Elizabeth, however, is not the writer

of these volumes, and it is difficult to see how

such a misconception should have arisen, since

it must have been plain to any reader of "The

Martyrdom of an Empress" that there was little

love lost between the author and the countess,

who contributed so much to the tragedy of

Meyerling and to the wreck of what remained

of the happiness of Empress Elizabeth. The

two women have but this in common, namely,
that they both bore titles from their birth, that

they became Austrians by their first marriages,
that they lost that nationality by their 6econd

marriages, and that to both the English lan¬

guage is a foreign tongue.

Young men and young women who are un¬

settled in their minds as to what sort of a

career they should follow can find a large

amount of advice and suggestion in "Choosing

a Career," a volume partly written and partly

collated by Orison Swett Marden. the Editor of

"Success," from articles that have appeared in

that periodical. How much assistance this and

kindred works are to the ambitious youth of

either sex it is hard to determine. It would

seem as if. in general the beginner in life is

either chosen by some career for which he has

a special predilection or aptitude, or, otherwise,

takes the first chance that offers. Circum¬

stances generally impel the young in the latter

direction, to "find" themselves later. To thow

who have no special taste for on« occupation
more than another such a book is as likely to

prove confusing as directing. Every trade and

profession has Its advantages and its draw¬

backs, and the youth who has within him the

determination and ability to "get on" will be

likely to succeed no matter how or where he

begins, and will be more likely to determine his

course bv the result of personal observation

than by what he reads in books. The volume

is published by the Bobb^ Merrill Company.
