WOULD RECLAIM SHORES.

Grout Urges City to Fitl in Jamaica
Marshes.

Controiler Grout yesterday, with the support
ot the Mayor, asked the Sinking Fund Commis¬
slon to take ths necessary steps to reclaim the
marsblands around Jamaica Bay, flll ln the
ehallow places, dredge a channel and do other

englneering work necessary to make the bay a

part of the clty*s dock front. He estimates that
the city's waterfront propertles can thus be
enhanced ln value to the extent of $100,000,000
at eomparatively small expense.
The Controiler wlll ask the Board of Estimate

and Apportionment and tho Board of Aldermen
for an appropriation of $25,000. and for the ap-
pointment of a board of engineers to make a

report on ways and means to carry his plan into
effect
In a pamphlet transmltted to the Board of

Estimate there ls a handsome map showing the
marshlands and making lt apparent that the
proposed new waterfront wlll bs within easy
access of ths Pennsylvania Railroad's frelght
road system sklrtlng Brooklyn.
The Controiler suggeste that federal and Stato

ald might be asked to Improve the proposed
channel connectlng the ocean channel with the
Jamaica Bay arsa. He says that the clty has a

valld tltle to all the land under water in and
around Jamaica Bay.

NEW BRIDGE TERMINALS.

Buildings on Manhattan Side WiH
Cost More than $1,000,000.

The Brldge Department yesterday turned over'
to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment draw-
Ings of the Manhattan Brldge terminal buildings
ln Manhattan and Brooklyn. The one ln Manhat¬
tan will be bounded by the Bowery. Bayard-st.,
Forsyth-st. and Canal-st., and ln Brooklyn by
Nassau-st., Bridge-st. and Jay-st. The Manhattan
terminal wlll cost more than $l,00O,_C_>. The memo¬

randum accompanylng the pictures sent to the
Board of Estimate and Apportionment is as fol¬
lows:
The earliest designs for a bridge across the

East River at the site of the Manhattan Brldge
firovided for a central and unobstructed roadway
n the mlddle of the bridge, and in continuatlon of
an extenslon of Flatbush-ave., and thls has been

?ersistentiy adhered to ln all subsequent plans for
he bridge. "_ ,
The wldth cf the bridge was made 120 feet. ln¬

cludlng a central roadway thirty-flve feet ln wldth,
two spaces, one on each slde of thls roadway, for
railway tracks, these tracks to be placed ln two
Btories, one above the other, and two sldewalks
for pedestrians, one on each slde of the bridge.
it was orlglnally Intended to use the two tracks

on the lower, or road-vay, floor. for troiley cars
alone, and the two tracks on the upper floor for
elevated tralns alone. lt has since developed that
the elevated tracks may not be extended beyond
the terminals in Manhattan, and a subway route
ha« been laid out by the Rapid Transit Commission
through the Ftatbueh-ave. extenslon, over the
Manhattan Bridge, and through Canal-st. ln Man¬
hattan. The subway route can only be carrled on
the bridge with a grade of 6 per cent at the ter¬
minals, and these routes on the bridge must oc-

cupy a portlon of the lower floor on the bridge.
since the grades to reach the upper floor would be
prohlbitory.

.which President Roosevelt authorized the pend
ing treaty, and Mr. Hay signed it, and I expec
to urge Its conflrmatlon. Nor would the rejeo-
tlon of the pending treaty put an end to th<
control of Cuba over the Island. A treaty direct¬
ly contrary to the one now pending would b<
necessary to do that. and there ls not the slight-

prospect of such a treaty being made. Yot
xnay be quite sure that Cuba will never oonsem

\ to glve up the Isle of Pines, and that the Unlted
1 States will never try to compel her to gire ll

'Tt is
about tlme for the city to wake up to Its oppor¬
tunity, and take the necessary 6teps to Increase
the value of Its waterfront by making Jamaica
Bay available for marltlme purposes. I have
consulted with the Mayor about the scheme, and
he ls ln favor of it."
The pamphlet forwarded to the Sinking Fund

Commisslon says ln part:
My propositlon is that the city should at ones

take up, forxnulate and execute a comprehensive
scheme for the full development of this property
fl). by perfeetinr ita tltle to all of tbe property to
whlch lt has a clalm; (2), by condemning at once the
unlmproved shore lands: and (8) by reclaiming the
salt marshea, fllling ln tbe shallow parts and num-
mocks of the bay, bulkbeading the l6lands and
shores throughout their entire extent, and open¬
ing up such charmels between the fllled ln lands as
may best develop the locality for Its future needs
and opportunities. It ls posslble, I believe, thus to
furnish here a centring polnt for great manufactur-
lng Interests, whlch wlll subsequently produce a

large and ever increasing revenue to the city of
New-York
It is lncreaslngly necessary that the income of

tha dty should be developed from sourees other
than direct taxatlon, for the need of all available
revenues was never more strikingly emphasized
than at the present time. when the demands for
lmprovemeata of evtry nature, lncludlng the lm-
mense sums necessary for proper transit extenslons
and greater water supply, are dally receivlng con¬
sideratlon. No more Dromising fleld in whlch to
search for such returns can be found than in and
around Jamaica Bay.
The greatest effort should be made by the clty

of New-Tork to retain its manufactures, and to do
all ln Its power to provlde such sultable locatlons as
wlll offset the strong inducements offered by land
syndicates ln New-Jersey. where a number of our
largest concerns have been lnduced to build, there-
by removing from the taxable list of the clty valu-
able plants, carrying with them an army of oper¬
ators and their famllles, who otherwise would
have remained within the clty limits.
When the report waa read President Fornes

said he had not had tlmt to consider tha sub¬
ject ln all its bearings. Controiler Grout offered
a resolution that the Mayor appoint a committee
of engineers to look over the suggestions. draft
plans, and report back to the Commissioner
of the Sinking Fund.

they had made daily thefts from storekcepers

The boys, who were all committefl to the

House of Detentlon by Maglstrate Pool to await
the woman's trlal, are Joseph Privato, alias
"Chlnkie," twelve years old, of No. 421 East
13th-sL; Dominlck Sparta, alias "Mlcky Doo¬
ley," twelve, of No. 200 lst-ave.; Salvatoro La-
partl, alias "Much," thlrteen, of No. 444 East
13th-st.. and Joseph Paschl, thirteen, of No.
421 East 18th-st.
Upon the complalnt of a clothing dealer at

No. 192 lst-ave., who said he caught the boy
steallng a pair of trousers from ln front of his
shop, young Privato was arrested. Being ar-
raigned in the Children's Court and questioned
by Fogarty and O'Connor, he made a confession,
the detectives say, whlch Ied to the arrest of
Mra Werzi and the apprehension of the other
three bcys. Mra Werzi"s flat was searched and
goods were found there which two etorekeepers
Identlfied sts having been stolen from their stock.

TO REOPEN CHADWICK CA8E TO-DAY.

Second.Two footwalks, each twelve feet ln

width. on the north and south sides of the bridge,
Thlrd.A double track subway route, on the

north tracks of the maln floor for the Manhattan
Bridge route of the Rapid Transit Commlssion.
Fourth.A double track trolley llne on the south

tracks of the maln floor for Brookiyn trolley cars
runnlng to the Manhattan termlnaL
Fifth.A double track trolley llne on the north

tracks of the upper floor for Manhattan trolley
cars runnlng to the Brookiyn terminal.
Sixth.A double track elevated ralroad llne on the

south tracks of the upper floor for Brookiyn elevat¬
ed tallroad tralns running to the Manhattan termi¬
nal.
The plans have been worked ont as to lines and

grades so as to furnish: __%_.'.
(a.) A central unobstructed rq_Hway across !g_F_

brlqge.
(b> Connectlons as above outllned for sabways,

surface and elevated rallways.
(c*> Provlslon for the pedestrlans crossing on the

ou'slde footwalks, whlch footwalks wlll termlnato
generally on the lateral streets and keep the pedes¬
trlans e_Urely away from the car and vehicular
traffic.
The general idea of both the terminals is the

same.to furnleh masonry walls lncloslng the ter¬
minals, bounded ln Manhattan by the Bowery. Bay-
erd-st. Forsyth and Canal sta, and ln Brookiyn by
Nassau, Bridge and Jay sts.
The terminal bullding on the Manhattan slde,

which ls on Bayard-st. and the end on the Bowery,
wlll furnish on the ground floor an assembly room
for persons about to take tralns over the bridge,
on the second floor ten terminal loops for Brookiyn
trolley cars, and on the thlrd floor at least four
tracks and flve platforms for the elevated trains
from Brookiyn.
The terminal bullding on the Brookiyn side, with

its end on Bridge-st and its side on Sands-st., will
furnish flve terminal loops for trolley cars from
Manhattan. The Brookiyn trolley lines may ap-
proach tbe bridge either through the Flatbush-ave.
extenslon or through Jay-st., and pass along Jay-
s* on to the bridge. The elevated trains from
Brookiyn wiU pass through Jay-st. or private prop¬
erty on to the bridge terminal. and pass over the
trolley track3 along Jay-st. on to the bridge.
The entire terminals have been worked out with

a view to fit architectural treatment. and wlll, lt
ls believed, present ln open spaces and archi¬
tectural treatment of the buildings thcreon orna¬
mental as well as convenicnt terminals to the
bridge.

BURNED SAVING CORPSE.

Widow Started Fire Trying to Kiss
Dead Husband's Lips.

While trying to save the body of her dead
husband from flre, which she accldentally caused

by upsettlng a candle near hls bier, Mrs. Ellza
Bergen, seventy-three years old, was yesterday
shockingly burned about the face and body ln
her home at No. 12 Apollo-st.. Williamsburg.
The body, which was badly burned. was saved
by a policeman attached to the Greenpoint-ave.
statlon and several railroad laborers, w,ho were

at work ln front of tlie burnlng building.
James Bergen, the dead man, was a ehlp-

builder and waa seventy-flve years old. He dled
Sunday. The widow was watching by the body
yesterday morning, when her relatives stepped
out of the house for a few minutea When
they had left the aged woman tried to klas the
lips of her dead husband. As she bent over the
casket she accldentally knocked over a candle.
The ".ext instant the drapery around the bier
was ln flames. Mrs. Bergen tried to extinguish
the flamea, and in doin«* so her faco and hands
were burned. She next tried to drag the body
of her husband from the flre, but the coffin
was too heavy. Her cries brought aid. Mrs.
Bergen had her burns dressed by Dr. O'Day, of
St. Catherine's Hospital. but refused to go to
that instltutlon, saying that it was her duty
to remain by the body.

GREAT NECK CHANGES.

Mr. Peters Tells Committee L. I.
R. R. Plans Improvements.

A committee of leading residents of Great Neck,
Long Island, headed by H. P. Booth, president of
the Ward Line of steamers, and H. B. Gilbert,
walted on Ralph Peters, presldent of the Long Isl¬
and Railroad Company, yesterday. and presented a

petitlon slgned by W. Gould Brokaw and other res¬

idents of Great Neck, requesting publlc safety im-
prrovements ln and about the Great Neck statlon,
Following the death of Louls Fitzgerald, Jr.,

near the statlon some weeks ago, publio opinion
at Great Neck demanded that the railroad show
more Interest ln the safety of the residents of the
viilage. W. Gould Brokaw was ths prlme mover
in the movement. He hlmself slgned the petiUon
and went about from door to door getting slg-
natures until. before he went South, nearly every
person of promtnence at Great Neck had slgned
or promised to wrlte personal letters to the com¬
pany. Among those who sent letters suggcstlng
immediate improvements waa W. K. Vanderbilt.
Mr. Peter* recelved the oommktee and assured

them that the company was planning the Improve¬
ments suggested. He sald that in additlon to thelr
petitlon he had recelved numerous letters from
other residents, He told them that the companywould put gates at the crossing, where several
persons have been kllled recently. Tho companywill nlso erect a covered platform and 1,000 feet
of sidlng, whlch wiU assure a safe footing for
those waltlng for trains. In two years, he aa!d. the
road ls to be double tracked from Port Washington.The company wlll also bulld a subway under the
road ho that passengers can reach the sratii-n i.-om
either slde without crossing the tracks.

42d-8t., as he said he was convlnced that the
company w£.s operating without a permlt from
the city or borough authorities. He said:

I sent three or four of the engineers of the
Finance Department to the scene of operatlons
In 42d-st last Monday night, with lnstructions
to thoroughly investlgate the tunnel and the
scope of the company's operatlons. The com¬

pany's employes at flrst refused to allow the
engineers to visit the premlses, but they pre¬
sented permits from the Bureau of Combustibl6S
and threatened to revoke all permits from that
bureau if they were den'ed admission. Thls
sufflced to gain them admission. They went
down the slxty-foot shaft, and to-day they re-
ported to me that the company was digglng its
tunnel under 42d-»t_, although Borough Presi¬
dent Ahearn revoked the permit some weeks
ago.

I am incllned to believe that the company ls
operating without due authority under the law,
end I shall ask the Corporatlon Counsel to ob¬
tain an injunctlor preventlng further tunnel
work rnder 42d-st. untll the company demon-
strates the validity of Its franchise. I notlce
that Mr. Veiller, secretary of the City Club. has
asked the Mayor to look into the operatlons of
the Belmont tunnei people ln 42d-st Mr. Veil¬
ler ls ualling along behind the Finance Depart¬
ment ln this matter. We have had men on this
work for the last four or flve days and have
acted entirel*- independent of the promptings of
the City Club.

FIGHT ON CONSUMPTION.

Death Rate from Tuberculosis Re¬
duced 10 Per Cent.

Health Commissioner Darllngton yesterday
explained how hls department has been able to
reduce the death rate from tuberculosis by 20
per cent ln the last decade. Much of the de¬
crease has been due to hls efforts, and it is gen¬
erally acknowledged that the Department of
Health of this city is twenty years ahead of all
other cities ln the treatment of thls disease.

It is estimated that about 30,000 people of thls
city are suffering with consumption now, and
that of these 10.000 wl!l be ln their graves by
the end of the year. Tuberculosis and pneu¬
monia are responsible for more deaths than any
other disease in New-York City. The Commis¬
sioner said:
When the department established Its dispen-

Bary fcr persons suffering from consumption
nearly two years ago It undertook a work that
had never before been taken up by a municipal -

Ity. Thls dispensary is no longer an experi-
ment. It treated twice as many patients in the
last few months as ln the whole of its flrst
twelve. Through the dispensary the department
has been able to catch many cases of con¬
sumption in the earlier stagea and to take charge
of the patients. Information as to the care of
patients has been supplled in all languages. food
has been supplled in many cases, nurses have
been sent to the homes where needed, and many
patients have been removed to tbe hospitals.

In the laat twelve months more than 4,000
ne**. patients have been caied for, a dally aver¬

age attendance of sixty-six. Since June the
dispensary has been turned over to colored doc¬
tors for the treatment of colored patients alone
on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday evenings.
No colored patient is refused at other times, but
this time is especially set aside for them.

BIG FIRE AT SANDY HOOK.

Fire Englne Might Have Saved
Buildings from Destructlon.

Sandy Hook, N. J., Nov. 28..Flre to-day com¬
pletely consumed the wooden buildings at tb1*
Sandy Hook Proving Grounds which were used
as machine, boller, engine, paint, plumbing and
carpenter shops. Much valuable maehinery
which was ln the buildings at rhe time was de¬
stroyed.
Several other buildings were in danger of

catchlng fire for a time. but promot action on

the part of the troops saved these. The garrison
at Fort Hancock responded promptly to the
alarm of fire and did what could be done to pre¬
vent the spread of the flre. There is no flre
engine at the post. however, or the flre mlght
have been extlngulshed before it consumed the
buildings.
The men who were at work ln the various

buildings whlch were destroyed fled ln time to

escape injury. The cause of the flre ls un¬

known. The loss has not yet been estimated.
Loud blasts from a whlstle called all hands

to the flre, whlch had started under the roof
of the machine shop at the smokestack. Fort
Hancock also sounded an alarm by the flring
of guns, and soon streama of water were brought
to bear on the rapidly spreadlng flames, which
were fed by the dry woodwork and the oll
soaked floors.

Btscket brigades were formed by soldlcrs
from the fort, whlle others broke down the
walls ln an effort to aave as much as possible
of the maehinery. Still others were detatled to
wet down buildings on which sparks were falling

aave them from destructlon.

Three men and a woman were sentenced to

long terms by Judge McMahon in the Court of

General Sessions yesterday, charged with as-

saults on young girls. The most important case

was that in which Tony Green. or Aqulnto, as

ha is rightly named, and Rosle Schwarts were

the defendanta,
Green is a member of the Harlem branch of

the Paul Kelly gang. and livea at No. 319 East

113th-st. Rosie Schwarts ls thirty years old
and lives at No. 250 East 417th-s_ They were

arrested October 22 after a aeaxch made on In¬

formation from Newark that three girla had
been lured to this clty and placed in a house
of 111 fame here. The speclfic complalnt against
them was from Amella Kammisky, sixteen

years old. This glrl ls now a physical wreck

and a sufferer from spinal meningitis. She was

ln court. She wlll probably never recover her

health.
Judge McMahon in sentencing Green to ten

years, said: "This traffic is worse than murder."
The Schwartx woman was sentenced to flve

years and slx monoha. When aentence was pro-
nounced she screamed loud enough to be heard
almost in the street. and had to be carried
across the corridors of the building. She
screamed as she was carried across the "Bridge
of Sighs," and kept it up ln the Tombs.
Another sentence was that lmposed on Archi¬

bald Robinson. who got six years and slx
months. Robinson had a fumished room at No.
442 West 36th-st., and Jennie Harrison, fifteen
years old, the victim, llved in the house with
her parents.
The last case was that of Samuel Reltman, an

ex-convict living at No. 55 East 99th-st. He
was arrested October 24 charged with assaulting
Maggle Geiger. fifteen years old, of No. 235
East 19th-s_ Reitman said he was an in-
structor in acting. He met the girl on 14th-st
and lnduced her to go to hia "studio" at No.
147 East 16th-st. He got ten years.

fled yesterday when E. D. Randolph. treasartr
of the New-York Life, was on the stand wa*

that some tlme ln January, 1300, there wers

taken from the vaults of the New-Tork L*
Company non-taxable clty securitiea to tb*
value of $700,000, and that a check of the C«-
tral Na*ilonal Bank was substituted, thus en-

abling the bank to certify to the tax offlcials to

1700,000 less of taxable property than ^oxM
have been possible before the transaction.
The tax rate ln 1900 was about $25 on th*

thousand, and the tax thus evaded amocated
ln round numbers to $17,500. The interest tor
flve years at 7 per cent on this sum amoun*8
to about $6,125, making* the total arrearafa WB
due from the beneflciary to the dty tbtnX
$23,625.

"I shall lay thls matter before the ControJW
and the Corporation Counsel." sald Mr. 0"Dob*m1
yesterday. "From what I have already learned
we can recover thls sum from the benefld***'
no matter who the beneflciary msy have been.
