WILL FIGHT ALONE IF NECESSARY.

*T feel very bitter on this matter, and I wlill
not cease to fight this condition In office and out
of office, whether my professional brothers at the
Bar toke up the fight or not.

CHEERS FOR WEAVER.

Etout and sturdy Mayor Weaver was cheerad
when ha began to tell of the struggle with the
“erafters” of the Quaker City. His reddish face
grew firm and his short musiache seemed to
bristle as he told of the terrible crimes which
had permeated every department of clty gov-
ernment. He emphsasized his remarks with re-
peated short, sharp shakes of his head.

He sald In part:

The great victories recently won by the forces
of reform, especially In the large cities, are only
s#o many clarion calls to higher and nobler duty—
to closer and more vital conflict with the enemies
of good government.

What has been done points the way to what
ean be done, and what therefore must be done,
or we shall be laggards and traitors to our trust.

The last nationa] electlon resulted In a ma-
jority for the successful political party so over-
whelming ss almost to rob it of partisan signifi-
cance. It demonstrated at least that political
ties were beginning to loosen with large bodies
of our citizenship. But tle after effects of tha
election svere still more significant. The spirit
of acquiescence and satisfaction that pervaded
all classes of the peopls was spontaneous and
hearty. The vanquished expressed content and
the victorious found themselves engaged In mu-
tual congratulation with comrades they had
never dreamed of finding on their sids,

Quickly succeeding all this came a serlea of
acts and declarations by the great Presldent of
tha Republir, that almost effaced party and
raised him to be the advocate, exponent and
leader of the rights, aspirations and hopes of
all the people. Prealdent Roosevelt had exor-
cised the avil spirit of the party. Thus the time
was propitions for an exhibition of political in-
dependence.

More than this, a voice was heard throughout
all the land that ralsed the ldeal of civie duty
to a plane horizontal with the simple, moral
standards of honesty and justice, It was the
volee of the Chief Magistrate of the people. He
taught that the Decalogue was not suspended
by a party majority, and that official rectitude
only constituted a title te the confidence and
support of the people. Thus he turned the eyes
of men away frcm party names to party per-
formances, from creeds to conduct, from power
to justice.

It was at such a time and under suck cir-
cumstances that there occurred a series of
events, separated in time, separated in locality
and separated in political relation, that startled
the country and aroused the quickened con-
science of the people. Separated though they
were, they nevertheless were related in impulsa
and general character, The impulse was the
masterful initiative of the President, the char-
acter was the remorseless exposition and pun-
{shment of corruption and crimes of party lead-
ers by officials of ¢helr own party.

In mddition to this wers the revelations of
the corruptions and corrupting Influences af
the great moneyed corporations of the country.

Tt has been demonstrated that the public con-
golence is sound and that the people wiil vote
independently when they have a chance.

Obvlously, tha most Important consideration Is
to devise & method by which they ecan most
ensily, certalnly and effectively record their in-
dependent judgment. In other words, the exer-
clse of the elective franclilse must be made simple
and the method of truthfully recording the vote
must be made sure and safe and freed from the
obstacles that now besst it. Therefore, 1 would
ascribe ballot reform ns first in the reforms
dernanded by the hour. The ballot should be
made to record the will of the people as re-
sponsibly as an electric key the will of It8s oper-
ator. A complicated ballot Is the chief butiress
of corrupt politicians. In my own city this, with
the iniquitous registration and election laws, has
besn until now the impregnable fortress of a
eriminal poiitical organization.

In addition to the ballot reform laws, how-
ever, we need to remove another particularly
dangerous enemy to free and pure elections.
The officehoiders should be whelly divorced from
all political reiation to the makers of nomina-
tions or the cmn.xlm:t1 ;fhelmuo?npd!\:o m&u; ’O‘n

Can you plcturs them with minds single to that
great purpose gecuring a patch of blue sky in
the life of every man and equality before the law
for all? Can you pleturs 1t? I think not. and

diﬂere;;ntrg:.rrjes. have had the power to keep from
their s tickets the name of any man with
an idep. Buch was the condition; what 1s the
paramount remedy?

To me it seems that It can be found In a direct
primary law that will enable & person with a plan
of reform to get poesssslon of the mac of his
party to put hils reform into effect. The result of
such law is to
and to make it Impoesible for any man to kesp
men of braine out of actlon. It drives the party
bo=s to the wall for good and paves the way for
political leaders who will make the party an in-
strument to advance measures in the Interests of
the people rather than a tool In the hands of &
i::m to advance the unlawful interests of corpora-

ons.

Big, hearty, whole souled Tom Johnson, radical
Mayor of Cleveland, was all smiles when it came
his turn. His delight at the mingling of forces,
of the officlals-elect of various parties and of no
parties was evident. He wore the lowast collar
that has been seen on a New-York platform this
year and the broadest smile.

MAYOR TOM JOHNSON'S SPEECH.

Every one knew that he would soon get to his

own particular hobby—city franchises—but as a
prelude he deplared that he saw in such a
! gathering a sign.of citizenship rising above mers
He spoke of Govefnor Folk go-
ing to Philadslphia to help Mayor Weaver, and
tken to Ohlo to asslst Governor-eleot Pattison,
and declared that after such evid-nce he really
velieved the forces of reform were at last fight-
ing for the same thing. He =ald in part:

Our city governments show the confilct
between two antagonizing forces, one In tha
direction of sociallsm, the other in the direction
of speclal privilege. Boclalism would destroy
individual enterprise, whila privilege In its
struggle to protect monopoly I8 destroying citi-
zenship, Sociallsm would put Industry and
property in the bands of the government and
make it the sole employer of labor. Plutocracy,
or conservatism, as special privilege calls itself,
would keep all clty enterpriges in private hands
for profit. These are the two extremes, and
each must lead to destruction. We, who favor
municipal ownership of publie service enter-
prises, stand as it were between these two con-
illeting forces.

We contend that public business only should
be managed by the people. We contend that
private business should always remain in pri-
vats hands, These three schools of thought
have been accurately described as plutocracy,
which advocat=s the private ownership of public
business: sociallsm, which favors the publle
ownership of private business, and municipal
ownership, which demands the public ownership
of publlic business.

What is it that stands mostly in the way of
our oitles becoming healthy, beautiful and full
of public spirit? What are the forces back of
the bosses and petty “grafters?’ Lincoln Stef-
fens says, “Big business,” and Frederick C
Howe says, “Blg privilege”” but they really
mean the same thing, unfair advantage of some
kind. It is owing fo the corrupting influence of
thesa owners of law made privileges, In an effort
to enlarge, eecure or obtain new privileges, that
great funds gre placed In the hands of corrupt
bosses, or corrupted political parties. -

In this process of city making, which you are
consldering, what influence is It that baffles
effort? It js the alliance of the keenest minds
and the brightest intellects with the privileged
corporations. This alliance ls not, as some claim,
to keep these enterprises out of polities, but it
is to keep bad men in politics, that larger profiis
may accrue to the owners of special privileges.
The stockholders and Investors in such enter-

risea find that their interests lle in perpetuat-

ng the power of tha “boss.” But for the great
rofits that flow to them from street raflway and
ighting franchises these men would exerclse
thelr great influence to make our citles better,
instead of, as now, to keep them bad.

The grestest loss to the city is not the value of
the franchise to its private owners, nor in loss of
convenience or publie spirit and eivie virtue
among the men who naturally in tha
ranks of those seeking to make this world better
for all of us.

All are willing to halp in an attack on the
petty grafter, but how few are willing to look
the economle condition of our cities in the face
and attack the big grafter? How few men will
look back of the corrupt bosses for tha force
that is really produeclng corruption, of which the
boss {a only the agent. No lasting advance on
solid ground will be made until we face this
economle problem of the city and attack tha
privileged intersats which are responsible for the
evils we are combeating.

A free city will give us a free people, and a
free people will engage In city making; they will
test nll questions by ths benefit to the com-
munity as a whole, instead of by their profit to
the privileged few. The good work of our dis-
tingulshed guest, Mr. Jerome; his courags in
fighting for the piain people; the work of Mr.
Steffens and Mr. Howe in their careful study.
present to my miand the hope of the future,
which Ia nothing less than a government repre-
sentative of all the people.
