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NINE BURNED WITH BOAT.

Sleeping Raft Crew Fall from
Bunks to Flames Below.

Mobils, Dec. 1-~—~Nine persons, whose names
are not yet known, occupying a “pull boat” on
Middle River, which runs between the Tensas
and Alabama rivers, were burned to death to-day
in a fire which destroyed the boat. Sidney Wheat,
the negro steward, escaped by being awake
owing to illness. The crackling of burning tim-
bers warning him in time, he jumped into the
river just as the boat collapsed. Stewart &
Butt, of Mobile, who owned the boat, say there
had been no steam on her for three days. They
are at a loss to account for the burning of the
vessel.

According to Wheat’s etory the nine men were

! dumped into a roaring furnace while they were
| asleep, and were roasted alive.

The boat was

used by men who were engaged in getting logs
out of narrow places for rafting purposes. It

| was constructed similar to a dredge boat, with a

structure for sheltering the machinery and
apartments in which the crew and employes
lived. The fire had evidently been burning some
time when Wheat was awakened. He says he
rushed in and called to the others that the boat
was burning. He does not know whether any of
the men heard him. He leaped from the vessel
into the river, and a moment later the structure
collapsed, the men falling into the blazing hull.

TO OUST SQUATTERS.

Protector in Raqueite Lake Region

—Armed Resistance Feared.

Utica, N. Y., Dec. 1.—A dispatch to “The Ob-
server” from Raquette Lake says that Chief
Game Protector Burnham went into that region
with fifteen men last night with orders to tear

| down all buildings on State lands which have

been bullt since the adoption of the constitu-
tional amendment. These number thirty or
forty, and are from small cottages up to places
which cost from $15,000 to $18,000. The squat-
ters are up in arms and threaten to shoot the
State officers if their places are touched.

INDIAN VESSEL ABLAZE.

Neufels’s Oriental Cargo May Be
Totally Destroyed.

A fire broke out in the hold of the Neufels, of
the Hansen Line, which is lying at the wharf at
47th-st., Brooklyn, yesterday. She had just ar-
rived from Calcutta with a cargo of jute and
Indian wood.

Although two fireboats and several engines
poured hundreds of thousands of galions of
water into her hold, the fire still faged late last
night, and it was believed that the vessel’'s en-
tire cargo would be destroyed. The loss is esti-
mated at $10,004.

Ten Coasting Vessels Blown to Sea

Off Newfoundland.

St. John's, N. F., Dec. 1.—Ten vessels, with
crews aggregating one hundred men, bound from
St. John'’s to various harbors around the coast,
were driven seaward in a fierce gale yesterday.
Much apprehension is felt for their safety be-
cause the intense cold which followed the gale
will probably cover their decks and rigging with
ice. rendering them unmanageable. A year ago
the crews of five vessels driven off shore under
similar conditions were rescued by steamers in
midocean.

YALE MEN FOR PHILIPPINE SERVICE.

Three Likely to Get Commissions in the
Regular Army, It Is Said.

GIVE UP HOPE FOR 19.

SHIP'S WRECKAGE SEEN.

Estimate of 149 Lives and 70 Ves-
sels Lost in Lakes’ Worst Y ear.

Detroit, Dec. L—*The Journal” to-day says
that 149 lives have been sacrificed, more than
seventy ships wrecked and a loss of nearly $7.~
000,000 has been sustained in the three big |
storms on the Great Lakes this season. That
this is the most disastrous season in the history
of shipping on the lakes is beyend doubt.

Chicago, Dec. 1.—It is believed that the steel
steamer Ira H. Owen has been wrecked, and
that its crew of nineteen men is drowned. T3
ship was last seen on Tuesday, forty miles from
Outer Island, in Lake Superior. The Chicago
owners have given up all hope of the vessel.
The Owen's captain was Joseph Mulligan, of
¢ Buffalo.

The latest tidings of the Owen were brought
into Ashland, Wis., to-day by Captain Chamber-
lain of the steamer Sir Willizia Siemens. Captain
Chamberlain reported that at 10 o'clock vester-
day, when twelve miles east 6f Michigan Island, |
wreckage, apparently from the Owen was seen.
Floating in the midst of the wreckage were H-l
number of life preservers marked “S. 8. Ira H.
Owen.”

Captain J. G. Keith, manager of the Owen, to-
night admitted that all hope was apparently
gone. “I do not understand what could have
happened to the Owen.” he said. *“She had a
cargo of 116,000 bushels of bariey, which was a
light load for the ship.”

The Ira M. Owen was built in Cleveland in
1887. She was insured for $100,000. Her cargo
was also insured.

ALBANIANS IN REVOLT.

Turkish Troops Attacked and Sev-
eral Guns Taken.

Salonica, Dec. 1.—It is reported that Albanians
vesterday attacked the troops at Liuma and cap-
tured several cannon, and that Theusi Pacha has
gone to Liuma with troops. It is said that the
Albanians are furious at the prospect of the
European powers taking over the financial con-
trol of Macedonia.

PORTE LIKELY TO YIELD.

Willing to Accept in Part Powers’
Demand—A Threat.

Athens, Dec. 1.—A Russian destroyer arrived
here this morning. Her commander in an in-
terview said that the Turkish Governor of the
Island of Mitylene yesterday presented to Vice-
Admiral Ritter von Jedina, commander of the
international fleet, an official dispatch from
Constantinople, in which it was announced that
the Porte would accept the propoeals of the

powers for the financial control of Macedonin
with modifications.

Constantinople, Dec. 1.—An extraordinary
council of ministers was In session to-day at
the Yildiz Palace to consider the =situation arls-
ing from the refusal of the ambassadors to mod-.
ify thelr demands in regard to the financial con-
trol of Macedonia. Tewfik Pacha, the Forelgn
Minister, previousiy visited the British Am-
bassador, Sir Nicholas R. O'Conor, urging a
compromise that would not injure the Sultan’s
dignity, but the Ambassador said that any mod-
ification of the scheme was impossible.

BULGARIAS ATTITUDE.

Noncommittal Reply Made to Warn-
ing of Powers.

Sofia, Dec. 1.—The Bulgarian Foreign Minis-
ter to-day made a verbas reply to the note pre-
sented by Austria and Russia, supported by
other powers, warning the governments of the
Balkan States to observe neutrality during the
naval demonstration against Turkey.

The Minister expressed surprise that the
powers should resort to such an admonition to
Bulgaria, which, he said, had invariably taken
a correct position. He said that the existing
conditions in European Turkey would continue
as long as the Ottoman government connived
with the Greeks in the persistent persecution
of the Bulgarian population. If the persecu-
tions provoked an outbreak or led to a mas-
sacre, the Minister said, the Bulgarian govern-
ment would repudiate ail responsibility for the
consequences, because it would be impossible to
resist the pressure resulting from popular ex-
citement due to sympathy for the Bulgarians
in Turkey.

LYNCHERS KILL INNOCENT NEGRO.

After Shooting Man to Pieces Mob Continues
Chase for Supposed Murderer.

New-Orleans, Dec. 1.—A mob from Kosiusko,
Miss., last night pursuei with bloodhounds a
negro charged with assaulting a white man at
that place. When the trall was run down Db¥
the dogs, a negro named Bob Kennedy was found
in hiding in a cabin. He was shot to death by
the mob.

It was not until after the body had been shot
to pieces that it was found that Kennedy was
not the wan who was wanted. The negro wanted
was Rufus Ousley, who shot and killed a deputy
sheriff named Love, who was trying to arrest
him. The mob, after killing the innocent negro,
at once continued the chase for the guilty one,
and he will be lynched as soon as caught.

CUBA’S QUIET ELECTION.

WINS.

EVERY MODERATE

Liberuls Make No Effort to Cause
Disorder at Polls.

Havana, Dec. 1.—The political agitation which
began six months ago with the national conven-
tion of the Liberal party, and which has dwin-
dled since the withdraway of General José
Miguel Gomes, the Presidential candidate named
by the convention, ended to-day in an election
that was so quiet and uninteresting as to cause
scarcely & ripple of excitement. The vote cast
was very light, this being due to the lack of in-
terest in the wholly one sided election and the
heavy rains of Thursday night and to-day.

The withdrawal of the Liberals from all nom-
inations as a protest against alleged injustices
by the government and the people in conduct-
ing the primaries left a clear fleld for the Mod-
erates, and every Moderats nominee was elect-
ed, from President Palma to the provincial coun-
cillors.

The only Liberals who will have seats in the
new Congress, which opens in April, will be the
hold overs from the old Congress, and conse-
quently only a third of the Senate and a fifth
of the House will be composed of members of
that party. The Senate will have fourteen Mod-
erates, one Liberal Nationalist, or Nuflez fol-
lower, and nine Liberals. Included with the lat-
ter, however, are four so-calied Independents,
why may or may not vote with the Liberals.
The House will have twelve Liberal National-
ists, forty-one Moderate and three independents,
of Moderate tendencies.

Governor Nufiez of Havana Province, who,
after he failed to receive the Liberal nomina-
tion for thé Presidency, joined the forces of the
Palma party in ousting the Liberals from the
Havana city and provincial offices, is of .course
ge-elected.

The election of Moderate governors and coun-
selors in every province is complete.

The Secretary of the Interfor, Freye Andrade,
hwo is in constang_recelpt of telegraphic reports
from all sections of the island, informed The
Associated Press to-night that he had received
no advices indicating the slightest disorder any-
where. The polls were open everywhere except
in a few small villages where swollen rivers or
muddy roads prevented voters from assembling.
Orders have been issued to polling inspectors,
he said, that nobody should be permitted to
vote unless he was known to some of the in-
spectors. The Seecretary justified this order by
saying that no voting place had more than
five hundred voters, and it was therefore reason-

able to require the inspectors to be satisfied
that the applicant to cast a ballot had not
fraudulently registered. Sefior Andrade admitied
that a great number of persons had registered
fraudulently, but he blamed the existing law for
this.

The registration. which was beyond the ac-
credited male population of the island,
amounted to 400,000, but to-day's vote, it is es-
timated., will not run much beyond 150,000.

The tickets usea were large and apparently
complicated. The candidates were eighteen
Presidential and thirty-four Senate electors, be-
sides the congressmen and provincial officers.
Two extra tickets were supplied to voters in
case the original ballot was spoiled.

The count to-night is coming in slowly, as
the law provides that unused or spoiled tickets
remaining must be compared and verified with
those cast.

RIOT AT THE GUILDHALL.

Socialist Unemployed Element Dis-
persed by Police.

London, Dec. 1.—An attempt on the part of the
socialist element of the unemployed workmen
to hold a demonstration in front of the Guild-
hall to-day was checked by police, resulting in
disturbances and the arrest of five of the agi-
‘tators. A meeting of the central committee,
called to consider the question of the allotment
of the fund for the unemployed. was in progress
at the Guildhall at the time, and the demonstra-
tion of the socialists was intended to impress
the committeemen.

One of the leaders was denouncing the gov-
ernjng classes and railing against the fact that
the unemployed were compelled to accept char-
ity. He had proposed that the workmen march
to the West End, when an official communication
commanding him to desist was handed to him.
The crowd then became unruly and was di
persed by three hundred policemen, who were

accompanied by detectives disguised as unem-
ployed workmen. Those resisting were arrested.
The crowd scattered, hooting and crying “Down
with our bulldog tyrant!” and giving other evi-
dences of its antagonistic attitude.

ICE COVERS STEAMERS.

North Atlantic Winter Met by In-
coming Craft.

The first ice-coated steamers to reach port this
winter arrived here yesterday. The Cunarder
Slavonia, from Naples, came in first, and re-
ported having encountered exceedingly heavy
weather on the Mediterranean and on the At-
lantic. The officers said that the trip from
Naples was the most severe in the history of
the steamer.

A heavy storm threatened when the Slavonia
was at Palermo on November 12, and Captain
Taylor put out to sea twelve hours ahead of
the sailing time to have plenty of sea room
when the storm broke. Continued heavy head
winds caused the steamer to run at reduced
speed, and a foul bottom also caused consid-
erable delay.

The Cedric came up to her pier with a great

pile of gray-grained sea ice on her bow and with
her towering sides completely covered wilh
frozen spray. She also encountered the heavy
weather that struck the Slavonia.

DAMAGE BY LAKE TIDAL WAVE.

Shipping and Pier Property Suffer at Wauke-
gan, Il

Chicago, Dec. 1.—Shipping and pier property at
Waukegan, Ill., forty miles north of here, were
seriously damaged to-day by a tidal wave seven
feet in height, which swept in from Lake Michigan,
The steamer Tioga was driven against the pier
and a small hole was knocked in her side, and two

tugse in the harbor were also slightly damaged.

BALL PLAYER HAS HARD TIME.

New-Haven, Conn., Dec. 1.—Walter Nichols, a
well-known baseball player, and two compan-
ions, nearly lost their lives while duck hunting
yesterday off Milford. The young men went cut
in two skiffs and when several miles from shore
a pair of oars from one of the boats was lost, the
men being nearly overcome by the cold.

The other boat attempted to render assistance,
but the outgoing tide carried both boats far out
in the Sound. The tide turned and with one pair

MR. PARSONS ALONE LEFT.

.Latter Candidate for County Ezecu-

tive Committee Head Also.

Congressman J. Van Vechten Olcott, who two
weeks ago announced his candidacy for the
presidency of the itepublican County Commits
tee to succeed William Halpin, last night in a
formal statement withdrew from the race In
favor of Congressman FParsons, thus leaving
Mr. Parsons as the only candidate.

PLEASED WITH STATEMENT.

Congressman Parsons was at a dinner at the
Republican Club with several of his colleagues
in the House of Representatives from. this State
when informed by a Tribune reporter that Mr,
Olcott had withdrawn from the race. Aftar
reading Mr. Olcott’s statement he said:

“I am very much pleased at the spirit of Mn
Olcott’s statement. I believe that he acted from
the highest motives. I look forward with con-
fidence to his support and co-operation if T am
elected president of the county committee.”

“Do you expect to be the chairman of the
executive committee as well as president of
the county committee?” he was asked.

“Well, T shall be a candidate for the place.”
said Mr. Parsons. “It strikes me that the presi-
dent could advisedly fill both positions.”

“Do you expect to have plenty of time to
perform the duties of Representative, president
of the county committee and chalrman of the
executive committee?” he was asked.

“Well, I shall make a herole attempt to dis-
charge the duties of all the three places accepi-
ably,” said Mr. Parsons.

Mr. Parsons received the congratulations of .
his colleagues in the House at the Republican
Club last night. Mr. Olcott’'s retirement from
the race was regarded by Republicans generaily
as a proper step for him to take. Senator Alfred

county will work hard for a victory next fall."

The county committee will meet on Thursday
night, December 21, for reorganization. William
Halpin for the last year has been both president
and executive committee chairman. Charles H.
Murray succeeded M. Linn Bruce as president
of the county committee at the annual election
two yvears ago, holding the presidency for a
year. On his appointment as a jugdge of the
Court of Claims Mr. Halpin, who was chairman
of the executive committee, succeeded to ths
presidency.

Lieutenant Governor Bruce' in the four
months that he was president produced excep-
tionally good results. Mr. Halpin worked as few
men have worked at a political task. His friends
believe that if he had been continued as presi-
dent he might have realized his ambition to
bring the county organization up to a vote gt
ting standard that it never has reached.
friends of Mr. Parsons are confident that he will
be able to pacify factionalism and unite the ele-
ments that have been working at cross purposes
since Senator Platt was succeeded by ex-Gov-
ernor Odell as State leader.
