The Governor
wjjjdevote considerable time to the large ques-

tions of State interest, but willnot attempt to

dictate what the legislature shall or shall not

do At the last session of the legislature many

of the bills which came to the Governor were

imperfect In their titles and several of them In-

consistent In phraseology, a defect due to the

'act that there is not sufficient legislative debate

Ind Inquiry into the character and contents of
*

their make-up.

Recent disclosures in business circles have

awakened the public conscience to a higher

appreciation of the morals of business and
political life. These evils, he believes, are
wellnigiiimpossible of correction unless reform

begins at the fountain head. So long as corrup-
• tion exist* at the polls and bribery is per-

mitted abuses willcreep in and continue, as a

logical consequence. The Governor willcertain-

ly discuss at some length the question of the

Corrupt Practices act, with a view of preventing

the corrupt use of moneys. He was chairman of

the commission that framed the primary re-

form law. which partly remedied the abuses

which prior to that time existed in the pri-

maries and which enabled the people to have a

full and free voice in the selection of their can-

didates.
He now will go a step further and suggest

that reform legislation be passed so that the

elections may be free from suspicion and cor-

rupt influence. The Governor was always op-

posed to the law merging the fall and spring elec-

tions and contended against it in party caucus
at the tim« it was passed. He has not changed

Us opinion as to the wisdom of keeping the
municipal and State elections separate, and will

discuss this matter in his message.

Thf> question of taxation willbe discussed at
length with a view to obtaining uniformity and
equalltv. The growing increase of taxation is
becoming he has declared, a source of burden t<?
enterprise and thrift. The question of how to

Bchten this burden is the most important eco-
nomic problem of the day. The Governor, in his
inaugural address, spok* of the increase of mu-
nicipal taxation, and will probably have some-
thlng further to say of it in his message. The
settlement of the question of the taxation of

railroads, which was begun at the- last session,

should be completed at this session. The mes-
sage willbe clear and explicit on this point, and
the issues will be discussed fully. Various

methods of readjusting taxation of the main

stem of the railroad will probably be presented.

The Governor, it is predicted by his confidants.
•s-ill urg*» that this matter be settled in a way

bo that there willbe no doubt that the railroads
will bear equally with all other property their

share of the burdens of taxation.
The question of the franchises of public ut?li-

tips is one which strongly appeals to the public

mind. No one outside of the franchise holders
questions the advisability of limiting these
jrrar.ts There may be some discussion in the
legislature as to the ways and means to this end.
The question willbe presented in the Governors
message predicated upon the assumption that

limited franchises willbe the policy of the State

In the future. The question of the taxation of

these franchises willbe discussed with care, and

the legislature recommended to pass such meas-
urea as willcause these franchises to bear such
a share of the public burden in the way of taxes

as their valuation warrants.

The managers of the Erie Railroad are consider-
ing the reaulring of its train crews to take In-
struction in "first aid to the injured." May it do
so, and may all other roods follow its example,

thus preventing from absolute dissolution the lives

which they have not been efficient enough to guard

against disaster! Only those who have been in a

railroad wreck and witnessed the inferno of suffer-
ing there can have any notion of the mitigation of

pain and salvation of life that might be given by

the presence of some one possessing a knowledge

of rudimentary surgery. Under certain conditions
it is inevitable that hours will elapse between the
time of a wreck and the arrival upon the scene of
skilled medical men. Were the train crews given

some drill in bandaging wounds and stanching

blood flow, a percentage of lives now sacrificed
mighthe saved. There appears to be no diminution
in the appalling loss of lffe from railway accidents
The criminal economy of the railroads, the lack of

a full sense of responsibility upon the Part f* th*
employes of the roads, and the recklessness of
passengers combine to make .sum total that, an-
nually In America rivals In its list of dead and

Heirs of Robert Graham, or Dunn,

Cannot Be Found.

Morrlstown, Dec, I.—Search is being made for the

wife and children of Robert Graham, or Dunn, who

came to this country from Norwich. England, on
the steamship Idaho in 1870 and who died in Morris-
town in 1898. Henry P. Witte has $9,000. with inter-

est for seven year?, which was left by Mr. Graham
and which has not yet been claimed.

Men Dropped from Police Depart-
ment Refuse To Be Dismissed.

Orange. Dec. 1(Special).— The old Police Commit-
tfe of the Orange Common Council took hold of

REASSESSMENT BEGINS.

Newark Tax Commissioners Disre-
gard Movement Against Hillery Act
In anticipation of having to conform with the

provisions of the Hillerymaximum tax act, which
will go into effect January 1 next year, the tax
commissioners of Newark yesterday took up the
work of reassessing the entire city to equalize

taxation and to determine the real estate values.

The decision of the commissioners came as a surprise

In certain quarters of the State, where there \s

at present considerable agitation tending to the
repeal of the Hillery act, but it was announced

that they would not take notice of the efforts in

that direction, and would go ahead, expecting thta
law to go into effect.

This task means a great deal of work, and al-
ready orders for the printing of blank forms have

been placed with printers, which probably will be
ready for use about December 14. With the first

of the year all taxing boards, should there be no
change "in the Hillery law, will be required to
carry out the provisions of the new act within a
period of six months.

This was taken into consideration by the .New-

ark commissioners, and as they have about forty-

three thousand real estate assessments to make, it
was deemed advisable that as much as possible of
the preliminary work be done at this time, so that

the vast details involved in the entire task may

be completed within the time allowed.

AXE FALLS IN ORANGE.

Evangelist Answers Critics Who
Frowned on Work Among Resorts.

The Rev. and Mrs. Wiliam Aslrer. the "saloon
evangelists," were in Newark yesterday arrane-
ine: for the begrinnins of the saloon meetings
In that city. Mr. Asher appeared before the
ministers in chargre of the revival work at a
conference in the Continental Hotel. There he
met many of the pastors of the Newark
churches, some of whom took exception to some
of the printed reports about the Rev. Mr. Asher
and his alleged statements to the effect that
saloonkeepers were "good fellows." The Rev.
Dr. Charles E. Xash, president of the New-Jer-
sey Anti-Saloon League, was among those pres-
ent. The Rev. Mr. Asher explained that he
and his wife did not go around preaching tem-
lerance, but Christianity.

The Rev. Mr. Asher said there was some mis-
understanding with regard to the purpose of his
work, and wanted it understood that his move-
ment was not against those saloonkeepers who
were courteous enough to turn their establish-
ments over to the evangelists for use as meet-
ing places.

At the conference reports were made of the
revival work as it has been conducted so far
and the plans for next week were announced.
The first "sunrise" service was held yesterday
morning in the Old First Presbyterian Church.
About four hundred persons attended the meet-
ing.

The Academy of Music in Jersey City was
filled at the noonday revival service. The Rev.
Dr. Henry Ostrom preached on the duty of
of doing personal work for God. The Rev. Dr.
Charles Horr. of th? First Presbyterian Church,
presided. Meetings were held in the afternoon
in the Bergen Reformed Church V>y the Rev.
John Robertson and in the Park Reformed
Church by the Rev. Dr. John A. Earl. In the
evening services were held in all of the district
churches according to schedule. No meetings
will be held to-day.
