While the Atlantic Coa*t districts experienced
drouthy conditions and heavy rains proved detri-
mental to the west Gulf States, the weather con-

The long continued drouth in California was re-
lieved by generous rains near the cl< -p or tne

The reports indicate that in the principal winter
wheat States winter wheat is entering the winter

in excellent condition. In the Middle Atlantic
States, however, the germination of late sown
wheat was not whollysatisfactory, but that seeded
i-atiy Is in promising condition.
