PURITY MUST BE SHOWN.

Thorough Inspection Provided for
by Semator Heyburn's Bill.

“dllhcun. Dec. 2—Federal control of foods,
&drugs and liguors, for the purpose of securing
their purity, is provided for in a comprehensive
DO to be introduoed in the Senate at an early
@ate By Senator Heyburn, of Idaho. Jurisdiction
of the government over these articles is de-
©lared in the measure when they become articles
©of Interstate or forelgn commerce, and & penalty
©of & maximum fine of $500 and one year's im-
Pprisonment upmvlaodtorﬁohtonotthcnr
ulations set forih.

It is made unlawful to sell or manufacture any
article of food, drugs, medicines or liquors which
3s adulterated or misbranded or which contains
any poisonous or deleterious substance. Its
terms prohibit the introduction into the United
States or its insular possessions from a forelgn
country of foods, drugs and liquors which are
not pure or are misbranded.

To ascertain the purity of foods, drugs and
Iiquors, both eof foreign and domestic manufact-
mre, jurisdiction is given to the secretaries of the
Treasury, of Agrioulture and of Commerce
and Labor to prescribe uniform rules for the
sxamination of foods, drugs and liquors, such
sxamination to be made by the Bureau of Chem-
$stry of the Department of Agriculture. In case

adulterated. notice is' to be given to the party

Acted When Told of Suffering
Horse, Superintendent Says.

Buperintendent Hankinson of the Soclety for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals explained yes-
terday how it was that a horse suffering from
spinal meningitis could ile In agony in Park Row
from 7 p. m. until 1:30 a. m., which happened on
Friday night, as was told in yesterday's Tribune
Mr. Hankinson sald that the soclety knew nothing
of this case until 11:40 p. m., as was shown by the
night blotter. At that hour, according to the
record, Policeman Dolan, of the 5th Precinct, called
up and told about the hcrse. Dolan said that the
horse belonged to the Communipaw Coal Com-
pany, of Jersey City, and a foreman was in charge.
The foreman had sent for & veterinary, and the
policeman sald he would let the society know the

It is made the duty of each District Attorney
g0 whom the Secretary of Agriculture shall re-

any violation of the provisions of the bill, |

tory, the Insular possessions or the District of
Columbia shall present satisfactory evidence of |
such violation, to prosecute without delay In
the proper courts of the United States for the
yecovery of the filnes and enforcement of the
penalties.

It is also provided that no dealer can be con-
wvicted uncer the terms of the bill when he can
establish & guarantee signed by the wholesaler,
Jobber, manufacturer or other rty residing in
the United States from whom he purchased the
articles, to .the effect that the article is not
adulterated or misbranded within the meaning
©of the proposed act

It is made a misdeameanor to refuse to sell |
samples to agents of the government. Process of |
Hbe! is provided where impure articles are |
seiged in transit, or where they are on sale in
unbroken packages, the result of which may be
|n order of the court for the destruction or sale
of the goods. Provision is made in such case
that, upon payment of the cost of the proceed-
ing and the furnishing of a bond that the goods
shall not be disposed of contrary to law, the
pwner may obtain possession.

The measure is not to be construed to inter-
fere with commerce whoily within a State, nor
with the exercise of the police powers of the
several States.

The measure defines what shall constitute mis-
dbranding and adulteration in the articles over |
which it assumes jurisdiction.

WANT PURE FOOD LAW.

§
PMMass Meeting Passes Resolution
Asking Congress to Act.

A meeting In support of pure food, under the
muspices of the New-York Eection of the Councll |
©of Jewish Women, was held last evening in Men- |
delssohn Hall, West 40th-st. Thé speakers were !
W. B. Heyburn, United States Senator from Idaho |
and chairman of the Senate Committes on Manu-
factures; P. J. McCumber, United States Senator
from North Dakota and a member of the Com-
mittea on Manufactures; Dr. Harvey W. Wiley,
chief of tha Bireau of Chemistry, United States
Department, of Agriculture; Nathan Straus, Dr.
Ernst J. Lederle, Major Louis I. Seaman and Miss
Alice Lakey.

Senator Heyburn asserted that the person or cor-
poration that puts cn the market polsonous or
edulterated foods, medicines or beverages Is as
gullty of a crime as the man who places polson In
& spring. He eald that public sentiment should
become 80 sroused on this matter that neither
the United States Senate nor the House of Repre-
pentatives could overlook its demands.

Senator McCumber stated that $3,000,000,000 worth
of adulterated products were purchased in this
country annually, He said he believed the only
way to remedy this condition was by enacting a
mational pure food law, and then with the co-
operation of pure food legislationeby the various
States of the Union the root of the evil could be
yeached. The Senator argued that unless the man-
wlacturers and not the retailers were held re-
gponsible nothirg effective could be accomplished.

Dr. Wiley also made an earnest appeai for the
passage of a national pure food law.

Nathan Straus confined his remarks mainly to
gthe question of pure milk supplies. Mr, Straus said:

Recentiy 1 met one of our promineni butchers
and asked him to tell me something about the
conditions of the cows that were brought to be
slaughtered for this market. Though he would not
eliow me 10 use his name, he sent me the follow-
hqol:uer. which I will read to you.

' the 9th of this month we purchased 111 cows
@t the stock yards, 60th-st. and North River, this
eity. We slaughtered these cows the same day
and found that twenty-seven had tuberculosis and
were condemned by the Bureau of Ani In-
€ustry. These cows came from Westchester
County. *

“Cur experience in past vears has been that out
©f the cows bought in the local market here known
@s milch cows the number condemned by the Bu-
geau of Animal Industry is about 10 per cent.”

Another fact which has recently come to my
knowledge is that on one of the greatest dairy
‘:rms in this State, stocked with high bred, regis-

red cows, more than a hund had to be killed
Pecause they had developed consumption. This
©ocurred on a farm where to my personal knowl-
edge the most scrupulous cleanliness prevalils, and
where everything is conducted on most sclentific
mgdmu of‘sanitation. If I had been asked: “Is

e any milk brought to this market fit for use
dn {ts raw state?” 1 should have unhesitatingly
yecommended the milk from this farm as the best
This proves to me conclusively that there is no
milk fit for general use in its raw state.

TO0 KEEP CHILDREN FROM THEATRES.

Brooklyn Police Ordered to See That Law Is
Strictly Enforced.

Aoting on & complaint of the Soclety for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Children, of Brooklyn,
Borough Inspector Cross has issued a general
order to all the police commanders in Brooklyn and
Queens to see that the law against allowing chil-
dren under sixteen years of age to attend theatri-
cal performances, uniess accompanied by thelr
parents or guardians, is strictly enforced. They

have been told to tell the managers of the theatres

that the law must be observed, and notices to that

effect have been posted in the playvhouses,
Although many attempts have been made to en-

| force the law since it was enacted, they have all

ended in faiflure, and the law has not been observed
at all recently. The great trouble is that there is
always some kindly disposed person who is wililng
to pose as the parent or guardian at the request of
the urchins.

RECTOR HOLDS ALOOF FROM REVIVAL.

Believes His Parishioners Would Leave Ser-
vices Unsatisfied and Unimpressed.

Elizabeth, N. J, Dec. 2—The Rev. Dr. H. H.
Oberly, rector of Christ Episcopal Church, which
has one of the most fashionable congregations in
the city, has made a statement, through ‘“The
Chronicle,” the official churchk pubiication, in which-
he says that his church will take no active part
in the revival services which will begin here to-
morrow. Other Episcopal churches of the city are
preparing for the revival and meetings will be
held in some of them. The Rev. Dr. Oberly says:

Such services, with extempcraneous prayer, un-
familiar phraseology and foreign modes of thought,
would be unedifying tc people accustomed to so-
briety and stateliness {n worship, to restraint in
emotion, to the lofty diction of the prayer book
and to the prominence of doctrinal and sacramental
teaching. If such people, laying aside their prin-
ciples and convictions, were to attend the union
services they would come away unsatisfled and
unimpressed.

The rector of this parish, while in entire sym-
pathy with the spirit of the movement, cannot
consclentiously take part in the unlon services.
Earnestly desiring, however, that he and his peo-
ple may have the benefit of this great effort of
faith, he has offered to co-operate according to
the methods of the Church.

The rector of Christ Church, however, has ar-
ranged for some special ministers and a change
in the usual programme. He advises his parishion-
ers to pray for the success of the revival Dr,
Oberly said to-night that he had recelved from
Bishop Scarborcugh an urnsolicited letter, in which
the Bishop commends the position taken ty him
in the matter.

T0 RESTRAIN DEPUTY COMMISSIONER.

Union District Messenger Company Asks
Continuance of Wire Cutting Injunction.

Deputy Commissioner Farrell of the Department
of Water Supply, Ges and FElectricity having
ordered the wires of the Union District Messenger
Company removed in East New-York,* counsel for
the corporation applied to Justice Maddox, in the
Supreme Court, Brooklyn, yesterday, for a con-
tinuance of & temporary injunction restraining the
Deputy Commissioner from taking any action in

the premises.
Assistant Corporation Counsel Covert said that

the wires, which were strung carelessiy, wers in a
dangerous condition in many places. They had
been ordered down, he added, because the com-
pany had secured no franchises from the city au-
thorities. Counsel for the company maintained
that a franchise was not necessary, as authority
to string the wires in East New-York had been
obtained from the State legislature.

Justice Meddox sald that {f the conditions ex-
{sted as declared by the Assistant Corporation
Counsel, Deputy Commissioner Farrell h a
fect right to interfere. The question as to whe!hor
the company had a preper franchise would have to
be settled by & trial, he added. Papers were sub-
mitted and decision Was reserved.

EDWARD DUDLEY KENNA RESIGNS,

resignation to President Ripley by cable. His re-
tirement from the railroad world Is sald to be due
largely to the loss of a favorite child while Mr.

STRIKERS ATTACK GUARD

STAB AND KICK HIM.

A

Three “Entertain” Watchman at
American Can Company Building.

Three strike sympathizers made a savage at-
tack yesterday at the American Can Company’s
building, No. 447 West 1#th-st, on Charles e
Scott, of Jamaica, Long Island, a speclal po-
liceman on guard at the building. BScott seemed
likely to be killed, but the police arrived in
time to save him. The striking housesmiths
and thelr sympathizers have apparently selected
this building, where they pulled down a derrick
last week, as the centre of their attacks.

‘Bcott, who put up a stiff fight, was stabbed
in the groin and otherwise severely injured. He
was taken in an an ambulance to the New-York
Hospital after the affray. His three assallants,
who were arrested after a fight with the po-
lice, gave their names as Edward Lynch,
No. 623 East 16th-st.; David Marks, No
b44 East 14th-st., and Edward McShea, No. 430
East 14th-st. Marks is accused of firing three
ghots at Scott from a revolver, none of which
took effect. Lynch i1s charged with doing the
stabbing and also with firing & revolver at
Policeman Frank Meriwether, of the West 20th-
st. station, when he tried to arrest him.

As far as could be learned, the trouble began
by the three men entering the l4th-st. entrance
of the building and calling Scott abusive names,
Scott ordered them out and attempted to en-
force his order, when he was knocked down by
Marks and all three began kicking and strik-
ing him. He struggled to his feet and fought
in self-defence, the four men struggling to the
sidewalk. A large crowd collected, and Police-
man Meinranken, hearing the noise, rushed to
the building, where he found Scott on the
ground and the three men kicking him. He
called on the three to surrender, but they closed
with him and he had to call on people in the
crowd to assigt him. Lynch had to be clubbed
almost into unconsciousness before he wpuld
submit, :

The reserves of the West 20th-st. station had
to be called to bring about order. The three
prisoners were placed formallv under arrest on
charges of assault, and Lynch was taken to the

New-York Hospital a prisoner. BScott was also
taken to this hospital

The attack on Scott was reported by FPost
&) McCord at a special meeting of the employ=-
ers’ strike committea yesterday afternoon.
Lewis Harding, of the emergency committee,
said last night that Post & McCord identified
Marks as an old employe of the firm.

The employers say that the same terrorists
who controlled the union in the days of Sam
Parks are in control again. They managed, it
is said, to get rid of the new men when the oid
and the new union were amalgamated a year
and a half ago.

The strike committee decided yesterday to
open an agency at 14th-st. and Gth-ave, for the
hiring of strike breakers to man Post & Mc-
Cord’s contracts. Two more of the tied up build-
ings are to be manned on Tuesday.

Union officials denfed any knowledge of the
attack or of the men who perpetrated it.

Post & McCord yesterday advertised $1,000
reward for information leading to the arrest
and oconviction of the person or persons who
injured and destroyed derricks and other prop-
erty at the American Can Company Building

last Wedensday.

TO OFFER REWARD IN TODD CASE

Attorney for Ingersoll Lockwood Will Con-
duct Separate Investigation.

TRAIN KILLS THREE IN TUNNEL

Several Others Injured Through Ferilure to
Inform Them of Danger.

Appellate Division Sustains Justice Maddox’s
Judgment on Williamsburg Bridge Cars.

The Appeliate Divislion of the Supreme Court,
Brooklyn, has handed dowa a decision upholding
the judgment of Justice Maddox in refusing to
grapt an injunctlon restraining Bridge Commission-
er Best from carrying out the terms of his agree-
ment or contract with the Brookiyn Rapid Transit
Company and the Metropolitan company for run-

ning cars across the Willlamsburg Pridge. He held
that the commissioner had not given away sry
franchise to the companies, as alleged by the Allied
Boards of Trade, which brought the suit, but had
merely entered into an agreement, which he could
revoke at any time when It might seem to be for
the best interests of the public.

Gang Leader Released After Secret
Examination.

Coroner Goldenkrans yesterday held an examins~
tion of Paul Kelly, otherwise Tony Vacarelll, late
proprietor of “Little Naples,” a dance hall in Great
Jones-st., and head of the Paul Kelly gang.

They were
informed that the proceeding was merely a pre-
liminary examination to get at the facts of the
murder of Willlam Harrington in Kelly's place
some time ago.

Kelly was rsleased on ball last night by the
Coroner, accepting the surety of Antonio Cardone,
of No. 181 Elizabeth-st., who offered his property
at Nos. 1 and 8 Hancock-st. to cover the §.,000 bail
necessary. Kelly left the station bouse, saying he
was going home to his wife.

Mark Alter, counsel for Bernard Escotta, bar
tender in “Littls Naples,” who I8 a witness In the
case, demanded that he be allowed to be present,
but Coroner Goldenkrana refused him entrance.

Kelly, after leaving the coroner's room, made &
statement, in which it appeared that an attempt
had been made to put him through a sort of
“third degree,” but that he refused to answar all
the questions put to him.

The coroner also had before him Escot the
bartender; Charles Dirks, a waliter, and Asa o
ner, a laundryman, who were In “Little Naples”

Union and Employers’ Association.

Acting in his capacity as a oftizsen, and entirely
outside his duties as an official of the Supreme
Court, Justice Willlam J. Gaynor sat as an arbl-
trator of a dispute between the members of a labor
union and an association of their employers in the
lbrary of his home, at No. 20 8th-ave., Brooklyn,
yesterday. Pach side was represented in the argu-
ment by one of its members, and both declared that
the decision of Justice Gaynor, who had been
agreed upon by both sides, should be final It will
be given on Wednesday.

The dispute was over the interpretation of a
clause in an agreement enterd Into in September
between the Master Steam and Hot Water Fitters’
Assoclation of Employers of the City of New-York
and Local No. 11 of the Amalgamated Sheet Metal
Workers’ International Alllance, The clause pro-
vided that one apprentice or helper should be em-
ployed for every two journeymen. The employers
hold that the spirit of the agreement Is lived up to
when the ratio between the total number of men
and of apprentices employed by any one company
is as 2 to 1. The workmen contend that the clause
applies to outside work, as well as shop work, and
that an apprentice should be sent with every two
men on outside work.

The workmen were talking of striking for what
they belleved to be their rights, when it was sug-
gested that the dispute be submitted to arbitration.
The men suggested Justice Gaynor as arbitrator,
and the proposition was accepted by the employers.
By agreement with the justice, representatives of
each side met in his house late yesterday after-
noon. Ashby Knight presented the case of the
men, and Henry G. Gombers argued for the inter-
pretation of the agreement held by, the employers.

HOPPER ASKS FREEDOM.

If Reappointed, Will Insist on Hav-

ing No Interference.

Isaac A. Hopper, Superintendent of Bulldings,
was asked yesterday whether he expected to be
reappointed on January 1, and in response he made
a statement as to his own attitude in the matter.
Mr. Hopper has been much wearied by the raillery
to which he has been subjected since the publicatien
of a story that he vaulted over a box rail at the
West End Theatre, where his club had a theatre
party last Wednesday night, and danced about the
stage with an actress. He denounces the story as
absolutely false. The statement made by Mr.
Hopper is as follows: .

I really do not know whether I shall be roap-
pointed or not. I will say this, however, that If I
do remain here it will be on condition that the in-
tention of the charter be carried out, and that as
Superintendent of Buildings, I will be left free
to carry out the building laws and ordinances with-
out any interference such as we had last spring
by the President of the Borough.

The charter puts the responsibility of the selec-
tion of the Superintendent of Bulldings on the
jorough President, but the responsibility for car-

rying out the law rests entirely with the incum-
bent of this office, who would be the one to be con-
victed and punished for neglect or improper execu-

‘tion of the duties devolving upon him.

The office of Superintendent of Buildings is the
most important appointment in the borough. To
hold the position, the charter requires a ten years’
experience as, an architect or builder. No other
place in the gift of the Borough President has any
such specific requirement. This bureau 1s full of
hard work, has great responsibilities, and the office
of superintendent should bs filled by a man who
knows his business and has the confidence of the
public. He should not be interfered with fn the
details of the work of theyoffice.

I repeat that I do not know whether I shall be
here after the first of the year; but if I am, it will
be on the conditions that I have just stated.

Dynamits, Powder and Weights
Failed to Trap Marshal.

Chicago, Deo. 2—Hvents following the disap-
pearance of John A. Thompson, a Wealthy and
eccentric Sweds, have greatly excited the village
of Hobart, Ind. When Marshal Busse and Vii-
lage Trustee Wilde went to Thompson's bachelor
house on the outskirts of Lake Station yesterday
they narrowly escaped being blown up by dyna-
mite. .

A woman named Helen Fritche held a mort-
gage on the Thompson house, which he declined
to satisfy. Last week she determined to fore-
close, and so informed her agent, Charles Seydel,
who met Thompson in Hobart and told him of
Mrs. Fritche’s determination. Thompson re-
marked: “Well, there will Be a hot welcome for
you when you do come.” For more than & week
Thompson had not been seen and his house was
closed and the blinds drawn.

“Wilde and Marshal Busse went to the famm-
house to investigata, both officials belleving
Thompson had killed himself. Busse was about
tc break in the front door, when he says he was
selzed with an intuition to get away from the
door, Coming to & side window, the men
climbed cautiously into the house.

They were unable to find any trace of Thomp-
son, but in the hall leading to the front door

were found several pounds of dynamite. The plle
was connected with the front door by a wire

leading to an electric battery. An intruder

Black powder was strewn in every room in
the house, and wires led from the front door
to explosives in all directions, To make death
more certain, over every door from the outside,
in both house and barn, heavy weights were
suspended, designed to fall if the door was
opened.

DRIVERS’ LOCKOUT

OFF.

Team Owners Association Abandons
Fight for Open Shop.

The abortive lockout of the Truck Owners’ Union
declared by the New-York Team Owners’ Asso-
clation, which was supposed to have gone into
effect last Monday, was officlally declared off last
evening. There are two hundred and fifty truck.
owners in the association, employing about five
thousand truck drivers, and only twelve of them
obeyed the lockout order on Monday. One or two
others locked out their men from day to day until
thirty-seven had obeyed the order. The pressure
of their customers, who did not want a general
strike in the holiday season, proved too much for
the team owners, who began to take the locked out
men back.

The lockout was declared to force the union to
declare off a strike of the drivers which had been
in existence for seven weeks against Thomas Orr
for the closed shop. In anticipation of the order

captains of all the police precincts had been In-
structed to have all their reserves in readiness, but
since Monday everything has been quiet along the
wharves.

As the lockout proved a failure, Thomas Orr
yvesterday, with the consent of the Team Drivers’
Association, capitulated and made a closed shop
agreement with the union.
declared off and shortly after the lockout was of-
~ficially declared off by the New-York Team Own-
ers’ Association, after an agreement, the terms of
which neither slde was willing to state, had been
reached between the associations.

Thomas Orr admitted yesterday that the strike
and lockout were off.

ATTACKS THE NEBULAR HYPOTHESIS.

Prof. Chamberlain Explains His “Aocoretion
Theory” Before Teachers’ Convention.

Chicago, Dec. 2—In an address at the epening
session yesterday of the annual meeting of the
Central Association of Bcience and Mathematics
Teachers, Professor Thomas Crowder Chamberlain,
of the University of Chicago, outlined his recently
announced *“accretion theory’” of the earth’s origin.
This, if accepted by sclentists, would overthrow
the so-called ‘‘nebular hypothesis” and de away
with most of the ideas commonly held concerning
the origin of the earth and the other planets.

According to the “nebular hypothesis,” or Laplace
theory, which has been held for more than a cen-
tury, the earth and the other planets originally
were masses of molten matter thrown off from the
sun by its whirling motion and gradually cooled
to their present condition. This theory Professor
Chamberlain attacks on the assumption that the
sun never had a whirling velocity sufficlent to
throw oft such bodles.

Professor Chamberlain’s theory Is that e dls-
turbance was caused in the sun by the near ap-
proach of, or collislon with, some other body,
which drew off projections of nebulous matter
from the sun and gave them a rotary motion by its
own attraction as it passed. These particles of
matter then gradually gathered toge.aer to form
the planets.

The internal heat of the earth, says Professor
Chamberlain, developed by compression as the body
grew. The theory that the moon once had an
atmosphere, he asserts, must also be abandoned.
