life, and it has been only since hie tragic death, in
1899, that his works have found the apprecia-
tion which their merit warrants. Born in Paris
in 18556 of wealthy parents, and, like his friend
d'Indy, destined for the law, it was not until he
had been admitted to the bar that he was al-
lowed to give serious study to music. He was
twenty-flve years old when he became a pupil of
Massenet in the Conservatory, where he was as-
sociated with Vidal, Bruneau. Leroux and
Pierne. Before the end of two years he went to
Franck, and, joining the Societe Nationale, he
was thrown constantly with d'Indy. Bordes,
Faure, Dupard and de Breville. He was killed
June 12, 1899, by being thrown from a bicycle
while coasting down a hill at Limay. Another
novelty at Saturday’s concert wiil be a “Chant
Funébre,” by Alberic Maenard. Magnard is a
rich man, a pupil of d'Indy, who has written con-
siderable music, including three symphonles. His
music Is very highly spoken of by those who
have heard It. The other three works on the
programme have been played in New-York—a
movement from Franck's “Psyche,” two Noc-
turnes by Debussy and M. d'Indy’s “Istar” sym-
phonic variations.
