fictitious names. The police confiscated what
they aaid was a keno outfit and other alle^.d
gambling parar>hernaJia.

Captain Honey and Detectives Kuhn and
Kenney. who made the raid, took the men to
the East 22d-Et. station. A messenger soon
brought John J. Murphy. He sent around
to the Anawanda Club, in East 22d-st., and
&skt-d Magistrate Moss. who. like J. J Mur-phy, is a member of the club, to go to the sta-
tion. As soon as Mr. Moss heard that it wasJohn J. Murphy who wanted him he hurried
around and accepted $500 bail for each. Mur-
phy gave his live story flathouse. No. 898-900
2d-ave.. a« security. He said he owned it and
that it was worth 841.000.

Samuel J. Murphy, the chief prisoner, wanted
Itmade clear that he is not in any way related
to John J. Murph;. who bailed the prisoners.
