The type and occupancy of buildings prevail-
ing In the worst sections, their mutual ex-
posu-es the narrowness of the streets, inade-
nua<v of water supply and distribution, to-
gether with the enormous values involved, com-
bine to make the situation in Manhattan by

far the most serious fire and conflagration haz-

ard I have ever f«een. The conclusion is in-

evitable that the magnificent personnel of Vn,c
Fire Department has been the only thing which
hu prevented sweeping conflagrations in the.
pa»t The existing physical conditions, not to

mention inefficient engines and a deteriorated
alarm system, constitute a handicap under

\u25a0a-hich any mere human agency, however per-
fect, mu?t ultimately fail.

In view of tne enormous interests involved
and the almost international character of tho
catastrophe which would be represented by a
sweeping conflagration in Manhattan, no time

ehou.d hr lost in putting into effect all proposed
Improvements. In my judgment, the description

of existing dangers in this report of the com-
mittee of twenty is. ifanything, too conserva-
tive tbe hazard is at l*>ast real and serious. The
adoption of the recommendations of the com-

nattce in full would reduce it to a practical
minimum, and no lesser measures will suffice.

Asserting that on the whole the Fire Depart-

ment is efficient and powerful, the committee
recommends many changes, the principal one of

which is that the incumbent of the office of Fire
Oomrrissioner be of demonstrated administrative
ability and free from active political affiliations.
Reform Is necessary in the eneineer department

of the department, many of the steamers belnjr

danger to the city, because they invite disastrous

loss in a great conflagration. The city author-

\u25a0itv at heart, cannot be supposed to have full
information of the threatening conditions unless
U ie furnished to them as the result of such an
investigation "vVe hope that the result of the
Investigation willbe better facilities for fighting

fires i-i the congested portions of Manhattan,

•where the danger is greatest. We are aiming,

of course, at ideal ror^itions. Itwill take time
and the expenditure of large sums to make the
'jry safe against a general conflagration, but
with the facts in their possession the city au-
thorities can have no fear that action by them

•a-ill not meet with public approval.
Srcps for an increased water supply for fire

purposes cannot be taken too soon. The other
recommendations of the co-nmiuee are too im-
portant to be overlooked. The fire underwriters
have not confined the investigation to this city.

but have extended it to all the large cities 01

the country. The investigation has cost about
&.000, and the only return the fire under-

wrltera can hope %"or is increased protection
against fires. __

Committee Says Lower Districts
Jeopardize Municipality.

That Manhattan Island is likely to be swept

any time by a conflagration which would
-tripe out hundreds of millions of dollars' worth

of property value and cause a financial panic

from which all the United States would suffer

Is the conclusion drawn from a thorough in-

vestigation of the situation by the committee

of twenty of the National Board of Fire Un-

derwriters. The report of this committee for

Manhattan and The Bronx has just been issued,

and more than one hundred closely printed

pages are necessary to show the results of the

investigation of the Fire Department, the water

supply system a* related to fire fighting, and

the structural conditions and the conflagration

hazards.
Captain John Stephen Sewell, of the United

States Army, an expert engineer who was de-

tailed by the "War Department to assist in the
investigation, is inclined to go even further
than the members of the committee of twenty.

He declares that the personnel of the Fire De-

partment is the only thing which has saved the

city so far, saying:
