Secretory Root Heard by Foreign

Relations Committee.
Washington, Dec. Secretary Root attended the

meeting of the Senate Committee on Foreign Re-

lations to-day and discussed the bill introduced
by Senator Lodge providing for the reorganization

of the consular service. He asked that the ser\lce
be classified and the President authorized to assign

members of the classes to such posts as the in-

terests of the service require, instead of having

appointments made for specified points. The crea-

tion of an adequate inspection service and the

abolition of the fee system were recommended.
