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CONFIRMS MR. HARRIMAN.

Governor Higgins Tells of Finan-
cier's Telephone Messages.

Albany, Dec. 16— "Mr. Harriman's test!mony
before the legislative committee, In New-York,
yesterday, was true so far as !t concerns me
personally,” sald Governor Higgins this after-
noon upon his arrival here from New-York.

“Mr. Harriman called me on the long distance
telephone, and, as I recall the conversation, sald
that there was a large number of attorneys here
reprasenting the factions which had arisen In
connection with the trouble in the Equitable
Life Assurance Society, and that he desired to
keep informe3l about what was being done. He
said that as a director in the Equitable socfety
he was greatly interested in the matter, and he
arked me to advise him of any developments
here which might come to my knowledge.”

“Did you promise to do so?”

“I probably did. I don’t recall exactly what
I said. We frequently get requests of that sort,
and the probability is that I told him we would
try to oblige him in the matter. We do this in
many cases.”

“You regarded his request as entirely a proper
cne?” ]

“Yes, certainly.” :

“To the best of my knowledge,” the Governor
continued, “I have met Mr. Harriman, aside
from that one telephone conversation, only
twice. The first time was at the dinner given in
my honor at the Metropolitan Club, in New-York
City, by Hamilton Fish, shortly after my elac-
tion as Governor. Mr. Harriman was one of the
gucsts and one of many brought up to be in-
troduced.

“The second time was, T think, early in Janu-
ary—L am not sure of the precise date. He
came to my hotel In New-York by an appoint-
ment made by telephone to see me especially
about the Stock Transfer Tax bill, to which he
was opposed. Senator Pound, the Governor's
counsel, was present throughout the conversa-
tion. We had some talk also about the attacks
then being mad"e upon the insurance companies,
and he spoke particularly of the bill which ‘I
had favored in my messags to replace the law
taxing insurance premiums, which the Court of
Appeals had declared unconstitutional. 1 do not
recall that he was especiaily opposed to the pro-
posed legisiation. I think I said more than he
did; I believe he said he wouid talk with some

of the Insurance people and urge them to sub-
mit to a reasenable tax. ' I think he passed some
criticisms on certain insurance methods, but the
conversation on that point was not of impor-
tance.

“To the best of my recollection, those two
occasions and that one telephone conversation
comprise the extent of my acquaintance with
Mr. Harriman."

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MORSE TELLS HIS STORY.

UNFOLDS

UNCLE’S PLOT.

Banker Says Former Mrs. Dodge Is
Still His Wife.

Charles W. Morse, banker and business asso-
clate of ex-Mayor Van Wyck, was the most en-
tertaining witness in yesterday's trial ot A. H.
Hummel cn an indictment charging conspiracy
in the Morse-Dedge divorce suit.

Mr. Morse was put on the stand by the prose-
cution, and while he said various things t
strengthen the prosecution’'s case against Mr.
Hummel, under a griiling from De Lancey Nicoll
he entertained the crowd gathered in the Crim-
inal Court with what is believed to be an honest
account of his marital woes.

Mr. Morse, according to the prosecution, was
the victim of the conspiracy hatched by his
uncle, Captain James T. Morse, to separate him
from his wife. All told, Mr. Hummel is sup-
posed to havs received 870,000 to keep the
Morses separated.

In addition to this the prosecution brought
out that Mr. Hummel had hired a sewing ma-
chine agent named Herbitch for $23. who, un-
conscientiously posed as Charles ¥. Dodge, and
upon whom William A. Sweetser served a di-
vorce summons, taking him for Mrs. Morse's
first husband. This bit of evidence was brought
in to show some of Mr, Hummel's alleged
shrewd work in his capacity as counsel.

On the stand Mr. Morse testified that Mr.
Hummel told him there wera many irregulari-
ties about the diverce of his wife from Dodge,
all grave enough to invalidate his marriage.

Answering one of Mr. Rand’s queries, Morse
levelled his eyes on Hummel and sajd:

“Mr. Hummel said that the divorce was rot-
ten and irregular.” Later in his testimony, Mr.
Morse asserted that he had told Mr. Hummel
that if it was money he wanted he wouldn’t
get a cent . ¢

“I told him I would not compromise the mat-
ter in that way,” he added.

Asked if the woman who was Mrs. Clemence
Cowles Dodge was still his wife, he replied, em-
phatically, “She is.”

Charles F. Dodge? A.—June, 1801.

The prosecution hopes to rest its case by the
end of this week and will follow up Morse's tes-
timony by making an effort to get Captain
Morse, his uncle, on the stand. All the legal
papers in the case, together with the letters
written by Dodge to his attorney, Mortimer
Ruger, and those written by Mr. Hummel to
C. W. Morse, are now before the jury.

Wiliiam A. Sweetser. a lawyer, was the first
witness called. He represented Mrs. Dodge in
the original divorce action against her husband.
He admitted that he appeared in all the actions
of Mrs. Dodge against her husband and added
that Mortimer Ruger was Dodge’'s attorney.

The substance of Sweetser’s testimony was
that he had served the summons on Charles > A
Dodge, the first husband of the present Mrs
Morse, without having the proper evidence
against him. He said, in brief, that “he had the
faects, but not the evidence.” Sweetser said
he had been practising law since 1884 and that
on the day he served the summons on Dodge he
had gone from stationery store to stationery
store in search of summons blanks, and that he
finallv zot one in a 4th-ave. store for 2 cents.

Assistant District Attorney Rand continued
the cross examination. saying:

TROUBLE

BIG CHIEFS

Murphy and McClellan Dig Up
Hatchets Over Thomas Hassett.

The storm signals are up on the Wigwam.
Murphy and McClellan have clashed. Murphy
har asked, through trusted agents, if the Mayor
is goihg to appoint more men to office without
consultation with the organization Jeaders.
Murphy as yet has not obtained an answer.

The clash was caused by the appointment of
Thomas Hassett to be secretarv of the Board
of Water Supply. This place commands a sal-
ary of $6,000 a year, and is regarded by Charles
F. Murphy and his advisers as one of great
potentiaiity. When the Water Supply Board
was organized, under a law passed late last
spring, the secretaryship was left vacant. Last
week Mr. Hassett, who has been the Mayor's
chief clerk, was appointed. Tt is spoken of as a2
“life joh.”

Nothing that Mr. McClellan has done since
he became Mayor has jarred Murphy and his
frisnds like the appointment of Hasseti. The
TWater Supply Board will, within the next ten
vears, have much to do with the spending of
$175,000,000 for the extension of the city's
water system into Greene and Schoharie coun-

ies. The proposed aqueduct taps reservoirs
in Ulster County. Enormously costly pipings
must be laid -from the mountains down the
Hudsen ‘to the Croton system in Westchester
County. With the right kind of a secretary in
the board, the detail work could be so managed
that Tammany Hall would control the Demo-
cratic politics in Westchester, Ulster, Greene
and Schoharie counties, thus largely increasing
Tammany’s prestige in the State.

Mr. Hassett is a politician of the Hill-Camp-
bell school, having helped Frank Campbell run
the politics of Steuben County until he moved to
New-York and became connected with Mayor
McClellan’s staff. On account of his intelligence,
he is likely to be efficient in office, but that does
not count with Mr. Murphy in this particular
instance. Murphy was not consulted about it
1f he had been, doubtless some other man would
have been suggested for the place.- McClellan’s
act is taken as a slight upon the leader of Tam-
many Hall: It was learned last night that a
friend of the Tammany leader has told the
Mayor that Mr. Murphy wants an understand-
ing with him without further delay, so that
Tammany may know what to expect.

The appointment of Mr. Hassett is ascribed to
the influence of Mayor McCiellan's so-called
Litchen cabinet. The kitchen cabinet includes
Secretary O'Brien, Corporation Counsel Delany,
Mr. Hassett and one or two others. The same
cabinet insists that the Mayor appoint Thomas
F. McAvoy Police Commissioner and reappoint
Commissioner Woodébury.

The Mayor now faces alternatives. He can
stand by the organization, have the support of
the Tammany ren in the Board of Aldermen
and get along weall with old friends, or he can
turn reformer and disregard the organization,
as he did in appointing Mr. Hassett to the Water
Supply Board.. The Mayor several months ago
gave Murphy's nien to understand that upder
,n_gvclrcumsmnces would he Keep Commissioner

Woodbury in ¢ffice after the énd of this year,

Now he wants to keep him. - If he retains Wood- .

bury it will cause trouble in the Wigwam.  His
appointment of McAvoy would not be distasteful
to Tammany, and it may be the Mayor will play
one proposition against the other. He could
make Murphy take Woodbury as a medicine
and then give him McAvoy as a lump of sugar
to take the bad taste awzy.

The question about McClellan's status with
the Tammany organizaiion must be settled this
week or next. The Tammany general com-
mittee will mest to eorganize for 1906 on the
night of December 28. The Mayor's appoint-
ment of Mr. Hascett without consultation with
the leader of the organization has strengthened
Murphy with the district leaders, and there is
little prospect of Murphy being retired from
control of the organization, for the present at
least. An act of insuhordination, like that of
the Mavor's, tends to strengthen the hold of
the leader on thoe machinery of the organiza-
tion. If McClelian breaks away from the or-
ganization and makes his appointments with-
out regard to the wishes of Murphy, it will
leave Murphy without patronage,

who are district leaders it is believed that
Murphy will have no trcuble in retaining his
power.

An important conference of the distriet lead-
ers is expected this week. Probably before
Saturday night Mr. Murphy will know whether
there will be meore appointments like that of

Mr. Hassett.

A BOMB FOR M. LOUBEL.

THE CANAL BILI PASSED.

LIVELY SENATE DEBATE.

Mr. Hale Says “Press Agency” Wil
Be Discontinued.

l [By The Assoclated Press.]
Washington, Dec. 18--The Senate to-day
passed the Panama Canal Emergency Appro-

priation biil, after the debate on the bill had besn,
continued the greater part of the day to the
exclusion of practically all other business.
Speeches were made by Mr. Bacon in advecaey
of his amendment requiring estimates for Canal,
Commissjon salaries; Mr. Allison, who de~
voted himseif iargely to the details of the bill;
by Mr. Culberson. who criticised the emplo¥-
ment of Mr. Bishop; by Mr. Stone, who criti-
cigsed the purchase of American ships to carry
Panama supplies in face of the announced de-
termination to go abroad for vessels under the
conditions then existing. and by Mr. Newlands,
who expressad the opinion that the construction
of the canal should have been intrusted to the
Geological Sujvey.

A substitute for Mr. Bacon’s amendment of-
fered by Mr. Hale was accepted. It specifically
requires that Congress shall be supplied with
regular estimates of all salaries, except those
paid to laborers, skilled and unskilled. Otherwise
the bill was passed as reported from committee.

Mr. Hale made an authorized anouncement
that Mr. Bishop’s duties as a “press agent”
would be Jdiscontinued.

When the Panama bill was taken up, Mr.
Bacon took the floor in support of his amend-
ment requiring quarterly estimates of the
salaries and other expenses of the Canal Com-
mission. He sald that under the present sys-
tem Congress was deprived of the opportunity
for proper scrutny of the salaries paid, although
there was really stronger reason for such esti-
mates in the case of the canal employes than in
the regular departments of the government.
Such & course, he said, would go far toward
preventing the extravagance now practised in
the commission work. He commented on the
fact that Mr. Shonts's salary was more than

by

of the Supreme Court, and said it was not the
policy of the government to emulate the high
salaries paid by private corporations. Even ths
auditor of the commission gets $10,000, he said,
while the man who pa-ses upon his work re-
| celves only $4,000, and the executive head of the
i departmnient, the Secretary of War, only $8,000.
| “In my humble judgment.” he said, “the man
| does not live whose personal services are worth
| $150,000." He said in reply to Mr. Spooner, that
| he thought the $30,000 paid the chief engineer of
the commission too great. “I would not pay any
of them more than the chief justice is paid,”
the Georgia Senator declared.

Mr. Spooner expressed the opinion that ths
President ought to have sufficlent latitude on
the subject of salaries to obtain the best pos-
sible engineering talent, saying that the com-
| petition among ralilroads for such talent was
| such that it could not be procured for small pay.

THINKS SUBORDINATES OVERPAID.

Mr Bacon said that he regarded the salaries
paid the high officials as the least important
feature, because there were so few of them com-
pared to -tha subordinates, but the fact that
these positions bring honor and fame should b=
taken ' into comnsideration
compehsalion. To his mind the alarming fact
was that subordinates —were paid “exorbitant
salaries for services tihat cap
hundreds and thousands of others.” He re-
terred to Mr. Bishop as the “press agent,” and
said that while he was only one, there was a
sreall army in the canal work whose pay was
out of proportion to the allowances to others.

Mr. ‘Allison replied to Mr. Bacon. He agreed
with the Georgia Senator as to the desirability¥
of obtaining estimates of the funds necessary
for canal salaries, but he urged that the bill, as
1t stands made ampie provision for such esti-
mates to be supplied by the President himself.
He considered Mr. Bacon's provision a lUmiia-
tion rather than an enlargement upon the re-
quirements of the bill as it stands.
