UNUSUALLY LARGE VOLUME OF BUSINESS TRANS.-

ACTED IN THE WEEK.

Whitehouse & Porter Syndicate Purchase of 162 Acres in The Bronz a
Feature—QOwners Found for Big Parcels on the West Side.

An unusually isrge volume of realty business was
transacted last week. Not only was there a quick
market for old and new flathouses and apartment
houses, but many choice dwelling houses were sold,
ané new owners were found for large areas of
wvecant iand In the upper eections of Manhattan
Jsisnd end in The Bronx. It was unquestionably
the best week of the present season, whichk has

- peen merked by large sales of nearly every kind

of property. And the most pleasing feature of the
geitvity of last week was the vigor of the various

asing movements, which at the approach of
the yuletime generally show decreases In strength:

The present market {5 just what would be ex-
pected under’perfect realty conditions. There was
pot one eign In the sales market that the Interest
rates for money to further purchases or to carry out
building projects were high; most loans were at 5 or
B% per cent, and a paltry few at less than § per cent.
The mortgage tax is not responsible for operators
and Investors not being able to get money at low
rates of Interesi. Interest retes fre high every-
where. If the vast army of small speculators and in-
wvestors could gst “cheap money” there would be a
purchasing movement along the lines of the New-
York, Westcheater and Boston and the New-York
and Port Chester Rallroad companles that would
equal In size and Interest the great Bronx and Man-
hattan sales of vacant land of last year. Buch a
buying movement in the New-York, Westchester
and Bostor and the New-York and Port Chester
sections of Westchester County will be here in the
pesr futurs unless realty signs are ‘not true har-
bihgers of coming real estate conditions. At the
present time the Whitehouse & Porter syndicate,
the SBound Realty Company and people identifled
with the New-York and Port Chester Rallroad are
the leading figures in those districts.

One of the principal deals of the week was the
purchase by the Whitehouse & Porter syndicate, in
which are General Horace Porter, Alfred Gwynne
Veanderdiit, Reginald C. Vanderbiit, Ogden Mills,
Charles T. Cock, Harry Payne Whitney and Law-
rence E. Sexton, from the Sound Realty Company of
a tract of more than 16 acres in The Bronx. The
parcels in the deal were the Edward Hunter Lan-
8on, Glles F. Bushnell and the Bronx and West-
chester Realty Company (Francis J. Schnugg) hold-
ings. The sum paid for the property was not made
public. Bonn Brothers, Andrew J. Connick, Jacod
Hirsch, Joseph Hammerschlag and a number of
weil known operstors comprise the Sound Realty
Company.

This is an Investment purchase. Bventually the
syndicate wil] develop the tract, divide It into lots,
ete., and then sell it. The property is bounded on
the east by the East Chester Road, beginning at a
point 1600 feet north of the Bronx and Pelham
Parkway, and extending along the East Chester
Roagd to 2 point. 1600 feet south of the intersection
with the Beston Post Roaé, making a frontage of
about 8500 feet It is divided by Sawmill Lane,
which runs east and west from the Wililamsbridge
Road to the East Chester Road, half a mile north
of the Bronx and Pelham Perkway. The property
is half e mile wide at Sawmill Lane. Through it,
from mnorth to south, runs Stony Brook. which
south of the parkway becomes Westchester Creek.

“The Real Estate Record and Guide” says In its
last issue regarding the real estate situation in
part as follows:

‘
The real estate transactions during the last week
have been, If anything, even more numerous and
various than during any previous week of the cur-
rent seasan. The chief centre of spectlative activ-
ity remains In the district affected by the Pennsyl-
vania and trolley terminals, and this district will
undoubtedly remain in a ferment for a long time to
come. It is diiferent from other speculative dis~
tricts, because, In case a higher level of values i3
g:rmanenuy established it will not only have to
transformed. but reformed: and a process of
reformation from dublousness to respectability is a
slower process than a process of transformation
from one kind of respectability to another. Most
of the recent buyi;n'f has taken place in 6th-
ave. and in the Immediate vicinity of the terminal,
and the only improvement yet announced for this
vicinity is the ersction of a skyscraper on ths
southeast corner of 33d-st. and Greelay Square. An
excellent demand for high priced residence property
continues to be indicated, and it loocks as if a re-
newal of speculative buying in the section east of
the Central Park would be justified during the com-
ing epring. This is likely particularly to be the
case provided the prices of sacurities in Wall Street
contlnue on the whole to advance, If they do con-
tinue to advance the new rich man may become as
conspicuous in New-York !n 1908 as he was {n 1801
and 1902. Another noteworthy incident is the an-
nouncement of the first bullding operation in thas
Dyckman tract. Inasmuch as subway tralns will
be running to Kingsbridge within & few weeks this
announcement is only natural, and a renewal! of
epeculative buying in that vicinity will take place
during the winter and spring. Vacant property in
thiz district continues to be the cheapest property
in Manhattan or The Bronx, considering its accessi-
bility, and it offers a fair fleld for exploitation. It
will probabiy be Iimproved throughout with the
class of tenements which prevall in Harlem, and
in the vicinity of the waterfront arrangements wiil
have to be made for the transaction of a good deal
of business. The great obstacle to the early im-
provement of the district Is the backward condition
of street opening proceedings, and other similar in-
conveniences, but much can be accomplished in
this respect during the summer provided the work
is vigorously prosecuted. The Dyckman tract is
entitled to an earlier development than are portions
of The Bronx where improvements are already
under way.
