A catalogue of the English and American chap
books and broadside ballads in the Harvard
College library has just been issued. These
comprise some 2,500 or more different individual
varieties. The catalogue is the joint work of
Charles Welsh and Mr.Tllllnghaet, the assistant
librarian. William Coolidge Lane, the librarian
contributes a preface in which he thus describes
the methods of the English chapmen:

The chapmen travelled all over the kingdom,
visiting every town and hamlet; a considerable
number of these little books (generally of only
eight, twelve or sixteen pages), besides burdJts of
broadside ballads, could easily be carried in their
packs and must have commanded a ready mile.
The chapmen thus became the purveyors of litera-
ture to the common people before libraries, book-
etores. easy means of communication, and modern
methods of publication had made cheap book* cf
a better grade accessible, They did their work
effectively and libraries and library commissions
at the present day. in send out travelling libraries,
are beginning to adapt the chapmen's methods to
their own ends. Chapbooks cover a wide range
of subjects; they preserve a record of many de-
tails" of manners and customs, superstitions and
prejudices; they" reflect the popular point of v*ew
In ways that might otherwise disappear; and they
transmit to us a host of romances, songs. Jests and
anecdote* In the form popular at the time of their

An Important Discovery Regarding

Properties of Epsom Salts.
A new and Important use has been found for

sulphate of magnesium, commonly known as Ep-

som salts. Hitherto Its chief, or sole, medicinal
service has been that of a laxative, and the sub-
stance has been taken Into the stomach, as most

other remedies are. The discovery has been made
by Dr. S. J. Meltzer and Dr. John Aver. of this
city, that when introduced Into the system In an-
other way It has an anaesthetic effect.

Dr. Meltzer told the Academy of Medicine the other
night about the long series of experiments which
had Justified this announcement; and his state-
ment is reproduced In full in the current "Medical
Record." The preliminary work was done at the
Rockefeller Research Laboratory, but tests have
recently been made at several hospitals In twelve
surgical cases. Ineight a limited use of chloroform

was made in addition to the sulphate of magne-

sium; in four only the latter a ent was employed.

If a solution of the salt be injected Into a pa-

tient's veins the action Is very rapid. Respiration

is checked and a general paralysis of the whole
body ensues. Ifthe injection be subcutaneous the
influence la more gradual, but complete uncon-
sciousness results Ifthe solution be applied only

to a particufar trunk nerve, its influence is limited
to the limb or other locality to which the nerve

the legs-while the upper par. of the body retains
its sensibility and the mind its faculties. Lumbar
puncture is piercing the spinal cavity near the
lumbar vertebra; (in the small of the back). Dr
J. Leonard Corning has shown that cocaine can be
employed advantageously In this manner when a
formidable operation below the waist is desirable
and when chloroform is not safe.

Dr Melizer and Dr. Aver have found sulphate or
magnesium will produce the same effects when In-
jected into the spinal cavity. Indeed, in the twehe
cases In which the new anaesthetic was tested th.s
method of employing It was adopted. The full el-

fect was not produced for about three hours. It

should be added that a severe case of tetanus was
cured In thirty-six hours by this treatment Re-
covery from the influence of the drug can be
hastened by injecting a solution of common salt.

Inone case, where such "irrigation" was not em-
ployed, the benumbing Influence lasted for severa.
days. though usually it ended in from eight to

fourteen hour?. The temporary partial paralysis
extended occasionally to some of the internal or-
gans In the abdomen. Again, with the return of
sensitiveness in one instance there were irradi-
ating pains In the legs. Whether this unpleasant
consequence was due to the drug or to the punct-
ure. Dr. Meltzer was unable to say He advises
keeping the apparatus used to produce artificial
respiration at hand when a surgeon expects to try

mapneslum sulphate. Dr. Meltzer rays that the
proper dose Is one cubic centimetre of a 2o per cent
solution for every twenty or twenty-five pounds of
the patient's weight

Rare Woods from Philippines at

Natural History Museum.
Beveral new collections and exhibits are now being

prepared for display at the American Museum cf
Natural History. The most Important of these is a
collection of woods from the Philippines. The col-
lection is the largest and the finest In the world.
It Is part of the forestry exhibit which the gov-

ernment had at the BY Xjoulb Exposition. It was
Included In the twenty carloads of ethnological
specimens which tha government haa turned over

to the museum.
The value of some of the pieces of timber tn the

collection would make the owner of a woodyard

look green with envy One plank Is valued at $7150
a foot ItIs a piece of calautas, 83% feet long and
6 feet wide. Alongside It will be exhibited th«
largest plank of American wood In the East. Itla
18 feet long and 6 feet wide. The comparison la not
In favor of the American wood.

Tho woods are in most Instance* hard aa stone
and very beautiful. One great cross section of an
Agana buttrass, valued at C.OOO, varies In color
from a deep claret to a bright yellow. This colleo-
tion will occupy what Is known as the north ap-
proach of the museum, on the ground floor.
In another wing of the same floor, the museum

is preparing a beautiful series of glass and wax
models of sea life. Experts have pronounced the
pieces 60 far made as perhaps superior to the fa-
mous glafis flowers made by the Blaschka family

and preserved at Harvard University. The wort

Is being executed by a remarkable glassblower,

with the assistance and under the direction of Dr.
B. E. Dahlgren. of the department of Invertebrate
zoology.

Probably the most remarkable epecimen was a
six-Inch model of the radiolarlan, a microscopic form
of life of the Pacific. Through the use of a high
power glass, a drawing was made of the creature
and from It the glassblower and Dr. Dahlgren
made tha model. This consists of a central globe

of Interlaced spirals of glass, with innumerable slen-

der rays of the same material extending outward
In every direction. This Is of bluish gray, like the
ehell of the organism. The speck of life Is a red
ball of wax in the centre of the globelike EhelL All
of the models are colored like the originals. One
of the most remarkable things about the work
Is that the models are made from pictures and
drawings, having, of course, flat surfaces. In the
cases are pink hydrolds from Japan, each with a
hundred tentacles extending In all directions: a
giant sea anemone from the Great Barrier Reef of
Australia, having 1,6u0 glass headed pins repre-
senting tentacles stuck into its dull red wax body;

polyzoa. the large jeilylikemoss animals with lace-
llke skeletons, and dozens of other models, all
worthy of inspection. Beside 6oome of the mod-
els there willbe microscopes and vessels of alcohol
showing the originals.

Dr. Hovey first exhibited on Saturday his four
models of Martinique and Mount Pelee. He visited

Eight new hlppotamus skulls, from Nagaml, Brit-
ish South Africa, showing eight different develop-
ments at as manay different agea, and four giraffe
skulls of extraordinary size, also from Africa, have
Just been placed on view.
