One Woman Telis of Hardships and
Rewards of Business.

“1t looks liks a beautiful business and just the
thiag for women,” said a woman florist who has
yecently opened a shop in this city, “but appear-
ances ars deceptive. Of course, 1 enjoy it. That
ts why I am In it. But I don't think there u;
many women who would either like it or succee
‘t"li: the first place, it takes & lot of capital, which
!.c' women have, and one must be prepared to
stand a siege of several years before the_ basiness
begins to pay. That is the case in New-York
In smeller places it is different. In Waltham, Mass.,
1 put $5%9 into my business, apd made $5,000 in five
years, but one can't do that In New-Yorlf.

“Then there is the buying. Unless one is in love
with the work one dossn’t enjoy getting down to
market at § o'clock in the morning, and driving
Larg bargalns with dealers who all try at the be-
ginning to do you up just because you are a wom-
an. The first merning 1 went to market I was the
enly woman among five hundred men, mestly
Gresks, 2and T must confess that T was badly taken
sn: but I soon got to know the ropes, and now the
&ealer who gets the better of me will have to get up
pretty early in the morning.

*No, e“ l:n't true that one has to go to market
at 3 o'elock a. m. That is, the plant market. There
is & flower market at 6 o'clock, but the 8 o'clock is
hetter. Still, even that is pretty early, and though I
find it very dnteresting 1 would rather not have to
do it every morning. When I get to be sufficlently
$mportant I suppose I can make arrangements with
growers to have flowers gent directly to me on ap-
proval, as the big florists do, but meantime I am
trying to break in my colored boy to go to market
for me occasionally. But I will still have to carry
most of the responsibllity, because in the flower
businese knoewing how to buy is haif the battle.

_ Xou must sot only know good stuff when you see it,
Bt you must know just what and how much you
can sell. Your stock must just carry you through
the day, and you mustn’t have anything left over,
hecause it spoils your reput ‘lon to sell old flow-
ers, though a great many florists do it. Buying on
Saturday requires particularly good judgment. Sun-
day is the day when we do the most business, but
one must be particularly careful not to have the
supply exceed the demand on that day, because
anything that is= Jeft over will be two days old on
Monday. A rainy Sunday means dull business, and
one must not have any flowers left over. 1 always
seem to know by instinct or some cther faculty
when it is going to rain on Sgnday, and have pever
mizcalculated yet.

“The long hours which the flower business neces-
sitates are another thing that one doesn’'t think oi
when one looks into a flower filed window. There
3s ne other business that I know of that has such
long hours. Here again you don’'t mind it if you
love the work. Otherwise it would be intolerabl_e.

. 4ng of your hands and the frequency with which
wou take cold. I don't like to spoil my hands, and
by having them manicuréed every day and taking
every possible precaution T manage t‘o keep them
$n pretty good condition. But I haven't yet learned
how to avoid taking cold from dabbling in water
ané inhaling pollen.

“Another useful faculty is the ability to avold
raaking bad debts. There is no business in vymcb
pecple run up more accounts that they don't in-
Tend to pey than in the flower business. They seem
to regard the florist, like the physician, as legiti-
wmate prey. Sometimes people will pay cash for six
months, and then start zn account, which they
mever pay, transferring their patronage 1o another
Sorist when their credit is exhausted.

“No, 1 don’t know any way that one can learn
the business. 1 was born. I believe, with some
taste as regards the @rrangement of flowers. and
I developed it in my father's garden. I was also
born with a passion for buying and selling. and it
took only a little experience to develop that.” The
ether things connected with the business I don’t
know. hire some one that does, and at present I
&m fortunate in having a woman assistant whose
father was a florist, and who worked with him for
& gcof many years.”

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HER BIRD BOARDERS,

A Woman’s Sparrow Friends and
Their Daily Meals.

*“I began my overtures to my hird boarders early
one bleak winter morning,” =aid the woman who
loves birds. “Everything was snowed up and
frozen up and it seemed to me there could be
{ nothing for them to ecat. I had a box of earth, in
which a plant had once grown. The dead bush still
held its place in the mould. This I set upon my
east wirldow sill, and upon the top of the earth I
sprinkled a supply of bread crumbs. I had once
: owned a little goldfinch which I bought in order
0 breed ‘mule’ canaries. There was nothing in
the wotld which my goldfinch liked s0 much as »
piece of mutton fat or tallow. I would tie a plece
fast to one of the cage bars, and there my gold-
finch would stand and peck and peck, turning his
head this way and that, as if to say, °‘Epicurus
never had a feast cqual to this.’

“Remembering my goldiinch's taste and reflecting
also that fats of all kinds are good heat producers,
and that it was perishingly cold, I tied a piece of
mutton fat to the limb of the dead plant. Then, as

nearly as I could, I made a trail of crumbs from
' the extension roof, upon which the birds were wont
{ to congregate to get their sun bath, up to the box
! of earth, where I also spread a good meal of bread
| crumbs.

g “Although they picked up the crumbs on the ex-
| tension roof greedily encugh, it was several days
| before any of the birds ventured near my box. But
{ at last one valiant cock sparrow came up. I was
eagerly watching from within my chamber, and it
has always seemed to me that Mr. Cock Sparrow
Ea!d_ to me: ‘This may be a wicked trick, but if it
is I'll peck the wretch’s eyes out. That's what I'l1
do to him.” Pecking each other's eyes out is a
favorite mode of warfare with cock sparrows, as
any one may see by noting how many of the males
1 are minus one eye.” This is done during the mating
‘ season when they fight for a reigning belle,

“I kept my distance, and the valiant cock plcked
! up erumbs, pecked away, all the while calling his
harem. The females seemed slow' about responding,
and finally he flew away to them with a good bit
of mutton fat in his bill. Such a chirping and fight-
ing as there was among the hens for that morsel
of mutton tallow! It proved to be irresistible to
my future bird boarderg, who one after another
came to the box and breakfasted.

HOW THEY BECAME ACQUAINTED.

“Familiarity between us never bred any contempt,
and, Indeed, my pets for a long, long time resented
my presence at table—so to speak. For If I wouid
come to the window, even when it was eclosed, they
would all fiy away to the extension roof, where in
their own language, which I had come to under-
stand quite well, they would say to me:

*‘Don’t you know we are hungry? Of course you
do. Go away and let us eat.’

“Then I would literally hold out a friendly hand
filled with crumbs and minced fat, and say: ‘Yes,
I know you are hungry, but if you don't intend

10 take me into your fraternity, if you are deter-
mined always to think ill of me, if I am never to
be permitted to love you and ]logk upon you as
friends, why should 1 feed you? I want to get
something out of it Then I would throw my
crumbs to them.

“It was slow work and required a great deal of
patience; a coming nearer and nearer to them one
step at a time. But now they aM know me and
love me and trust me. In the early dawn they
gather on my window sill and sing me a song for
their breakfast. From the standpoint of melody or
harmony or the sublime heights of the art of music
there may be much to be desired in that simple
song. Rut it is the story of love they tell me, and
surely that is the sweetest story that was ever
told, whether it be in song or verse.

“Dajly they grow dearer to me, for daiiy they
show me that they depend upon me for a portion
of their happiness, and there they are, summer and
winter, all the vear round. if I fall—by design,
for 1 mever forget them—to give them their bread
quotidian, would yen believe it? that darling little
cock sparrow—I Jove him the best of all--pecks
impatlently upon the window pane and says: ‘Hurry
up; It's long past breakfast time.” And they scold
me with all their little might if T do not scrape
the snow off the top.of their box.

“They do so delight to scratch around and hunt
crumbs and other titbits in the earth. I am sure
they know how pleased I am at thelr chatter, They
know that they own me, and that their dear tyran-
ny is one of the purest joys of my life; and then
thelr little airs of proprietorship are so amusing—
ves, amusing to an extreme degree. After I have
forced my cock sparrow to call me and scold me
for his breakfast I come to them, and he, the little
rogue, wiil peck out of my hand.

HELPS THEM BUILD HOUSES.

“But I must tell you about their mating time and
their nest building. First, I noticed them pecking
away industriously at a plece of manila rope
! which I had tied around their box to keep it from
| falling to pieces. They evidently wanted string
with which to weave their nests; and they pecked
and tugged away at the end of that rope until they
had raveled it out six or eight inches.

*“You may know that there are skeins of fine cot-
ton of mixed colors, which are prepared for glove
mending:, I fastened such # skein, and also a bunch
of colored waols, Nrmly to their box, and then I
watched to see what would happen. They prefer
wools to cottons, although they use both of them
together with hair and ravelled rope. And as to
colors, the grays and browns and blacks and whites
and greens were puiled out and carried away; but
rot a stitch of the red would they have.

“If T go away 1 arrange with a neighbor to
spread the daily banguet for my guests; but the
little darlings are strictly true to me. They eat her
crumbs—just to oblige her—but there it ends. In a
gocial way they will have nothing to do with her.

“Now, T must tell you what a shabby, mean trick
my cat played me, and how I punished him for it
and cured him of his evil wayvs. Ajax--that's my
cat's name.—is as sleek a beauty as vou ever laid
your eyes upon. He is a cat of high degree and has
every luxury that a reasonable feline could need or
want, vet he wanted to breakfust en my boarders.
Ihmust draw the line somewhere, and I drew it
there. 3

“I had generally put a closed door between Ajax
and my birds when they were at breakfast. But
one morning 1 either forgot this precaution or Ajax
was asleep in some soft spot. At any rate, a
darling liitis sparrow ho%ped inte the room, and
quick, as only a cat can be, Ajax had the bird in
his mouth.

“I clutched the wretch by the throat and choked
him unti]l he was glad to drop the poor, dead spar-
row. Then I took a ﬁ?od. firm hold of my cat with
one hand, while with the dead ‘bird in_ the other
hand I pecked pussy's rose with the bird's bill,
all the while talking to Ajax, telling him how
naughty he had been, and how much_his conduct
grieved me. I believe all animals understand far
more of spoken language than mostujweople give
them credit for, and I have always talked to my
pets; horses, dogs, cats and birds, to say nothing
of a motherless littie white pig I once brought up
on the bottle, and to which T taught a surprising
number of tricks. Well, T scolded and reasoned
with my wicked Ajax every chance I got, each
time pecking his nose with the dead bird’s bill. If
there ever was a cat that wds humbled fo the'earth
by the indignities he was forced to suffer, Ajax
was that cat. He went down into the cellar. hid
rimself in a dirty, dark corner behind a lot of rub-
bish, and there, in spite of all my coaxings, he
.stayed for three whole days, at the end of which
he sneaked back to my side in an apologetic way
which was most amusing to behold.

“Ajax also goth a bath, which same thing he
hates, and he has evidently come to the conclusion
that he does not care for little birds, for he wi'l
lazily watch my boarders while they ‘take their
breakfast without ever attemipting to molest them.
I recommend the treatment T gave Ajax to all who
would have thelr cats and birds live in peace
together.

MUST DRILL NIGHTS.—Some interesting oorre-
spondence has taken place between the officers of
the artillery corps which relates in a general way
to the coast forts in the vicinity of New-York. One
of the artillery officers recently polinted out thar
his post was without means of {llumination at
night, and that, there being no electric power at
the post, it was not possible to use searchlights or
make certain nocturnal use of position finders and
teiescople sights. Without such facilities It was
held that drill at night was of little value, and the
advantages of drill might ‘-be better obtained in th*
daytime. This view js not approved by the author-
ities in Washington. They insist that the night
drills must be kept up, whether or not there are
facilities for {llumination. Tt is said, as an officlal
decision, that, so long as night attacks in war are
to be expected. the coast artlllery must drili at
night in time of peace. and the .Arflls must be con-
ducted In a way which would be followed in aec-
tion with such equipment as there is on hand, and
it must be borne in mind that there might be a
war without all the facilities for conducting it.
