He had been toying with a small revolver,

m-hich was loaded with blank cartridges. He
raised the weapon and pointed it toward the

elrls head. There -s\as a flash, a report, an

awful scream and Miss Ang fell froni the chair

to the floor with a jagged wound oehind her

ear Several of her girl companions fainted,

and a panic seized the small gatheringf.
While handling the pistol the boy had absent

mlndedly Flipped a piece of broken slate pencil

in the barrel of the weapon. Striking the girl

about an inch behind the right ear. St penetrated

Since Brother's Suicide Health of
John Weed Steadily Declined.

from a broken heart at his home in Noroton Tues-
day night. Bcmocaa over a quarrel wiih his
brother, the. lat« H. Frank Weed, his associate In
business, who committed suicide here November 15,

tb*y believed caused his death.
John Weed was a bachelor, due. Ithss been said,

to a disappointment in an early love affair. He was
one of five children, of whom only one, Alvah, is
now living. The attachment between him and his

brother. 11. Frank Weed, was so strong as to cx-
rit*comment. H. Frank Weed had an only son,

Walton Weed. He obtained a place for him in the

firm of Weed & Bro. He did not attend to busi-
ness, and his Uncl« John discharged the boy. This
was a year or more ago.

From that day until th« day before H. Frank
Weed deliberately shot himself In the head with a
revolver the two brothers did not speak. The day
before 11. Frank Weed shot himself. John Weed,
who was then ill at his home, Bent for him. The
fwo brothers were together for a long time. Itwas
said that there was an attempt at a reconciliation,
which failed. Early the next morning H. Frank
Weed was found dead in his b<»d with a bullet
through his brain. The manner of his death was
kept from the elder brother, who supposed that hla
brother died from natural causee. From tha.t day
there was a rapid decline Inhis health.

Said to Have Sheltered Buried Treasure for
More Than Two Centuries.

Ralvway. X. J.. Dec. 2L—The old pepperidge tree
•whos* history datea back over two hundred years
•was blown down in the heavy gale or last night. It
stood by the bend of the Rahway River, on -what
is now the Bracher property. Every man In Rah-
Tvay who was a boy here fifty years ago used to
dive from Its brs riches Into the swimming hole,
tvherf the water was twenty feef deep.

During the days of Captain Kidd. the ol<> resi-
dents cay. the pirate came sailing up the stream
one night in a vessel laden with half a million dol-
lars In pold. contained in chests, which were buried
under this same old tre«. The piratical old captain
\u25a0was accompanied by only on6sailor. After the
boxes r.;,d bf-en placed in the ground, fearing the
man might turn traitor, the captain &hot him to
death, and, placing the body on the chests, buried
the c«>;.i wiui the dead man as guard. Ever after
that do colored people, or other superstitious per-
s=ons. would g'> near the tree after dark, saying
that st midnight, in thr full of the moon, they
couM bar the moans and groans of the dead
man's spirit.

The whole field about there has been dug up
ovf-r and over, searching for buried treasure, but
never more than a lew doubloons were ever found,
ilany believe to-day that the marshes anu bed of
the rivf-r cover untold moneys placed there by Cap-
tain Kidd and his men.
