Charges nst Bloom’s attorney, Henry L. Slo-
bodin, have n sent to the Bar Association by the

eneral attorney of the railway company. It is al-

eged that Slobodin lived in the same house with

Bloom before the *“accident,” and knew that he
wag a paralytic, yet iried Bloom’'s case on the the-
ory that he was in perfect heaith until that time.

This is the third conviction for perjury in damage
cases against the Metropolitan system within the
last two months.

CROWDED CAR RUNS WILD.

Jumps to Sidewalk and Crashes
Into Brooklyn City Park Fence.

After crashing into a wagon at Raymond and
Tillary sts., Brooklyn, a crowded car of the Cross-
town line of the Brooklyn Rapid Ttansit Company
ran wild for a block down Raymond-st. and, leav-
ing the curve at Park-ave., ran up on to the side-
walk and into the femnce of City Park last night.

The pessengers became panicstricken when
they realized that the car was not under control

On account of the crowd the conductor was not
able to reach the front platform. He pulled the
trolley pole from the wire, thus shutting off the
current, but the car ran on until it reached the
sharp curve into Park-ave. There it ran straight
ahead and crashed into the park fence.

Two ambulances were called from the Brooklyn
Hospital and found a number of passengers slight-
ly injured.
