Mr. "Walter Damrosch is forming a "Wind In-
strument Players' Club" from members of the
New-York Symphony Orchestra after the model
of the famous "Societe dcs Instruments a Vent"
of Paris, founded by Taffanel, the great flutist.
The various players whom Mr. Damrosch
brought over for his orchestra from Paris and
Brussels have all been members of such organi-
zations abroad, and there la a very interesting
and charming repertoire ranging from Bach
and Beethoven down to the modern composers
which the club will cultivate. The composition
of this little band will be as follows: George
Barrere. first flute; John Roodenburg, secondflute; Caesare Addimando. first oboe; MarcelTabuteau, second oboe; Auguste Mesnard, firstbassoon; W. Kirchner, second bassoon; Her-
mann Hand, first horn, and J. Chernoff. second
horn. \

Mr. Barrere was for years the leader of the
Fociete dcs Instruments a Vent. Paris, succeed-ing Taffanel after his nomination to the con-ductorship of the Grand Opera. The club will
make its first appearance in tnis city in Janu-ary.

Mr. David Bispharo, who made a good impres-
sion by his reading of Byron's "Manfred," withSchumann's music, at one of last year's concerts
of the New-York Symphony Orchestra, has
found a similar work for-this year of even
greater dramatic effect. This is "The Witch's
Song" ("Das Hexenlied"), a poem by the Ger-
man dramatist. Ernst yon Wildenbruch. for
which Max Schilling, a young German composer
of prominence, has written a highly descriptive
and effective musical accompaniment. Mr.Bispham reads the text in an English transla-
tion. He has recently done this work in Chi-
cago with the Chicago Orchestra, and the effect
on the audience was so great that an extra per-
formance had to be announced for the following
Thursday evening, at which every seat was sold
"The Witch'? Song" describes the confession of
a dying monk, who in his youth had once been
summoned to administer the last sacrament to
a woman condemned for witchcraft to die by
fire. He fails in his duty, but flees the tempta-
tion of the beautiful witch, whom he leaves to
her fate. She dies singing the song which has
caused her to be accused, while the monk, con-
vinced at last of her innocence, is haunted ever
after by the wi'.d, sweet melody, and, dying,
confesses his sin, expiring with her song upon
his lips and a vision of the unhappy woman be-
fore his eyes. This reading willbe given at the
fifth concert of the Xew-York Symphony Or-chestra, Mr. Walter Damrosch, conductor, Sun-day afternoon. January' 7, and Tuesday evening,
January 9. The other soloist at both these con-
certs willbe Ch. Martin Loeffler. who will play
the viol d'amore in his own symphonic poem
after Maeterlinck's drama entitled "I.a Mort deTlntaglle."
