OPPOSE 149TH-ST. PLAN.

TOO FAR, FROM TRAVEL.

Bronx Residents Want Station in
Lower Part of Borough.

The question of the site of the New-York Cen-
tral's proposed main station north of the Harlem
continues to arouse public interest in The Bronx.
Such a station has been urged for several years
as a clearing liouse for suburban traffic and to
relieve the congestion at the Grand Central Sta-
tion; but the demand for it became especially
emphatic after the Park-ave. tunnel disaster of
four years ago. Soon after this, William J. Wil-
gus, the company's chief engineer, in a published
interview on its plan ailuded to this station as
among them, as did also Mayor Low in one of his
public “talks’ on rapid transit.

November 24, 1902, a committee from The Bronx
received an audience before William H. Newman,
president of the New-York Central. In the dele-
gation were James L. Wel's, Albert E. Davis, W.
W. Niles, Olin J. Stephens, Joseph §. Woods, Alder-
man Behrman and Charles D. Steurer. Some of
these urged 149th-st. as the proper site.

Mr. Newman informed them that while he was
not at liberty to say where the station would be,
he could say positively that it would not be at
149th-st. He sald the company might establish a
transfer statlon there, as they would at Kings-

| bridge, and wherever their lincs crossed the city's

rapid transit lines; his company was working In
harmony with the Rap!d Transit Commission and
the Interborough Raliroad.

This statement of President Newman's was taken
&s authoritative by the people of The Bronx. Con-
siderable surprise has therafora been expresced at
the recently published statements that the station
would be at 149th-st., which seems to be borne out
by the real estate purchases of the company Wwest
of Park-ave. from 145th to 144th-=ts.

Some of the best informed students of the devel-
opment of The Bronx express a decided opinion
that it would be a mistake to place this station
eo far west of 3d-ave. as the New-York ¢en-
tral Railroad is at 149th-st., which, it is said, would
be as though the Grand Central Station were with-
in a few blocks of the Hudson River. Coupled
with this statement that the station would be at
149th-st. is the further statement that fits con-
struction would result in the abolishment of the
New-York Central's present Mott Haven or 138th-st.
station. This is opposed vigorously by business
men and property owners in the lower end of the
borough. One of those who is probably as well
posted as any man in The Bronx and who is
known to be disinterested said:

It is an indisputable fact that 3d-ave. is the
main artery of east side travel, has been since
COolonial times and always will be. The distance
1s six times as great from the New-York Central
to 8d-ave. at 149th-st. as it {s at 138th-st.

The ar, ent has been advanced that the 149th-
st. location would be nearer to the theatre and
shopping district of The onx. Thae only theatre
in The Bronx is the Metropolis, at 3d-ave. and
142d-st., the proprietor of which is an ardent ad-
vooate of 128th-st. as the proper station site, be-
cause it is closer to his theatre than 148th-st. The
shopping district of The Bronx {s not east ana
west through 149th-st.; it s north and south along
3d-ave., and while the greatest development at
present is at 149th and 150th-sts., it extends as far
south as 140th-st., one of our largest and best
department stores being at 143d-st. One Hundred
and Forty-ninth-st., in the vicinity of the New-
York Central Railroau. is no more developed than
138th-st. These are all existing facts, and they
show that the 138th-st. station is as close to the
theatre and shopping district as is the proposed
149th-gt. site.

As to the probable future of the two streets.
What is it that establishes the value of a cross-
town thoroughfare? Is it not the great daily ebb
and flow of humanity between homes and business?
All of New-York’s greatest crosstown thorough-

fares have ferries at their river ends bringin tribu-
tary to them the great populous suburbs o New-
Jersey and Long Island. At East 42d-st. is the

ferry to Brooklyn; at West 42d-st. the ferry to
Weechawken and the West Shore Railroad.

At 138th-st. is the ferry to Queens, the bullding
statistics of which Indicate a growth not unlike
that of The Bronx, while at its westerly end it
connects with the populous part of Harlem. It
already has a crosstown surface line connecting
with the 135th-st. west side elevated and the Lenox-
ave. subway stations, and all north and south
Manhattan surface lines, the 138th-st., New-York
Central and the 24 and 3d-ave. “L” stations, as
well as the New-Haven Rallroad Port Morris sta-
tion, and all Bronx surface lines, making it a logl-
cal shopping centre not only for The Bronx, but
for Harlem and Queens Borough. At fts easterly
end are the great factories at Port Morris, employ-
ing thousands of hands, and the Port Morris mar-
ket, to which the Long Island farmers bring their
produce. One-hundred-and-thirty-eighth-st. is
solidly built up from Alexander-ave. to Southern
Boulevard. North and south of it, from Brook-
ave. almost to Port Morris, there is a great build-
ing boom in progress. %

ft the easterly end of 149th-st. are the New-
Haven freight yards, while at its westerly end it
connects with 146th-st. in Meaunhattan. There is
at present no crosstown surface line in operation
along it; and Manhattan Isiand from there north
narrows to about one-third of its width south of
1%th-st., while its precipitous topography precludes
the possibility of it ever sustaining a large popula-
tion. The greater portion of 149th-st. is unbuilt.
There is nothing to make it a crosstown shepping
thoroughfare. ?ls only advantage over 138th-st.
lies in the subway from 2d-ave. west—a temporary
advantage.

Concerning the 149th-st. subway link, the chief
engineer of the Rapid Transit Commission said, in
a report on the proposed east side lines, that trans-
fers ‘“could be given at 149th-st. for the small
roportion of travel that might desire to go from
%ronx Park to the west side of Central Park. This
would amlso permit the present Lenox-ave. line to
become what it should be, namely, a line for purely
Harlem travel, so that the residents of the Harlem
district would be sure of finding seats.’”

While it is true that the direct East Side line is
not vet in course of construction, it Is ce rtain that
it will be, and that before the New-yoric Central
station is finished. As the company is bulléing for
the future, it would seem most un to lccate oft
to one side, where it will be necessarv for ull_nronx
passengers 1o transfer to a crosstown line at
149th-st. to reach or depart from it, when, by ex-
tending its present 138th-st. station castward, it wiil
tap all existing main arte jes of travel as well as
the several proposed East Side subways.

Furthermore. at 138th-st. the station would be
close to the Harlem River terminal of the New-

cen road with its j
ﬂ;’:g Island connections, as well as 1he projected
Port Chester and Westchester roads and to four
bridges over the Harlem, across which can
brought direct to the Mott ilaven station |I1¢{ 1st,
2d, 3d, lL.exington and Madison-ave. surface lir es.
