It Is plainly
dent that the foreigrn clubs have a wrong /\u25a0rmcep-
tion of the relation of the Automobile Club ofAmerica to the Vanderbilf Cup race
It should h* distinctly understood that we w»r»in no way responsible for the rondurt or the management of the Vanderbilt Cup rac». and our so!i»function In the matter was to a^t as the representa-

tive of the foreign Hubs with whom we arp affili-ated, or as their agents, in their relations with th»
American Automobile Association, in whose hands
the entire conduct and management of the ra<-e wi«
vested.

The foreign clubs should understand that th«American Automobile Association is composed of
all clubs throughout the country, and controlsracing wherever It occurs In the United States
However. If any of the foreign clubs which com-peted in the Vanderbilt Cup race have any rom-plaint to make as to its conduct by the American
Automobile Association, such complaints shouldnaturally have been made at the time of the rac»
and in accordance with the rules.

Many Replies Received to the Recent
U. of P. Circular.

Philadelphia. Dec 23 —The circular sent out re-

cently by the University of Pennsylvania, through

Its committee on athletics, with the view of sys-

tematizing athletic rules, has brought a large num-
ber of replies, many of them from representative

State universities and a still greater number from
colleges and schools. In the circular the important
questions were:

The possible adoption of a simple and uni'0™
eligibilitycode, so as to avoid unseemly squabbles
between" institutions.

The elision of brutal and foul play.
The change of "playing rules" so as to minimize

danger.

The suggestions contained in the replies to the

circular have been referred to the rules committee
of the athletic association of the University of
Pennsylvania. Unreserv-d approval of the In-

creased penalties proposed for brutality and foul
play was expressed in a large majority of the re-
plies and approved with certain modifications in
nearly all of the remainder. As a whole, tne ellgi-
bi'ity"code wa« cordially commended in more than
three-fourths of the letters

The replies so far received indicate a widespread
interest In the subject and are regarded as an in-
dication of the desire among universities and col-
leges to reach nn agreement regarding college
sport The desirability of the cultivation of the
spirit described by President Roosevelt to Dr. J. M.
White, chairman of the athletic committee of th«
University of Pennsylvania, as that which underl.es
a '•gentle'men's agreement" in sport, was empha-
sized in the replies.

Answers containing assurances of approval cr
valuable criticism are arriving in large numbers,
and a further report willbe made early next year.

A mechanical gas cut-off, which opf rates when-
ever the clutch Is thrown out or either of the
brakes applied, thereby preventing the motor from
racing when relieved of Its load. Is one of the prin-
cipal features.

A butterfly valve is placed In the feed pipe, be-
tween the carbureteur and the cylinders, and It*con-
nected by an arm to the clutrh and brake levers.

Last winter. In St. Louis, the emblem repre-

senting the world's championship at continuous
pool was won by De Oro. Last spring, when
Ohallenged by Jerome Keogh. of Buffalo, De Oro

forfeited the emblem and championship title to
Keogh. Some time later De Oro challenged

KeogTh. and at Buffalo the former won, when

he again took the emblem.
