Once before have the people of Baden been con-
fronted with the prospect of being ruled by 2
Roman Catholic prince: for Grand Duke Charles
of Baden married Stephanie de Beauharnals,
adopted daughtér of the first Napoleon, and niece
of the Empress Josephine. Stephanie had "hron
daughters and two done.

A year later it was announced that the infant

The story related, how-
ever, and generally believed, was to the effect
that during a temporary absence of Grand Duchess
Stephanie a dying child had been substituted for
her own boy and placed in his cradle, the healthy
little Crown Prince being kidnapped and carried
away. Stephanie’s husband. Grand Duke Charles,
did not long survive this affair, and on his death
his uncle, the Lutheran Prince Louis, succeeded
to the throne.

OBITUARY.

MATTHEW P. WOOD.

Matthew Patterson Wood, consulting engineer.
scientist and author, died on Saturday morning at
his home, No. 12 West 3ist-st. He was the author
of many articles and papers on technical subjects,
and, in 1904 published & work entitled “Rustless
Coatings; Corrosion and Electrolysis of Iron and
Steel,”” which is used as a textbook by the leading
engineers of this country and Europe. Mr. Wood,
who was seventy vears old, was a member of the
American Society of Mechanieal Engineers. the
Association for the Advancement of Science and
the American Institute. In the Civil War he was
superintendent of motive power of the United
States railwavs, serving under General Herman
Haupt. He was also confidential agent for Secre-
tary Stanton in the same period. At the request of
Horace Greeley, Mr. Wood became a member of the
American Institute. While serving in the Civil
War he held & commission of major in the 1ist
U'nited States Engineers (Volunteer). He had been
a Mason since 1857. About twenty vears ago Mr.
Wood's hmhh broke down from overwork. After
that he did little practical work, confining himself
10 the mastery of the technical subjects connected
with his profession, and writlng. A widow and a
sister, Miss F. A, Wood. librarian of Vassar Col-
lege, survive him.

A mass meeting, under the auspices of the Fed-
eration of American Zionists, was held last even-
ing at the Educational Alliance, in East Broad-
wayv. to define the attitude of the Zionist move-
ment toward relief for Jews in Russia, In view of re-
cent massacres and the taking part of Jews In revo-
lutionary activity in that country. Speakersatthe
meeting declared that there wae no hope for Jjews
in Russia, even if ravolution should succeed there,
and that the recent massacres were only fresh
proof that the only hope was {n the acquirement
of Palestine as a legally secured home for Jews.

The Rev. Dr. Solomon Schechter, president of
tha Jewish Theological Seminary, was the principal
speaker, appearing for the first time on a Zionist
platform.
