to alleged subscribers to test the authenticity of
subscription lists of various publications.

The government expects to be able to do much
toward putting the Postofflce Department on a pay-
Ing basis by this campaign. Publishers of mag-

azir..\u25a0- said that nothing like the circular received
yesterday had ever been known ln their business

before.
Hitherto, they said, pie government's attitude

has been most lenient. **dthe eudden change they

declared to be most alarming. The prohibition of

"premium" offers created the greatest sensation, as
many of the cheap publications have relied upon

this device to maintain their circulations and
thereby secure advertising.

Washington. Pec. 27.— last order issued hy

the Postoffice Department affecting publications

was that of Third Assistant Postmaster General

Madden on December 1«. which curtailed some of

the second-class mailing privileges enjoyed by

magfxines and periodicals. The whole purpose of

the. circular is to enforce that part of the postal

regulations restricting second-class mailing privi-

leges to publications possessing legitimate lists of
subscribers. The aim of this ruling, which does
not become completely effective until April 1, is
to bar publications resorting to such devices as the
use of premiums by which the subscription price is
substantially returned, clubbing arrangements by

which a publication is practically given free, fic-
titious receipts or orders to a publisher alleging
payment or making a promise of payment on
which there is no collection, the sale of goods the
bill for which contains an item for subscription,
premiums by the publisher to the so-called sub-
scriber ln consideration of the purchase of mer-
chandise sold by the publisher, alleged subscrip-
tions secured by purchasing lists of defunct publi-
cations or \u25a0without application from subscribers,
alleged perpetual subscriptions, subscriptions pur-
chased by organizations for their members or by a
firm for Us customers and carrying subscribers in-
definitely on pretended credit.

Iunderstand that under the new regulations

fashion masazints are to come under the pro-
hibited "premium class." If our Information is

correct, the Fostoflice people intend to make the
point that because the larger part of the contents
of our publications consists of paper patterns we asj

selling merchandise and not a magazine, and should
r.ot be allowed to continue under the second class

privilege. To be forced to pay the regular P»?etasre
rates would force us out of business immediate^,
as we could not raise the price of our publications

This action is tyrannical, and we shall make a hai»
fight to oppose It.

Daughter ofFrench Army General and Wife
of American Officer.

Mrs. Annie Arnoux Haxtun. daughter of
Gabriel A. Arnoux, who served In the early part
of the last century in tho French army, and
wife of Captain Milton Haxtun, U. S. N.. died
suddenly yesterday at her home. No. 56 St.
Felix-st.. Brooklyn. Her death was directly due
to concussion of the brain, caused by a fall in
her houne last Friday. Mrs. Haxtun was born
in New-York City in 1836. The funeral will be
held on Friday at 11 a. m. at St. Ann's Church.
Brooklyn, of which she was a member. The
Rev. Dr. Alsop will officiate. The burial will
be in Woodlawn.

Mrs. Haxtun was for the last eleven years
genealogical editor of "The Mail and Express."
and she was the author of several books on
genealogy. She was one of the managers of the
Home for Destitute Children, and also of theHomoeopathic Hospital for Children. Her late
husband. Captain Huxtun. who had been re-
tired, was ordered to active duty at the outbreak
of the Spanish-American War. He was then
seventy- two years old. Before he was able toobey the order he died.

MRS. ANITCE ARNOTJX HAXTTJN DEAD.

Device Exhibited by Which Alleged Frauds
Were Accomplished.

There was a brilliant electrical display in the

Court of Special Sessions yesterday at the trial

of a case In which David Chatterton, of No. 268
West 41et-st.. was charged with installing a

device In clubs and saloons for defrauding the
electricity meters. The New-York Edison Com-

pany was the complainant. The device, which

Chattertnn is accused of inventing and selling

was shown in fac- simile In court, the current

to operate it being supplied from one of the
lamps in the room.

The exhibit consisted of a large board, to rep-

resent tho wall of a room, and on it was a reg-

ulation Edison meter, various switches and cut-

offs and a dozen 32-candle power lamps. When
operated by Edward J. Kenny, the chief in-
spector of the company. It was seen that when

all the lamps were burning at full power tho

meter could not register at all. It was also

shown how the device could be regulated so as
to record only a small fraction of the amount

of current used.
Kenny said that there were several com-

plaints, but that the District Attorney had
chosen to press the one at the United Democ-
racy Club, at No. 104 West 30th-Pt. A witness

testified that he saw Chatterton Install the de-

vice In the building. Chatterton. in his own
defence, admitted having repaired lights and
wires in the United Democracy Club, as well as
in the other clubs named by Kenny, but denied
that ho had anything to do with or knew any-
thing about the scheme for defrauding the com-
pany by beating the meter.

When the evidence was all in there was a
serious conflict of opinion among the Justices,
and decision was reserved.

ELECTRICAL DISPLAY IN COURT.

Hitherto proprietors of American circuses and
menageries have Becured their animals from
dealers and importers in Hamburg, Liverpool,

Amsterdam. Antwerp, Frankfort and other
European cities. The circus men declare that

It is unreasonable to expect them to continue
business with dealers who sell them animals
with one hand and attempt to establish active
competition against them with the other. It is
believed, too, that the expense involved in get-
ting out the necessary expeditions will be com-
pensated for by the sale of duplicates of the
rare and Interesting wild animals and other
specimens that may be secured.

The meeting developed the formation of a
combination of wealthy showmen, which prom-
ises to assume large proportions and be very
far reaching InIts operations, the project being
nothing lese than an Ambitious effort to control
the products of Eastern countries, which are
sought after by museums, menageries and pri-
vate collectoVa. Plans were submitted for per-
manent expeditions that shall beat the jungles
for animals, and make captive the creatures of
the air.
