BOND ISTEBEST DEFAULT.

Minority Stockholders E.rpect io Un-
earth Some Startling Facts.

Pome startling revelations are likely to be
made soon in the much tangled affairs of the
Cincinnati. Hamilton and Dayton system. The
minority stockholders of the Pere Marquette.
who have formed a protective committee and
engaged eminent counsel, feel that they have
been the victims of mismanagement and will
make a fierce fight In the courts.
It was learned yesterday that, despite re-

ports to the contrary, the interest due last
Tuesday on the ?3..">n»>,0n0 Pere Marquette col-

lateral bonds given in payment for the entire
capital stock. 13,000,000, of the Chicago. Cincin-
nati and Louisville was paid in Boston and not
defaulted. The guaranteed dividends on Pere
Marquette common and preferred storks were
not paid, however, nor was the interest due on
the Toledo Railway and Terminal 4% per cent

bonds, which are guaranteed by the Cincinnati.

This issue amounts to $3,500,000. There is $14,-

common stock, guaranteed at "> per cent.
The minority stockholders think that the

original syndicate which obtained control of
the Cincinnati. Hamilton and Dayton and the
Pere Marquette and merged the two roads into
the so-called Great Eastern system acted
squarely and above board. Soon after this
merger was effected, however, several members
of the original syndicate withdrew, and it was
said at the time that these men did not approve
of the new deals which were- in prospect.

The control of the system soon after passed

into the hands of the Hollins syndicate, and
the minority stockholders think that it was
while this syndicate was supreme that reckless
and improvident financing was indulged in

which eventually bankrupted the system. Con-
trol of the Chicago. Cincinnati and Louisville
and of the Toledo Railway and Terminal com-
panies was purchased, so the minority says, at
altogether too high prices, with the result that
the system was loaded down with obligations
which it was unable to meet.

The profits made by the underwriters of these
fleals were large, it is alleged, and It is the re-
turn of these underwriting profits which the
minority stockholders will seek through the
courts. Just who got these profits is not plain,
but will come out in the court, proceedings.

Then came the sale of the property to the
firm of J. P. Morgan A Co.. the transfer to th»»
Erie and the repudiation of the purchase by the
Erie, with the result that J. P. Morgan & Co.
took the road back. The receivership followed,
and the last event in the system's checkered
career was the passing "of the Pere Marquette
dividends and the Interest on the underlying
bonds last Tuesday.

The stockholders of the Cincinnati. Hamilton
nnd Dayton will soon move. It is expected, to

annul the lease of the Pere Marquette, and also
of the Chicago. Cincinnati and Louisville and
the Toledo Railway and Terminal Company.

ALEXANDERE. OKR'S ACTIVE CAREER.

The examination of the Mutual Reserve, to be
made for the Missouri Insurance Department

has been postponed until February. Several
other States may join Missouri in the examina-
tion.

James Hazen Hyde and James W. Alexander,
formerly of the Equitable, have resigned as
directors of the FidelityTrust Company and the
I'nion National Bank, both of Newark. The
resigns lions have been sent to the presidents of
the institutions to be presented at the annual
meetings next Tuesday. The Fidelity Trust
Company controls the Prudential Life Insurance
Company. (The Prudential also controls the
Fidelity.)

Wendell M. Strong, who has been assistant
actuary in the Mutual's Chicago office, is to be
brought on here to hold the same place. In
effect, he will be the chief actuary, for Emory
McClintock. the actuary, has been n\«de a vice-
president, and the work of Robert H. McCurdy,

as general manager, has been turned over to
him.

"My election was to take effect immediately

and Ihave already begun work as president.
"

He told of the meeting of the trustees, and
added: "Ihave never attended a meeting wheite
trustees expressed more genuine regret at losing

the services of such a commendable president.

It was the unanimous opinion that whatever
errors might have been committed by Mr. Mc-
Call were those of the head, tiot the heart."

Mr. Orr was asked Ifhis work as president of
the New-York Life would make It necepsacy for
him to resign from the Rapid Transit Commis-
sion.

The annual election of the trustees will be
held in April,and In May it will devolve upon
the new trustees to elect officers for the year.
Several movements are on foot to collect enough
independent proxies to make a fightat the April
election to put a number of new trustees in
office. When itbecame known that Mr. McCall
was about to resign, it was generally under-
stood that Mr. Orr would succeed him, and at
that time it was supposed that he would be
elected to serve only until April.
