OFFICIAL NERVE FAILS.

Test of Rule at Government Works

Seemed Dangerous.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune. ]

Morristown, N. J., Jan. 6.—There is one high-
way in New-Jersey where automobiles are for-
bidden. It is on the road leading to the gov-
ernment powder works at Pleatinny. Major
©O. H. Mitchell, has placed a flagpole in the road
surrounded by signs reading, “No automobiles
allowed.”

When Freeholder John D. Smith, of Rock-
away, who is chief of the village fire department
and a politician, encountered the obstruction he
sent for Major Mitchell and remonstrated, say-
ing that it was against the laws of the State to
ohstruct a highway. The major informed him
that the State of New-Jersey had ceded to the
government the grounds surrounding the powder
works, and that he had absolute jurisdiction.

Mr. Smith called a meeting of the Rockaway
authorities, told of the conversation with the
major and suggested a trip to the government
works in automobiles and a demand that the
flagpole be taken down, together with the tres-

pass notice.

«What's the matter with telling the Gover-
nor?” sald an official. “‘You know they have
soldiers up there and our executive can call out
the National Guard, if necessary, to compel the
enforcement of the laws.” Other officials did not
appreciate this, for they considered themselves
clothed with sufficient authority; so they decided
to act themselves. Just before the time agreed on
to go to Picatinny one official became nervous.
He saw visions of bristling cannon and guns
awaiting him, and bolted. Other officials be-
came similarly afflicted, and the trip was given

REWARD FOR YEOMAN'S ARREST.

Kentucky's Paymaster Thinks Lanier

Between that time and daylight the next
morning he opened the safe, took the money,
which was nearly all in old $0 bills, having no
series number on them. and walked out of the
navy vard.
