Mr. Wainwright Introduces Measure Found-
ed on Law That Let Colby In.

Albany, .inn 10.—Assemblyman Wainwright In-
troduced tn-nijtht a measure drawn to put into
operation [n Xew-Tork Btate a system of pri-
mary election laws like tbose now followed in
New-Jersey. The measure was draughted after con-
sultatlon with George 1-. Record, of Jersey city.

and Everett Colby. State S«-nHtor. who attributed
his victory over th<- bosses to the system of direct
primary nomination.

The bill, as explained by Mr. Walnwfight. pro-
vides that all primary elections, to be held on
the first Friday in September, shall be held at public
expense. Any ten voters of any party may file
with the proper election officers nominations for
n>lf.gatef! to conventions. These nominations ai>'
to be printed on the official ballots. The dele-
gates thus nominated have the privilege of indicat-
ing their preference for the offices for which 1hey
are to name candidates. The system provides for
direct nominations for delegates in political divis-
ions as large as a city or large:-, and for direct
nomination of candidates for office in wards, towns
or villages.

BILL FOR DIRECT PRIMARIES

Albany. Jan. lo.—Senator Page to-night introduced
Us sill of last year providing for a stamp tax on
all real estate conveyances and mortgages. Like
the Spanish war stamp tax on conveyances, the
measure taxes simply the equity Involved In the

transfer, so that if a person buys real estate and
at the same time gives a mortgage, or it he should
buy mortgaged real estate, the tax imposed on him
is computed with regard to the actual property

value he has In the transaction. The tax is one-half
of 1per cent, and after the tax has been Daid the
conveyance, whether it is mortgage or deed, Is ex-
empted thereafter from taxation as personal prop-
erty. One half of the receipts Is to be paid to the
localities and -half to the State.

WOULD TAX CONVEYANCES.

Resolutions for Legislative Probe of
Traction and Other Utilities.

Albany, Jan !<>.—Assemblymen Story, of New-

York, and Foelker, of Kings, to-night presented

resolutions for a legislative investigation of pub-

lic utilities in Xew-Tork City. Mr. Story's reso-

lution provides for the investigation into the

organization and operation of railroad, railway,

steamboat, telegraph, telephone, subway, tunnel,

heat, power, oil and steam companies, operating,
leasing or Inany wise controlling any privilege

or franchise given or issued by the city of Xew-

York.
Mr. Foeiker's resolution looks to the investi-

gation especially of the circumstances connected
with the merger recently entered into between
the Interborough Rapid Transit Company and
the New- York City Railway Company.

WANT CITY INQUIRY.

"Corrupt Practices" Acts Penalize

Corporation Contribu turn*.
IBy T»l*irrap». to The Tribune. 1

Albany. Jan. 10.-The -Corrupt Practi.es" sets

favored by many well known men and designed to
prevent campaign contributions by corporations,

or by candidates for iudßeships. were introduced
to-night by Senator Bracken and Assemblyman
Wainwright. Publicity is the remedy urged, and it

is to be obtained by filing elaborate statements cf

election expenses. One act permits any citizen on
filinga small bond to force an Inquiry as to the
need, truth and completeness of a statement. The

court may impose a line of life.
An amendment to the Penal*Code is provided,

making it a crime to make a campa'gn contribu-

tion by or on behalf of a corporation, and punish-

ing the corporation and any officer or agent acting,

for it. Candidates for judgeships are forbidden

to contribute to political organisations, but may

make on their own behalf any expenditures allowed
by law.

A separate act against corrupt practices permits

a citizen, after filinga bond, to force a Judicial In-

quiry as to the existence of corrupt practices In an

election district. When- such practices are proved

jo have been employed on behalf of a party, trie

set provides that it shall be deprived of the rotes
cast in that district for its candidates for local
offices, but any candidate may prove in proper pro-
ceedings th* number of votes uninfluenced by the

corrupt practice actually cast tor him. an<l may

have them counted.
The judge at such a proceeding must report to

the Lieutenant Governor and the Speaker of the
Assembly the. existence of such corrupt practices.

lawyer retained by her family to fight the
habeas corpus proceedings instituted by her
friends in the Supreme Court said yesterday

that he would not produce the young woman.

He maintains that she is somewhere in New-

Jersey, and that she is staying there of her own

free will. Her friends say that failure to pro-

duce the young woman under the circumstances
would amount to contempt of court and would

confirm them In the belief that she is kept out of

the city by duress for some secret and alarming

reason.

another of the officials, obtained a writ of

habeas corpus requiring Mrs. Louise K. Reyn-

olds the young woman's aunt, to bring the girl

into court to-day, from Justice Davis, of the

Supreme Court.

STILL HUNT MISS HAYS.

FRIENDS MUCH WORRIED.

Charged with Failure to Challenge
Voters When Requested.

Theodore Morgan, of No. 307 West 69th-st..
who was chairman of the election board In the
.'{4th Election District of the 19th Assembly Dis-
trict, was arraigned before Justice Fitzgerald in
the Criminal Branch of the Supreme Court yes-
terday, charged with neglect of duty in falling
to challenge voters nt the request of Hearst
watchers at the last election. Justice Fitzgerald
fixed his bail at $8,800. Deputy Attorney Gen-
eral Lehmater asked for $!VOOO, but Morgan's
counsel, Bartow S. Weeks, succeeded in having
the bail reduced to the former amount.

"Why do you ask for such high bail?" asked
Justice Fitzgerald of the Deputy Attorney Gen-
eral.

"Because so many defendants in these election
cases have jumped their ball." said Mr. Leh-
raaier, "that it has been almost impossible to
get defendants to trial here. If bail Is fixed
at a large sum it may hold the defendant."

"How many defendants have Jumped their
bail. »5 you call it?" asked the Justice.
"Iknow of a dozen myself, and my assistant.

Mr. O'Brien, who looks sfter another depart-
ment of the work, may know of more." said Mr.
l.»-hmaler.

Mr. O'Brien snid he knew of three defendants
whose cases he had charge of who had Jumped
their bail.
"I challenge the Attorney General," said Mr.

Weeks, "to show that any of the men who
Jumped their ball were election officer*. They
were all nothing but floaters, and "he knows it
well.'.'

A year ago a revocation of this .'Cith-st. pier

dumping board permit would have been a hard
setback to the company, on whose notes, to the

extent of 9169,000. Charles F. Murphy is an in-

dorser. but the pier has not been ueed at all for

several months by the Murphy-Gaffney concern.

The .'{sth-st. pier is what is known as the hay

pier, and when Commissioner Featherson more
than a year ago gave the Marphy-Gaffney com-

pany permission to erei t a dumping board on it
there was fierce criticism by the hay dealers,

who are limited to this pier for all their river
shipping

Commissioner Bensel said yesterday that he
did not know how the New-York Contracting

and Trucking Company had been able to obtain

space on the New-York Central pier.

"I know," said Mr. Bensel. "that the com-
panies had a hard fight over it. The New- York
Central people were determined at first to keep

the contracting company off their pier. Finally

they were induced to yield, and the contracting

company built a trestle leading from the ter-

minal site In 3l\l-st.. right across to the 32d-
st. pier, thus greatly facilitating its work in
handling hundreds of tons of earth and rock.

The Pennsylvania company is building a great

terminal at Greenville. N. J.. and the exca-

vated earth and rock are being taken down there.

The contracting company has not been doing

anything with its dumping board for several
months, and 1 have decided to revoke the per-

mit and leave the pier as it was two years ago."

"What about the charge of the Featherson

men that you are a resident of Bernardsville

and have not registered in the last two or thre*>
years?" he waa asked.

"All my friends know that Ihave been sick

a good deal of the time in the last two years.

It was Impracticable for me to register," said
Mr. Bensel.

The step taken by Commissioner Bensel yes-
terday, when he decided to revoke the permit of
the Murphy-Gaffney company for a dumping

board privilege worth many thousands of dol-
lars a year, shows what he can do ifhe wants
to protect the city's Interests. All of the Mur-
phy-Gaffney dumping board permits are revo-
cable at the pleasure of the Commissioner. Th«
company obtained these permits at ridiculously
low prices when Charles F. Murphy was treas-
urer of the old Dock Board. Itnow holds valu-
able privileges at West 96th and West 79th sts..
West 35th-st. and Kast 23d-st. Probably it has
even more than these, as Commissioner Feath-
Arson was liberal to it. and contractors say
that the company got whatever it wanted at
Us <>hn price.

It Is within the province of Commissioner
Bensel to revoke all the permits of the New-
York Contracting and Trucking Company and
put up at public auction their dumping board
privileges. These at present yield the city about
JB.OOO a year. Ifput up at public auction they
would yield rentals of about $50,000 a year, as
the prospective building of the new subways
makes it certain that the lessees of dumping
board privileges will make enormous profits in
the next five years.

There is a well grounded suspicion at the City
Hall that Mayor McClellan really Is not at all
eager ti> injure Charles F. Murphy's commercial
interests. It is the prevailing opinion that he
can do a good turn for the city by revoking all
the Murphy-Gaffney permits and putting them
up at publicauction. Commissioner Bensel indi-
cates that he is just on the point of showing
how easily this can be done.

Dump Permit at S6th*t. Pier Likely

To Be Revoked.
Doolc Commissioner John A. Bensel said yes-

terday that he probably would revoke the per-

mit of the New-York Contracting and Trucking

Company for the dumping board privilege on

the south Bide of the .T»th-Bt. pier. This rier
permit was granted to the Murphy-Gaffney
company more than a year ago at a rental of
$:_'.ooo a year, the tenure of the occupant to be
at the pleasure of the Commissioner.

Whether this is a blow at the Murphy-Gaffney

company is not exactly certain, as that com-
pany some time ago, with the assistance of the
Pennsylvania Railroad, made an arrangement

with the New-York Central Railroad, which con-

trols the piers at 31st. 3L'd and 33d sts.. to re-

ceive dumping privileges on the 82d-st. pier to

facilitate the contracting company's excavation
work in connection with the new terminal of the

Pennsylvania company.

Bronx Appointee Denies That He Is Anti-

Haffen Democrat.
Mayor McClellan yesterday appointed George M.

Walgrov* Hark (.'ommlHsioner fur TJie Bronx, to
succeed Henry »'. Bchraeder, who failed ••(' irnp-

pointment. Mr. Walgrove is an architect, and is
known as an anti-Haffen Democrat in The Bronx.
He is a member of the Wampanoag Democratic <"lub
and lives .it No. 728 East 14Oth-st. His place of
business is at No. 41' East 23d-s<t.

The sto'y that he had been appointed against

the wishes of Borough President of The Bronx was
emphatically denied by Mr. Walgrove at his home
last night. Mr. Walgrove said:

WALGROVE PARK COMMISSIONER

The main thing to be accomplished is to estab-
lish the fact of bribery, ifit has been practised,
and then to make such bribery not only un-
profitable, but dangerous to the cause for which
it is practised. To this end, we propose a pro-
cedure along the same lines as that for testing
the accuracy of statements of election expenses,
under which any citizen can start the judicial
machinery to determine whether or not. as a
matter of fact, bribery has been practised in a
given election district.

In connection with this procedure, we have
adopted the provision suggested by Mr. Jerome
to break up gambling, by which everybody may
be ((impelled to testify but is free from prose-
cution on the matter as to which he testifies.
The bill is not aimed at sporadic bribery, but
at organized and systematic bribery.

Mr.Low said the measure prepared by his as-

sociation provides "that no candidate for the
judiciary shall make a. political contribution, but

he may pay his own expenses." In ending he

said:

Itcertainly is. Itis believed that over consid-
erable areas as many as 50 per cent of tbe
voters expect to be paid in some way for their
votes. Those of us who have come in close con-
tact with city elections may not be able to ex-
press the extent of corruption by percentage,

but every one knows that vast sums of money

are used on Election Day in ways that willnot

bear the !:.\u25a0::;.

On the general subject of corrupt practices our
association has prepared a scheme which is
embodied in five bills, two amendments to the
general election law, two acts amending the
Penal Code and an amendment to the general
corporation law. Mr. Belmont has presented a
single bill, dealing, first, with publicity; second,

with prevention of political contributions in-
corporations, and. third, making provision for
an inquest as to political expenses.

The provisions presented by our association
are simply an extension of the present New-

York law "and to develop a bill on the lines of
New-York practice. Our measure makes no at-

tempt to limit any one's right to spend money

for political purposes. It does, however, call
for the publication of all money spent by any-

body for such purposes, unless it be in the farm
of money contributed to some political organisa-

tion or candidate, from whom an accounting as

to all contributions and expend. is spe-
Oi

Mr"kKlnfbillproceeds along the lines of

the Massachusetts statute. It requires that

contributions shall be made only £™|frpomr
leal committees. Itdefines a political committee
as an association of three or more persona for
political purposes, and provides that <^ndldates
shall spend money other than for personal ex-

penses only through such committees It then

calls for the publication of the expenditures of

such committees. Our information is that

neither in Massachusetts nor inConnecticut h^e»,ws of this tenor been of large practical \alue.

Mr. Belmonfs measures and your own in the

matter of preventing contributions by corpora-

tions'.'"
••I imagine not. except that in addition to the

provision forbidding such contributions we have

proposed an amendment, to the General Corpora-

tion law, which makes it a part of the duty of
the president of a corporation in filing its

annual report, to swear explicitly that no such

contributions have been made by or on behalf

of the corporations."
