box in the Standard's vaults had been leased >>y
Seton and had been transferred by him recently

to a broker in Pearl-st. They found the broker
and learned the number of the box. but they

were unable to get authority" to open the box.
Superintendent Dougherty, of Plnkerton's Agen-

cy, and Detective Sergeant MeConville were en-
gaged in the hunt until after the close of busi-
ness, and will renew it to-day, satisfied that if
Seton placed the forged securities in the box
they willbe recovered for destruction soon.

Mexico. Meloy formerly was connected with

Dr. R. C. Flower in the promotion of various
mining companies, but he turned against Dr.

with the companies. For two years Dr. Flower

has been a fugitive from Justice and a wan-

derer In Mexico.
Meloy recently promoted the Guanacevi Tun-

nel Company, and has been Interested in at-

tempts to float $5,000,000 of the company*

stock. He has spent much of his time in th«

offices of Barnard & Clark and in the offices of

Whitlock & Hall, which are near together on

the same floor of the Broad Exchange Building,

at No. 25 Broad-st., but his name does not ap-

pear on the doors of either set of offices, and

there is no outward Indication that he Is a
member of either brokerage firm. B. M. Whit-
lock Is vice-president and William E. Hall is

director of the Guanacevi Tunnel Company.

The office of the tunnel company Is a small
room on the second floor of No. 67 Wall-st..
opening from the rooms of the taw Reporting
Company, in which the hearings before Commis-
sioner Sanborn. in the Missouri proceeding

against the Standard Oil Company, have been

held this week. William W. F__ui___n. secre-
tary and treasurer of the tunnel company, said
yesterday that while Meloy was the promoter of
the company, he held only fifty-eight shares, of
$5 each, of the company's stock.

He

urged that the Rogers case would take some
time to argue, and he did not want to interrupt

the proceedings, but would be forced to do so

to keep his other engagement.

Justice Gildersleeve then told Henry "Wollman.

counsel for Mr. Hadley. that he did not see hew

(he hearing could proceed, as there were three

motions to b« argued prior to his application.

He said he thought the motion should go over

until Monday.

Mr. Wollman protested against the delay and

the introduction of new counsel.

"We have counsel here from a long distance,

and their return to Missouri is absolutely neces-
sary." he argued. "_«t us go on at 3 o'clock.

STILL IN BURNING MINE

Freight Car Trucks Take Rails
Again on Switch.

Washington, N. J, Jan. 12.— The forward
truck of a loaded eastbound freight train on the

Lackawanna Railroad was thrown from the
rails just before entering the Oxford tunnel
through a brakebeam dropping to the tracks.

The train was running about twenty miles an

hour. It went to Port Washington, three miles
away, without further mishap. At this point a
sharp curve was taken, and the wheels took the

rails again on a closed switch. None of the

trainmen knew that anything had happened.

A strange feature of the affair was that the
flanges of the wheels clipped off many of the
spike heads holding the rails. Some of the rails
were found to be without a whole spike. Many

of them were without any fastenings, and how
the rest of the train escaped being wrecked is
inexplicable. All trains had to use the west-
bound tracks until the rails were resplked.

RUNS S MILES OFF TRACK.

Atlantic City, N. J., Jan. 12.—The steamer
Cherokee, of the Clyde Line, ran aground at
Brigantine Shoals shortly after noon to-day, but
owing to the thick fog which prevailed she was

not sighted until nearly 3 o'clock.
Captain Frank Smith of the Brigfantlne life-

naving station and two of his boats wont to the

steamer when the fog had lifted a little, and

learned that, while the steamer was hard and
fast, she was in no immediate danger. She had

pone on the shoals when the tide was at half

obb and while tho nea was what the seamen call

"watery." a condition that is neither rough nor

smooth. It is believed the steamer will get

afloat at high water to-night, with the assist-
ance of the two wrecking tugs which are now
standing off and ready to attach a cable as soon

an the water gets wellon the flood.
There ar*> six passengers on the steamer. They

are Joseph Schwartz, Albert X. Pearson, Louis
A. Train. Walter Handley and Hugh M. Walker,

of New-York: Edward Lapode, Ellas W. Amarls,
Pllipi Amaris, Jose Amarls and Anna Amarl*.

of Santo Domingo, which was the last port at

which the steamer stopped on her way to New-
Tcrk. Besides the passengers tho steamer car-
ried a cargo of sugar and general merchandise.

The Cherokee is commanded by Captain Arch-
ibald, a skilled navigator, and her grounding
was due to the blanket fog which enveloped the
coast to-day. There is no danger for the pas-
sengers, unless a heavy windstorm should blow
up out of the northeast, and then there would
be danger of th© steamer being badly pounded
by the waves and springing a leak.

The passengers will stick to the ship with the
captain and crew until there is real danger or
until itIs demonstrated that the steamer cannot
get off for several days. In that event they will
be brought ashore and held at the station at
Brigantine until they and their baggage can be
inspected and examined by the customs officer
from tha port of Somers Point, who will be
sent for early to-morrow morning.

At 11:30 o'clock to-night the wrecking tugs
North American, from the Delaware Breakwater,
and the Merritt, from Xew-York, got a cable
fast to the steamer and are trying1 to get her off.

From what can be learned of the lifesavlng
crew at Brlganttne. the steamer is more firmly
fixed on the sandy shoals than was first be-
lieved, and it may not be possible to get the
vessel off: to-night. Itis thought possible that it
will take two days to get her off. The wind has
shifted again to the northeast, but up to mid-
night was not blowinghard. Should it risa and
the weather become rough, then the tugs will
have to cease their work. Ifthe steamer does
not get off to-night,Itis expected the passengers
will be taken off by the life crews early in tho
morning".

VENEZUELA CABLE STOPS.
Washington, Jan. 12.— The State Department has

been advised that cable communication with Ven-
ezuela has been interrupted.

This company invested about $800,000 In a

railroad and an asphalt plant under an agree-

ment that they were to be exempt from all except

a few specified taxes.

but Secretary Root is determined to exhaust
every method of diplomatic procedure, and has
directed Minister Russell to take up the Critch-
fleld claim, which is without complications and
involves no charge on the part of President
Castro that the company engaged in abetting:

the revolution.

MR RUSSELL TO URGE CASE.

It was pointed out yesterday by a person who is
well informed regarding the relations between
Krance and Venezuela that up to the time that
Judge Plumley, acting as umpire of tho French
claims against Venezuela, awarded $685,000 to the
claimants, President Castro was apparently friend-
ly to France. According to this informant the
rupture had Its inception with this decision, and
that other reasons given by the wily Venezuelan
President are mere pretexts. He said:

France, partly in deference to the United States,
did not participate in the blockade of Venezuelan
ports by England, Germany and Italy. It was
agreed that the French claims, amounting to 40,-
©00.0(0) bollvares, or $8,000,000. ho submitted to an um-
pire for adjudication. President Roosevelt, who
was asked to name the umpire, appointed Judge
Plumley. France and Venezuefct sent commission-
ers, and the claims were presented by M. Perettl
de Ia Rocca for France, while Sefior Paul for
Venezuela opposed them. The hearings were1 held
at Judge Plumley's home at Xorthfleld, Vt.. last
winter. He ecaled thn $B,ot>>,ooo claims flown to
WSo.OOi), which was considered a triumph for Venez-
uela.

But a*1 a matter of fact Castro never intended
paying any part of the claim 3if he could avoid it.
and as matters had proceeded as far as they did,
there was only one way of delaying payment, ifnot
entirely repudiating it, and that was by provoking
a. quarrel with France. Iam certain that Castro's
well known and deep seated aversion to paying the
just debts of the country is behind the present
trouble.

France heretofore has maintained relations with
Castro as cordial as possible for any country to
malntiin with him, and Iam surprised that they
have lasted as long: as they did.

Ifthe request is made by France it is said
that permission will ba sent to Minister Rus-
sell to take charge of French interests.

Washington. Jan. 12.—A1l diplomatic, relations
between Venezuela and France are broken, it ia
said at the Btate Department, and although it
is added that, no official information to this ef-
fect has been received, the officials assume that
in accordance with the usual procedure this will

involve the early departure from Venezuela of

M. Taigny, the French representative there, and
from France of M. Maubourguet, the Venezue-
lan agent at Paris. The offlcial3 here are await-
ing the turn of events with keen interest, al-
though it is expressly stated that definite news
regarding the next stop that France will take Is
yet to be received.

Diplomatic Relations tioith Venezuela
Considered Broken.

Paris, Jan. 12.—Though M. Maubourguet, the

Veneauelan charge d'affaires, has not yot re-

ceived his passports, diplomatic relations be-
tween France and Venezuela are considered to

have been broken. There is no question for the
present of a naval demonstration, but there is

no doubt that the French government Intends
tc have the fullest recognition of Its rights.

An official note issued to-night says that, al-
though an ultimatum has not yet been sent to
Venezuela, FVanee cannot tolerate much longer

President Castro's refusal to accede to the

French demands without considering the advisa-
bilityof taking stronger means to enforce them.

A high diplomat said this morning that it
might be considered certain that the moment
was rapidly approaching when a crisis would oc-
cur !n Venezuela. We was unable to give the
course which affairs would take, but asserted
that a perfect understanding had always existed
between Franca and the United States. The two
governments were in absolute accord on the
question at issue, France's line of condxict being

based on that of the United States. France was
merely desirous of obtaining respect for her
rights.

Yonhrrs Settled Doubly for Two
Months' Street Light.

Thomas P. Ryan, the expert accountant, who
is examining the accounts of the city of Yonkers
>y direction of Msyor Coyne, discovered yester-
day that two bills of the Yonkers Gas Light
Company, amounting to $8,097, had been paid
twice. The bills were for lighting the streets in
June and July, 1902, under the ten-year contract
with th«» gas company.

The money was paid the flrst time on Sep-
tember 3, 1002. without authority of the Com-
mon Council, and was aguin paid on November
37, 1002. this time by resolution of the aldermen,

who di'l not know the bills had already been
raid. Xo one has been charged with Illegally
paving the money. The mix occurred when
there was much criticism of the ten-year light
contract, which John H. Coyne tried to have
declared illegal by the courts.

As to fie first payment of the $8,097, the
records show that the report of the finance com-
mittee was signed by only two aldermen, where-
as it requires at least three signatures to bring

a committee report before the board. By some
mistake this report was filed with several others
that had regularly passed.

GAS BILL PAID TWICE.
