HAMILTON REPLIES TO BRACKETT.

The Armstrong Committee Forces
Prompt Printing of Report.

[ByTelegraph to Tho Tribune ]
Albany. Jan. 18.—By holding over the heads of the

State printers the threat that they would take the
printing of the insurance report to an outside firm,

the Armstrong committee has succeeded in forcing

action in the printing of the testimony. This Is

progressing well new, according to a member of tho
committee, and it is likely that the printed t*>sti-
mouy and report wilt be ready when the report is
presented to the legislature.

Much trouble has been experienced with the pub-
lio printers— the Brandow Company, of this city,
recently consolidated withthe Wynkoop-Hallenbeck-

Crawford Company, of New-York. The Armstrong
committee originally made a contract with the
Brandow Company for the copies of the testimony-

some ten volumes in each copy. The contract pii-e
was to be about 34 c*nt3 a volume. The Brandow
Company, realizing the great commercial value of
the printed testimony, sent around circulars solicit-
ing orders at $150 a set. The Armstrong committee
protested. There was delay in getting out. the con-
tract order, due, the members thought, to the rush-
ing of work on the outglde orders. They made an
additional order of 1,000 sets, resolved to checkmate
the Brandow peopla by distributing the printed tes-
timony free.

The public printers at first absolutely declined to
fill tola order, declaring that they were not sure
of their pay, as no contract existed for this addi-
tional number. Tho State Controller, however, gave
his assurance that the money would b« forthcom-
ing. Delay followed delay. Th« Armstrong com-
mittee had the Insurance testimony copyrighted,
hoping to prevent the sale of the volume in that
way. More trouble with the Brandow people result-
ed from that move. Finally the threat was made
that if the work was not hurried It would be taken
away entirely, regardless of th*contract. The print-
ers came to terms.

Mr. Prentice Introduces Measure

Other Legislative Bills.

Albany. Jan. 18.-A billwas introduced to-toy

by Assemblyman Prentice, of New-York, to pro-

vide for the Ton-ens system of registering titles

to real estate, which, he says, would simplify

greatly the present costly and complicated, sys-

tem. The measure provides that any owner can

register his title by having the title searched

and an order entered confirming it. A certificate

of title is Issued to him. with all liens against

the title entered thereon.
"Th*> advantages of the system are Its cheap-

ness, expedition and Immunity from fraud." said

Mr Prentice to-day. "The average cost of the

Initial registration in Illinois is $24, and once

registered no further search is needed. An or-

dinary sale or mortgage costs only ?•".. By this

system, instead of a laborious search, ItIs neces-
sary to examine only a single page in a single

book to get all the facts about a title."
Among other bills In the Assembly was one

by Mr Francis, authorizing: the Board of Esti-
mate and Apportionment to pay the cost of
acquiring title to additional land for Riverside
Park in New-York City. Mr. Agnew relntro-
duced his billof last year, providing for a com-
mission to devise means for protecting the
Bronx River from pollution, from the Kenslco
reservoir in Westehester County to Bronx Park,

and for making the lands along its banks a
public park.

Assemblyman Hammond Introduced a measure
providing for the repeal of the Mortgage Tax
law, substituting therefor a recording tax.

There was no change in this bill from the one

he introduced last year.
Assemblyman Hammond relntroduced his bill of

last year "providing for a recording tax of one-half
of 1 per cent arid p. subsequent annual tax of the

same amount on real estate mortgage?.
As3emblvman Thompson, of Kings put in a bill

amending "tho lien law so as to provide that every

owner of «• building on which labor is being done
and every person or corporation who as mortgage
is advancing money on a building loan or mort-
gage for the construction or improvement of a
building on the property covered by said mortgage

•hall be individually liable to workmen actually

employed on said building for all wages actual v
earned by the workmen in the ten days immediately
preceding the filing with the person or corporation

Of a notice of claim for such wages.

REFORMS RECOMMENDED.
The report makes various suggestions looking to

Improvement of the service. It says that crop con-
ditions Fhould be expressed In percentages with-
out fractions, sim.e the use of fractions implies a
larger measure of accuracy than can be expected
of a mere estimate, and since all the figures on
which the crop estimating board exercises its judg-
ment are in percentages without fractions. It reo-
ommenda that in the case of cotton, the percentage
figuro of condition be converted into bales of in-
dicated weight by a well known commercial for-
mula. It recommends the transfer of the determina-
tion of the cotton acreage planted from the Bureau
Of Statistics to the Bureau of the Census. A large
diminution in the number of correspondents of the
bureau is also recommended. The committee urges
that no further returns on cotton be asked for
from township correspondents, individual farmers
and glnners, and that the money thus saved be
Utilised in Improving the St*l«> organizations Th*
State gen's' salaries should b« increased, amithey should receive travelling expenses, so as tog<?leot their eub-corr«apondents by personal con-
tract, Instead "f by a system of letters and seed
distribution. The State agencies should be in-spected by an Inspector from tho Washington officepo that their methods of doing the. work" can "becarefully observed. There i-1,0 mich inspection ser-vice, ana tnr; j:e*d thereof has been recently
brought out with clearness. The number of travel-ling fiel.l agents r.z the department should be suf-ficient to cover every pnrt of their territory eachmonth. All tnesn re"omm»!irtatlonp express th«conclusion of the committee that the Bureau of Sta-tistics should have personal knowledge of Its cor-respondents, and that much better results "an

NEED Or GREAT IMPROVEMENT.
The. report saya that In every instance, except in

the caso of three cotton reports in the last six
rears, tho Bureau of Statistics figures have been
underestimates. Tho underestimating has been
especially great in tho case of cereal crops and
livestock. The conclusion of the commission is that
th« methods of the Bureau of Statistics must bo
greatly improved or the service discontinued.

In the cast of cotton, although the Bureau of
Statistics has underestimated the crop in every in-
stance, if judged by its reports expressed in num-
ber of bales, nevertheless, if the bales are reduced
to pounds of lint cotton, it appears that out of the
last six reports on cotton yield the Bureau of Sta-
tistics has overestimated the crop in three cases
and underestimated it In three, cases. The much
criticised cotton crop report of 1901 shows a variation
from tho gir.nlrg returns obtained by the Census
Bureau of 9 p«-r rent. in number of bales, but this
variation is reduced to 4.26 per cent when the bale 8
are converted into pounds of lint cotton. The
Bureau of Statistics cannot avoid responsibility for
tho larger variation, since it announced its result in
bales, and not in pounds, and by adopting a weight
of bnle greater than in any previous year it there-
by reduced the number of bales in Its published
estimate.

Findings of Keep Commission Sub-
\u25a0 mitted to the President.

method?, has submitted to the President the com-

mission's report of its Investigation of the eth°«*

employed by the Bureau of Statistics of the De-

partment of Agriculture in estimating crops, and

"in*deferring this Tubje"' to the Keep commission
the President called particular attention to a reso-

lution, which in September last was adopted by

the New-England Cotton Manufacturers' Associa-
tion, bringing into serious question the trustworthi-
ness of the government crop reports, and asking

that the matter be investigated by a competent com-

mission. The suggestion that the subject be re-

ferred to the commission of which Mr. Keep Is

chairman was made by the Secretary of Agri-

culture, who. in Ms letter to the President, spoke

of the steady improvement in the methods of

estimating crops, and said tha^t. notwithstanding

these improvements, it was not unlikely that if an
outside, commlsbion should look over the system

with care it might be able to maw recommenda-
tions of value. The improvements already made
are fully recognized by the commission, and in the
report It Is stated that a reorganization of the

Bureau of Statistics ha 3been begun by the de-
partment, and that some of the change* suggested

in this report were either contemplated or actually

begun before, the investigation was undertaken.
METHODS OF MAKING ESTIMATES.

The report describes in detail the method fol-
lowed by the Bureau of Statistics in making its
crop estimates of acreage, condition and yield. For
the cotton crop alone the bureau has on Its list of
correspondents nearly 65,000 persons, classified as
follows: Travelling agents. 8; State agents and
their sub-correspondents, 4,000; county correspond-
ents, 800;- township correspondents, 12,000; in-
dividual farmers, $2,000; special correspondents,

16,000, The report refers to the safeguards to
prevent leaks, which have been Improved and
materially changed since the cotton leak of last
July and since the. establishment of the new
board of crop estimates organized by Assistant
Secretary Hays. The report says It is difficult to
see how the system now in force can bo Improved

in this respect, and no suggestions are offered.
The report describes in detail this final process In
the making of a crop estimate. Th» four members
of the crop estimating beard meet In a closed
room, and to them are brought the reports of the
travelling and State agents, which have been sealed
and unopened in the safe of the Secretary of Agri-
culture. The tabulated report 3 from the other
classes of correspondents are also brought before
the board. Each ot the four members of the crop
estimating board, with the percentage figure given
by each claps of correspondents for each State, ex-
orcises his own judgment separately, and without
consultation with his associate?, and adopts a crop

condition figure for each State, expressing such
Judgment. If any member of the board differs
materially on any State from the three other mem-
ber?, he is asked to give his reasons, and the
board as a whole, presided over by the Assistant
Secretary of Agriculture, then adapts, after dis-
cussion, a figure for each State- The report em-
phasizes the fact that the figure thus reached Is
not the result of a mathematical computation, but
is reached by the exercise of judgment.

The. report gays that great stress has been laid
In the nast on the number of Independent sources
from which the Bureau of Statistics has obtained
its information. In the judgment of the commit-
tee it does not add authority to the estimates on
the cotton crop by the bureau to state that infor-
mation has been sought from 66.C» different per-
sons. The immense number of correspondents
raises a presumption against care. in selection and
knowledge, by the Bureau of Statistics of the per-
sons from whom it receives Its reports. Inspection
of the tabulated results, as laid before, the com-
mittee In Its investigations, leads to the conclu-
sion that the sending out of blank forms to all
these persons, the receipt of their replies and the
immense labor of tabulating, the replies involve
expense from which no equivalent benefit is re-
ceived. The information principally relied upon
Is contained in the reports of the travelling field
agents and State agents. If these two sources of
information agree, little attention Is paid to diver-
gent opinion on the part of the other correspond-
ents. In other words, the bureau relies upon the
reports made to it by persons in its employ and
to whom it pays salaries. These reports are- much
less affected by biassed error and are made under
a feeling of responsibility to the government which
the. unpaid observer does not have.

The report contains many tables comparing the
estimates of acreage* and production nf various
crops, as made by the. Bureau of Statistics, with
the results reached In decennial years by the
Census Bureau In which the wide divergence

of the results reached by the two government
offices, la clearly brought, out. In making these
comparisons between tha figures of the Bureau of
Statistics and the Census Bureau, It Is considered
that as between an estimate and tho result of an
enumeration greater authority attaches to the
enumeration. This does not mean that the census
figures nre not In soma cases Inaccurate, but
simply that no other standard of comparison exists.
The divergencies between the. results found are
so great that considerable errors In the returns
from tho census would not affeot the conclusions
of tho report.

TILLMAN SUPPRESSED.

PLEX 4 FOR ARMENIANS.

Prominent Europeans Send a Peti-

tion to the President.
\v-«tshinrton. Jan. lß.—European statesmen,

educators! publicists and citizens have joined la

a petition to President Roosevelt to endeavor,

in the Interests of humanity and civilization, by

such means aa may seem proper to him. to bring

about "the concert of the powers of Europe with

the view of securing for the subjects of the Otto-
man Empire that condition of public peace and
order of which the absence has already drawn

down upon that empire so many disasters, men-

acing it with the catastrophe of its total anni-

hilation. \u25a0'

The appeal was presented to President Roose-
velt to-day by James B. Reynolds, of New-

York. The petition was prepared by M.Berthe-
lot, formerly Senator and Minister of Foreign
Affairs of France, and la signed by scores of
public men of every country in Europe.

The President made no response to the appeal,

but promised Mr. Reynolds to give It the most
careful consideration, expressing his apprecia-

tion of the honor done him as President and to
America In having the petition presented to him.

The text of the petition follows:
To the President of the United States.

Sir: We take the liberty of addressing our-
selves to you and of invoking, in favor of a
generous cause, tho high moral and political in-
fluence which you possess as chief of the great
Republic of the United States, and of the per-
sonal authority which you have acquired through
your constant efforts to maintain or to restore
peace between nations.

We do not doubt that, like ourselves, you are
profoundly moved by th« tragic fate of the Ar-
menian people, whose origin is the same as our
own, and who have played an important part in
the development of civilization since ancient
times. This people is now reduced to despair
and threatened with destruction through the
cruelty and violence inflicted upon them w.ith
impunity by the barbarous Mussulman tribes
surrounding them, who for more than ten years
have sought their extermination.

The testimony of Europeans and Americans
who inhabit or who pass through these unhappy
regions and the official reports of the diplomatic
agents accredited to them are unanimous upon
the matter, and bear witness to the most de-
finite and heartrending details. There does not
at this moment exist for the Armenian people
security either for possessions, for life or for
the honor of man, woman or child, perpetually
threatened as they are by pillage, outrage and
massacre at the hands of the organized brigands
who infest Asia.

Tt is a disgrace for Europe, and. we may add,
for America, to permit the continuance of such
a' condition of crime and anarchy which, let it
be remembered, involves our own fellow coun-
trymen. More than one European and American
has been plundered, illtreated and murdered by
Hamidian. Kurdish or Tartar bands. In the re-
gions abandoned to the brutal ferocity of these
hordes of brigands chronic danger threatens
alike the material .interests of commerce and
industry and human life, to whatever nation the
inhabitants may belong.

These, sir, ar« our reasons for addressing you
\u25a0n ith the entreaty that you will approach, by
such means and in such measure as may .«eom
proper to you. and as the authorised exponent
of the opinion of civilised nations, the fcovern-
ments in whose territories these scenes of sav-
agery taku place.

We venture to hope that your expression of
sympathy will be favorably recalled by the
Czar of Russia., who has so emphatically pro-
claimed his humanitarian intentions and ex-
pressed his desiro to have them sanctioned by
international agreement. We appeal t-> you to
take steps to bring about the concert of the
powers of Europe, with the view of securing for
the subjects of the Ottoman Empire that condi-
tion of public peace, and order of which the ab-
sence has already drawn down noon that em-
pire so many disasters, meanoi'.ig it with the
catastrophe of its total annihilation.

We are men of peace, and we are convinced
that, we do not appeal in vain t.) you in the
name of outraged humanity. By such means
our common humanity will incur yet another
debt to you of gratitude and of admiration.
