New-Haven, Jan. 19.—A. H. Barclay was

appointed administrator of the estate of Mrs.
Abigail Hiller to-day In the Probate Court,

It Is interesting to note that In a itreat ir.nny

respect* these conclusions of the foreign author

author prefers a helmet to our campaign hat

and leather leggings to our canvas leggings, car-
tridge pockets to our well known cartridge belt, a
knapsack of hide to oui blanket roll. But in many
details It Is most satisfactory to find that the de-
velopment of the field equipment of the foot sol-
dier In foreign armies Is proceeding along the
lines already developed by our own officers in the
last twenty years.

SMALL ARTICLES OF EQUIPMENT.

cravat, a handkerchief, a towel: besides, at the
beginning of the winter campaign, two pair* of
woollen socks or flannel footbands and one -pair <>r
woollen gloves, a sewing ease and a piece of soap;

of knapsacks, Contact would be softened by means
of two pads placed like those of the Swiss knap-
sack. These pads would have, besides, the adv?,n:
tage of separating slightly from the back the

lower part of the. knapsack, and thus facilitate the
circulation of air between. . M
In the interior of the knapsack there should he

placed, at two-thirds of its height or thereabout,

a leather partition, made supple, to isolate the ra-
tion from the rest of the articles.

The exterior load would comprise the overcoat
alone, and. when u«ed. the shelter tent and acces-
sories. There would be placed in the Interior the

individual bowl should be abolished, as well
as the collective camp utensils, and they would all
be replaced by an individual utensil or darkened
aluminum, which should be fixed by means of a
little strap to the flap of the knapsack.
In this way would result considerable lightening

of the pack, suppression of the heavy load strap,

and easy and rapid attachment of the camp equip-
ment and of the overcoat.

Experience of Foreign Armies in

Equipment.
rKrom The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, Jan. 19.— Th« General Staff of the
army, through its second division, has just issued
a publication entitled "Comparative Studies of the
Field Equipment of the Foot Soldier of the French

and Foreign Armies.'" It is by Commandant La-

risse. of the French army, and has been translated
tor the Genera! Staff by Captain Law ton, of the
19th Infantry. The importance of the subject of
proper field equipment for infantry Is such that

this little work will probably be road by officers of

both the regular and National Guard services with

interest and profit. The question of the most suit-

able infantry pack, of aluminum equipments, of the

amount of ammunition to be carried on the person,
as distinguished from that to be carried on the

train: the question of portable intrenching tools,

v well as the great tendency, in all foreign armies,

to reduce the weight carried by the foot soldier of

ai: arms, are a few of the problems discussed in

th.a work.
The book takes up In order a discussion of the

knapsack and its load, clothing, equipment, rations

and arms of each of the principal foreign powers,

with excellent illust rations descriptive of each sub-

ject. The conclusions of the author, r.fter review-

ing th« subject from every standpoint, ard as fol-

lows:

The Bennet resolution provides for the adoption

of the point syst im. based on the actual number of

votes cast for the candidate for Governor. Every

ten votes will represent a point, thus giving an
equity i:i representation that Is not possible under
the present systom.

President Parsona says that the only "slate" that

can be arranged willbe discussed openly in theoounty

committee prior to the September primaries, and,

after a full diecusslcn, the committee by majority

vote can Indicate its choice for county office candi-
date" But even this action will not be binding on
the electors, who. at the primaries, can exercise
their choice absolutely without reference to action

by the county committee. Tn practice it Is assumed
that th» choice of the county committee ordinarily
will"determine the county nominations, so that,

under the new system, the county committee meet-
ing preceding the primaries willbecome a thing of
first importance, approximating the potentiality or
the ordinary county convention.

A significant object lesson of the wornlng of this
phase of the new system will be afforded in the
naming o!" the seven candiates for the Supreme
Court bench. Thfl men who control the county-
committee will name all i»even candidates for tho
bench and their selections will stand unless inde-
pendent action to break the slate is taken after-
ward by electors in getting a popular indorsement
at the primaries for a candidate not named by the
county committee.

Third—The cost of piping from Ridgewood to
Central Park. Kew-Tork. and tunnelling under the
East River, doe? not enter In the Brooklyn esti-
mate. As a auick means of relief to Brooklyn
25,000,000 gallons can be obtained from Suffolk
County in about one year after the beginning of

•work at a cost of about 0.000,000. not Including a
new conduit or high pressure engines. If a new
conduit large enough to provide, in connection with
the existing ones, for an additional supply of
6.000.000 gallons from Suffolk County and high
pressure engine:! adequate to pump directly into
ißidg-ewood are provided, the time required for
completion would be about two years and the total
cost would be about $5,000,000.

YIELD SHOULD BE INCREASED.

The above figures are given in all eases as repre-
senting th« cost of supplying the amounts given,
I.c.. a total of ISP.OOO.OO>> gallons a day. Good engi-
neering practice would require designing the -works
for a larger probable yield, say from 30 to 40 per
rent more, in which case the estimates would be
somewhat Increased.

The cost of development of the present Brooklyn
\u25a0watershed to its ultimate capacity, in accordance
\u25a0with the plans proposed, would be about $7,000,000,
for which an additional appropriation to that
Amount would be required, and it could be com-
pleted in from two to three years after the begin-
ningof work, and under favorable conditions prob-
ably in two years. This estimate does not include
the covering of the Ridge wood and Mount Pros-
pect reservoirs or the building of the Forest
Park reservoir.

While a general outline of the plan of develop-
ment both for the existing watershed and for Suf-
folk County has been prepared, no details have
been worked out, so that the estimates of cost
above given must be considered only as rou~h ap-
proximations. From the information received from
the chief engineer T have reason to believe, how-
ever, that they are sufficiently accurate for all
present purposes.

Nov.- that tiie constitutional limitation has been
removed, there should be no difficulty in securing;
the necessary appropriations to carry out in its
entirety the thorough, comprehensive plan for the
development of the existing watershed to its ut-
most capacity long ago prepared by the chief
engineer, and also for the remodelling of the dis-
tribution system, partially under way. and from
which great advantages nave already been felt
in the laree reduction of insurance rates. There
should be no difficulty either in obtaining the neces-
sary appropriations for the development of the
Suffolk County water supply, if we car. secure the
latter. In regard to Brooklyn, 1 understand that
the total cost of the waterworks to date Is, in
round numbers, about 127,000.000, of which there re-
mains due about $19,000,000, with a balance on hand
of S3.<w\nrx\ making the net indebtedness about
J16.00P.0n0. in regard to the Borough of Manhattan
Ftill more favorable results could be shown.
