The

one possible improvement is the provision of
writingmaterials in these <Tnr>fringrooms, and that

the writer strongly urges upon the Company, for

at railway stations there is often the time and

the necessity for dealing with one's letters, but
no means of doing so. To these oamfortablo

smoking rooms for men the Company might
well add a cosy tea roam for ladies. This,
indeed, would be In direct continuation of
the Midland's policy in bringing its station
refreshment rooms to their present refine-
ment, which enables ladies to feel quite at home
in them.

The story has
sprr-ad abroad !lfa.t the- Italians are angry because
physicians of their nationality are not nn the staff
of the new hospital, and circulars coached in the
choicest opera bouff* language were distributed in
Orange yesterday calling for a meeting In front of
the hospital to-morrow.

Ponr.ni. H*- discovered that Ponaini had received
orders to run off five thousand rif them, but- thatonly three hundred had aotuallv been circulated.
There was an interview to-day between the <»hief

hospital and rector of the Italian church, in which
the Chief to!d the priest that he, together withmany other*, suspected that Father Komanelii was
the author of the circular and was trying to stir up
trouble. Thin the priest denied.

Manufacture of Product from the G-uayule
Being Undertaken.

Mexico City, Jan. 30 (Special).—The manufacture
of rubber from the guayule plant, which grows

wild throughout the plateau region of Central and
Northern Mexico, is rapidly becoming a great in-
dustry. Since the discovery was made, only two

or three years ago. that a good grade of rubber
ran be manufactured from this plant, several
million dollars have been invested in the erectlcn
of manufacturing plants in the guayule region.

Nearly $2,000,000 of American capital has been
Invested in these rubber factories. The rest Is
native capital. The Mexican government has* .-vet
granted a concession for the exclusive use of the
gnayule plants now growing upon the public lands
in four States for the manufacture of rubber. This
is cne of the most valuable concessions ever granted
by the federal government. The company has de-
posited POft/KW In bond? of th* national consol-
idated debt with the government as a guarantee
that the terms of the concession will be com-
piled with. There are several million Hcres em-
bodied in this concession, which requires that
the*e- immense landed estates shall be subdivided
into tracts of 170,000 acres each, and that the com-
pany shall pay to the government an annual
rental of $.V.(WO tor each tract.

A large number of factories for manufacturing:
rubber irnra the plants grown upon th"i>e tracts of
government land willbe eqt nt>]ij,hed immediately.

MEXICAN RUBBER INDUSTRY.

Had It
not been destroyed he would have been liable to
imprisonment for not less than three years nor
for more than ten years.

Cardiff About Burning of Yacht.

Charges are now being made by counsel for

Dr. and Mrs. Charles Thorndyke Parker that

Captain James Cardiff's story that tie was hired
to burn the yacht Scythian is the execution
of an attempt to blackmail the Parkers. In

proof of this they show a letter threatening Dr.
and Mrs. Parker soon after the burning of the

yacht. This letter was identified by Captain

Cardiff and read to the jury at the trial on
Friday of the suit brought by the Liverpool and

London and Globe Insurance Company

cover $7,000 of the insurance money paid to Mrs.

Parker.
It was also denied by Mrs. Parker's counsel

that Mr?. Parker had behaved in any unseemly

manner when Captain Cardiff was delivering

his testimony on Friday. It was reported that

the court had called Mrs. Parker to order, but

her counsel says that the judges gavel has not

been used once thus far in the trial. The letter
on which the statement that Captain Cardiff
tried to extert $10,000 from the Parkers Is

based is postmarked November IT.
