It had not been performed here
at all until a decade ago. though it was writ-

ten in I8O1;. When Tschaikowsky was in New-

York InI*9l he told Mr.E. Frnr.cls Hyde, then

president of the Philharmonic Society, that hla

own favorite among his symphonies was this

fl--st one in <: minor. The composer's brother. In

the monumental biography recently published,

tells how this first symphony gave TschalkOW-
skv more trouble than anything else he ever

wrote Ho worked at it so fiercely by day and
night' that his health gave way and he nar-
rowly escaped madness. After its completion

Anton Rubinstein and Zaremba refused to play

it before the Musical Society in St. Petersburg,

and the composer made- important alterations.

At its final and complete premiere In 18W its

success surpassed all expectations. "Tho adagio

pleased best." Tschaikowßky wrote to his

brother. The composer was called to the plat-

form where, according to on* chronicler, he ap-

peared in rather untidy clothes, hat in hand,

and bowed awkwardly.

Josef Lhevinne. who arrived here last Sunday

after an exciting journey through Russia, was

horn in Moscow on December 12. IST4. His

father, who had been first cometist in the Im-

perial Theatre, began teaching the boy piano-

forte at four years of age.
